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From The Superintendent’s Desk

DEAN ANDREWS

We have been involved recently with various groups that are study-
ing the Edgewood v. Kirby lawsuit. You will be hearing a lot more
about this lawsuit in the future because it is definitely going to af-
fect the way schools will be financed in the future.

The financing of public schools is only one aspect of equal educa-
tional opportunity, but it is a facet upon which has been focused
much of the interest of public policy makers and the courts for the
past two decades. National attention turned to school finance equi-
ty in the late 1960s as a desegregation (1954), legisiative re-
apportionment (1962), and the protection of the civil rights of the
poor (1965).

Texans have become increasingly familiar with the term “Equaliza-
tion” over the past 15 years. Even though equalization has been a
legislative goal since 1915, interests in the concept was quickened
by the Rodriguez Case in 1971 and subsequent discussion in several
legislative session, culminating in House Bill 72 in 1984. The 1987
state court decision in Edgewood v. Kirby, which overturned the
state school finance structure as unconstitutional, has further in-
creased interest in school finance equity in Texas. As this case
winds its way through the channels of appeal, attention will con-
tinue to be drawn to the issue and problems of resource equaliza-
tion.

This suit, originally filed in 1984, was tried from Jan. 20 through
April 8, 1987. The suit is now in the appellate court with a final deci-
-sion probably coming in February 1989. It is almost certain that
reform development that will be pleasing to all people is impossi-
ble, but we must look to developing a plan that is acceptable,
workable, and in the best interest of all students of this state. There
are no easy answers to the funding of public schools.

Letter To Editor

Dear Editor:

The March 8th Democratic Party
primary ballot has a referendum
issue with the following proposal to
vote FOR or AGAINST: ‘‘Texans
shall maintain their right to select
judges by a direct vote of the people
rather than change to an appoint-
ment process created by the
Legislature.”’

All voters in the Democratic Par-
ty primary will have an opportunity
to express their opinion as to
whether Texans should retain their
right to choose judges by direct vote
of the people or whether the
Legislature should be empowered to
create some type of appointment
process.

Texans should vote in favor of
this referendum issue and in favor
of retaining the right to vote to
select Texas Judges for several
reasons. The most obvious reason is
that the right to vote is an important
and cherished right in Texas. The
right to choose the office-holders
who control the justice system that
affects every citizen should be
preserved for the people.

Those who would abolish the
right to vote to select judges and
who would replace that system with
an appointive process would have
judicial selections controlled by a
few politicians and their hand-
picked cronies, hidden from public
view.

Some people feel that the present
system allows too much money to be
spent in campaign contributions by
a few special interests. The solution
to that problem is simple and ob-
vious - limit campaign contribu-
tions, just as we do in federal elec-
tions. Control the money, but don’t
take away the right to vote.

“FOR”’ the referendum on March
8th.
