BEACON HILL COOKIES 
Melt over hot water:
Vi of a 6 oz pkg chocolate chips 
Beat 2 egg whites with a dash of salt 
until foamy; gradually add Vi c 
sugar, beating well. Beat until stiff. 
Beat in Vi t vanilla and Vi t vinegar; 
fold in melted chocolate chips, V* c 
coconut and Vi c chopped nuts. 
Drop by teaspoons onto greased 
cookie sheet. Bake in 250° oven for 
10 mins.

From The Superintendent’s Desk
Dean Andrews

During the next three weeks we w ill have guest editors o f this col­
umn. O ur school principals w ill be writing the artic les during this 
time. This week I would like to write once again o f the possib le  
changes in public school financing in Texas.

Changes in Texas School F inance and Governance are com ing, and  
there is no debate about that s tatem ent....B ut there is debate about 
w hat the changes w ill be.

Boards and superintendents throughout Texas have expressed  
great concern that m assive changes in the public school are im m i­
nent. Sadly, m any citizens and educators are uninform ed about the 
consequences o f these com ing changes.

Failure to prepare for change could be devastating for Texas school 
districts and for pub lic  school children and youth.

As it now  stands, the 71st Texas Legislature has an a lm ost im possi­
ble task in finding a school finance solution. In the m ost far- 
reaching decision ever handed down by a state  court on public  
education, Judge H arley Clark declared the current finance system  
unconstitutional.

The Judge d irected the Legislature to set up a new  pub lic  school 
finance system  by 1989 that w ill m eet his interpretation o f constitu­
tionality. if  one is not developed, an in junction w ill be issued cut­
ting o ff ALL state funds for the Foundation School Program.

Judge C lark ’s decision is currently on appeal. It  is possib le that the 
decision w ill be overturned by the h igher court. M ost educators are 
convinced that despite a reversal, the Legislature w ill rem ain under 
pressure to m ake substantial revisions in the current school fun­
ding system.

Only school d istricts that are united and cooperating can hope to 
be effective in bringing positive change to Texas education. Some  
change is needed in the school finance system, but w holesale  
restructuring o f governance o f school d istricts m ust be avoided.

According to Judge C lark ’s ruling, the 71st Legislature has the 
fo llow ing options available: 1) Raise $5 billion N E W  tax dollars; 2) 
Place caps on school d istrict spending; 3) C onsolidate over 1,000 
school d istricts into tw enty or few er school districts. 4) Subm it to 
the voters o f Texas constitu tional am endm ents that guarantee the 
present school d istrict boundaries and perm it use o f an im proved  
version of the present finance system ; 5) A com bination o f two or 
m ore of the above; or 6) Take a ll m ineral, utilities, and industria l pro­
perties, rem oving these from local school d istrict tax base.
