This w eek I would like to discuss the 1989-90 budget build ing pro­
cess. The first item  to be considered in build ing the budget is per­
sonnel. We have eighty-nine em ployees and their salaries and  
benefits  to ta l $2,533,709.44, or approxim ately 63.35 percent o f the 
proposed budget. An add itional $408,343.00 or 10.21 percent o f our 
budget is reserved for instructional supplies: paper, tools for shop  
classes, com puters, typewriters, a th letic  equipm ent, band in­
strum ents, and uniforms, p lus the travel involved in our extra­
curricular program s. It  is easy to see that 73.56 percent o f our 
budget is d irectly re lated  to the instruction o f students. 
M aintenance, utilities, and transportation costs are approxim ately  
$607,750.00, or 15.20 percent. O ur adm inistrative team  and Board of 
Trustees have been working on a proposed budget for the pas t two 
m onths and have tentatively agreed to a budget o f $3,999,158.00 for 
the 1989-90 school year. The am ount reflects a budget o f $20,455.00  
less than the budget approved for the 1988-89 school year.

O ur o ther concern Is the value on which our taxes are based. Our 
school d is tric t value in 1982-83 was $1,008,712,850.00, in 1985-86 
$948,612,179.00, and  In 1987-88 the value was $741,487,975. The pro­
je c te d  value for 1989-90 is $670,817,610.00. In the last seven years 
we have lost $337,895,240.00 in value and during those years the 
leg is la ture has m andated  new  program s w ithout providing funds to 
operate those program s. In 1985 we received $183,979.00 in state  
revenues and this year it  is es tim ated  that we w ill receive  
$128,934.00. These factors, and inflation, m ust be taken into ac ­
count as we work through the budget build ing process.

Plains I.S.D. Board o f Trustees and adm inistrators continue their 
endeavor to use your tax dollars in ways that w ill be m ost benefic ia l 
to our students.
