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Youth And Senior Citizens
To Mend Generation Gap

A plan to build bridges across the
generation gap in 20 South Plains
counties and improve the quality of life
for both youths and rural senior citi-
zens has come off the drawing board
and gone into construction here.

The project is Youth Exchange
with Seniors (Y.E.S.). Its goal is to
promote positive intergenerational re-
lationships between youth and seniors
by providing assisted-living services
that enhance independent lifestyles of
the elderly in rural communities.

YES. is a cooperative effort of
the Texas Tech University Health Sci-
ences Center, the Texas Tech College
of Home Economics and the South
Plains District of the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, an agency of
Texas A&M University System.

It will link members of 4-H Clubs
and Future Homemakers of America
with senior citizens in Bailey, Borden,
Briscoe, Castro, Cochran, Crosby,
Dawson, Floyd, Gaines, Garza, Hale,
Hockley, Lamb, Lynn, Lubbock,
Parmer, Scurry, Swisher, Terry and
Yoakum counties.

It is a model program, funded
principally with a $254,000 grant from
the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation,
the nation’s largest health care philan-
thropy. It is intended as a pilot effort
which can be duplicated across the na-
tion. :

Co-directors of the project are Dr.
Sheryl Boyd, assistant chairman for
development in the Department of In-
ternal Medicine and associate profes-
sor of health organization manage-
ment, TTU HSC; Dr. Betty Stout, as-
sistant professor of home economics
education in Texas Tech University’s
College of Home Economics, and Dr.
Kathy Volanty, South Plains District
director for home economics with the
Extension Service.

The program was initiated July
18-20 with a summer institute at the
Texas Tech Health Sciences Center
which provided two-and-a-half days of
training for adults and a day-and-a-half
for teens. More than 100 high school
home economics teachers, county ex-
tension agents for home economics
and senior citizens and some 20 youth-
ful 4-H and FHA members from the 20
counties took part.

"This institute is not just about the
Y.E.S. Project, it’s about aging,"
Volanty told the participants. It in-
cluded such topics as understanding
the aging processes, myths about ag-
ing, the project structure, existing ser-
vices, involving youth and seniors,
strategies for community involvement
and support, fostering business skills
of participants, county planning and
program implementation.

"The two best resources we have
in our rural communities are our youth
and our elders. This is matching them
up,” Boyd said.

Institute trainees will form the nu-
cleus of county resource teams which
will coordinate efforts in each county.
Teams will include an Extension Ser-
vice home economist, a high school

home economics teacher and a health
care professional or senior citizen.

These teams will enlist a variety
of community volunteers from busi-
ness, health care and civic organiza-
tions to teach the youth service
providers and match them with seniors
requesting services. Seniors will also
work with youths to carry out a joint
activity that will benefit the commu-
nity or county.

The projects and services selected
in each county will begin in January
and continue throughout 1991. Possi-
ble services might include routine
housekeeping assistance, lawn care,
personal services and minor home or
auto care.

Then hide the picture and see how
many objects the child can recall.

* Make up games using language
such as spontaneous rhymes or silly
words and phrases or chants and raps.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 2, Sixth Called Session, 71st Legislature,
proposes a constitutional amendment to provide that if the Senate, at
any special session, does not take final action to confirm or reject
an appointee of the Governor made during a recess of the Senate, the
appointee is entitled to continue in office until the Senate rejects the
appointee at a subsequent session or until the Governor appoints
another person to fill the vacancy, but such a nominee whom the
Senate does not act to confirm or reject at a subsequent regular
session is considered to be rejected when the session ends.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to clarify the authority of
the senate to consider certain nominees to state and district
offices and to provide for filling vacancies in those offices.”
