As we, tax collectors and property tax payers’, approach the 1990 tax collection 
year, our thoughts turn to the dollar amount of our tax statements - WHAT IS IT 
GOING TO BE THIS YEAR? The Board of Trustees of Plains Independent 
School District was able to lower the tax rate from $ .4284 per $100.00 of value 
to $ .4092 per $100.00 of value. This was due in part to the increase in property 
values from $692,528,637 in 1989 to $780,722,437 in 1990.

This decrease in tax rate will mean a reduction of $1.92 for each $100.00 of 
value you have in taxable property. If you have property with a taxable value of 
$30,000.00, and the value did not change from 1989 to 1990, your 1990 taxes 
will be $5.76 less than your tax amount in 1989.

The 1990 tax statements will be mailed out of the Plains I.S.D. Tax Office the 
last week in September and become due October 1. A discount of 3% will be 
given on taxes paid in October, 2% discount if paid in November, or a 1% dis­
count if paid in December. Taxes become delinquent if not paid prior to Febru­
ary 1, 1991, with penalty and interest being added and increased each month. 
Therefore, a saving in tax dollars is realized if you pay your school taxes in Oc­
tober.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT

The law also states that a director must live within the 
county or district. The term of office for a Soil and Water Conservation 
District Director is four years.

Zone 1 of the District is the southeast one fourth of Yoakum County - 
bounded by the Brownfield/Plains Highway on the north and by the 
Plains/Denver City Highway on the west. An area six miles by six miles is 
excluded from the zone on the northwest corner.

Zone 2 of the District is the southwest one fourth of Yoakum County - 
bounded by the "Old Lovington Highway" on the north and the 
Plains/Denver City Highway on the east An area six miles by six miles is 
excluded from the zone on the northeast corner.

Current members of the board of directors are David Turnbough, 
serving Zone I; R.M. Jones, serving Zone 2; L J. Sanders, serving Zone 3; 
R.B. White, serving Zone 4; and Linda Grau Powell, serving Zone 5.

The purpose of the Yoakum SWCD is to promote sound soil and water 
conservation practices on all the lands within the district and to serve as a 
voice for farmers and ranchers in Austin and Washington on conservation 
matters.

The district board of directors coordinates the conservation efforts of 
various local, state, and federal organizations and agencies. The district has 
the authority to enter into working agreements with governmental agencies 
and private concerns in carrying out its purposes.

All conservation programs managed by the district are of a voluntary 
nature to the landowner or operator.

All programs of the Yoakum SWCD are available to anyone without 
regard to race, creed, color, sex, age, handicap, or national origin.
