Public Visits Lamesa Research Farm
Farmers, research scientists and 

educators working together to improve 
South Plains agriculture and protect 
the environment shared the spotlight in 
Lamesa Wednesday, Sept 12 at the 
dedication of the Agricultural Complex 
for Advanced Research and Extension 
Systems (AG-CARES), says Kirk 
Lewis, Yoakum County Extension 
Agent, AG.

Speakers at the dedication said the 
complex could become a showplace to 
help urban leaders throughout the 
country better understand the com­
plexities of food and fiber production.

More than 250 persons attended 
the program and first public tour at the 
160-acre farm two miles north of 
Lamesa on U.S. Highway 87. It is be­
lieved to be the first full-scale farm in 
the country for validation and incorpo­
ration of crop research and extension 
education programs.

A sign at the entrance to the com­
plex states: "This farm is dedicated to 
the producers of Dawson and area 
counties for the preservation of prof­
itable agriculture and safe environ­
ment."

AG-CARES is a cooperative effort 
of Lamesa Cotton Growers (LCG) - a
producer organization - and the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station and 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service - 
agencies of the Texas A&M University

System. Support also has been pro­
vided by Dawson County Commis­
sioners’ Court, Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation Service, Soil 
Conservation Service, USDA-Agri- 
cultural Research Service, Texas Tech 
University and private industry.

Dr. Zerle Carpenter, state director 
of the Extension Service, called the 
project a unique organization of con­
cerned and innovative farmers and the 
agencies. "This will provide an op­
portunity to bring technologically 
proven methods and apply them on a 
larger basis," he said.

"This project is being watched all 
over the country," said Dr. Robert 
Merrifield, deputy director of the Ex­
periment Station. "You’re out in front 
on major national issues of sustainable 
agriculture."

We’d like to use this as a show­
case to bring people from Washington 
and show them what agriculture is 
about," said Dr. John Abernathy, resi­
dent director of research for the ex­
periment station at Lubbock. He noted

that legislators and policy makers in 
the nation’s capital could use informa­
tion from AG-CARES to increase their 
understanding of farm production and 
management.

Kent Nix, president of Lamesa 
Cotton Growers, said his organization

"has always had a good relationship" 
with the Experiment Station and Ex­
tension Service, and the formal rela­
tionship of AG-CARES was an excit­
ing one for area producers. He urged 
the fanners to make use of the infor­
mation being developed.

During the tour of the research 
plots, the visitors’ attention was fo­
cused on tests of low energy precision 
application (LEPA) irrigation to more 
efficiently apply and conserve water; 
potentials and safety requirements for 
chemical application through LEPA; 
conservation tillage and rotational 
practices; dryland and irrigated cotton 
and grain sorghum variety and man­
agement; and alternate crops, such as 
sesame.

The growers’ association provided 
the land and a LEPA irrigation system. 
Lamesa Cotton Growers also provided 
farm equipment, utilities, seed, fertil­
izer and chemical costs. With county 
commissioners’ court, the growers 
provided financial support for a tech­
nician hired oy the Extension Service 
and stationed here.

The LEPA was installed and fitted 
by Experiment Station and Extension 
Service faculty. Those agencies devel­
oped the research plan and provide 
specialized equipment and technical 
expertise of research scientists and 
extension specialists.

All 4-H members and their fami­
lies are encouraged to attend. Year 
pins and awards for outstanding pro­
ject work will be presented.

Guest speaker will be Rudy Ritz, 
past district 4-h council member.

An election for directors to serve Zones 1 and 2 on the Yoakum Soil 
and Water Conservation District Board is scheduled for Monday, October 
1. The election will be held at 8:00 A.M. at Johnnie’s Restaurant in Plains, 
according to David Turnbough, Chairman.

Fred Squyres, Chairman of the State Soil and Water Conservation 
Board will be on hand to speak and to answer questions.

State law decrees that to be eligible to vote in the Yoakum Soil and Wa­
ter Conservation District election, a person must own agricultural land 
within the county and live in the county.

The legal qualifications state that a director must own land in the zone 
he or she represents, be at least 18 years old, and be actively engaged in 
farming or ranching. The law also states that a director must live within the 
county or district. The term of office for a Soil and Water Conservation 
District Director is four years.

Zone 1 of the District is the southeast one fourth of Yoakum County - 
bounded by the Brownfield/Plains Highway on the north and by the 
Plains/Denver City Highway on the west. An area six miles by six miles is 
excluded from the zone on the northwest corner.

Zone 2 of the District is the southwest one fourth of Yoakum County - 
bounded by the "Old Lovington Highway" on the north and the 
Plains/Denver City Highway on the east. An area six miles by six miles is 
excluded from the zone on the northeast corner.

Current members of the board of directors are David Turnbough, 
serving Zone 1; R.M. Jones, serving Zone 2; L J . Sanders, serving Zone 3; 
R.B. White, serving Zone 4; and Linda Grau Powell, serving Zone 5.

The purpose of the Yoakum SWCD is to promote sound soil and water 
conservation practices on all the lands within the district and to serve as a 
voice for farmers and ranchers in Austin and Washington on conservation 
matters.

The district board of directors coordinates the conservation efforts of 
various local, state, and federal organizations and agencies. The district has 
the authority to enter into working agreements with governmental agencies 
and private concerns in carrying out its purposes.
