The Cowgirls put on their best 

performance of the season last Satur­
day and defeated Round Top-Carmine 
15-8 15-11 in the Class A champi­
onship match of the 1990 UIL State 
Volleyball Tournament to capture their 
third consecutive state volleyball 
championship.

one by Rena. Jo Lena’s kill put the 
Cowgirls at 7-1.

The Cubs cut the margin to 7-5 
but missed their serve for side out. The 
Cowgirls then pulled away for a 11-5 
advantage on a Sandra Ramos kill and 
two service aces by Jo Lena. They led
14- 8 before Round Top rallied with 
three points. After a Cowgirl timeout, 
the Cowgirls regained serve on 
Green’s kill shot and won the match 
when a Round Top hit sailed into the 
net.

Championship match statistics in­
cluded Melissa Green, four kills, three 
digs; Michelle Lowe, three kills, three 
aces; Rena McElroy, nine kills, three 
blocks, five digs; Leslie Patton, five 
kills, one block, two aces, four digs; Jo 
Lena Powell, two kills, one block, two 
digs; and Sandra Ramos, one ace and 
five digs.

She cited examples of fat 
contents, stating one ounce of lean 
meat has three grams of fat, one ounce 
of fat meat, five grams; one ounce 
cheese such as Cheddar or American, 
eight grams; one teaspoon margarine, 
oil or salad dressing, five grams; one 
cup whole milk, eight grams; one cup

low-fat milk, five grams; one cup skim 
milk, trace; and breads, plain, one-half 
gram. Vegetables and fruits have no 
fat.

Saturated fats, she continued to 
explain, are found in animal origins in­
cluding meats, dairy products and oils 
such as coconut, palm and palm ker- 
nals. Hydrogenated "hardened" short­
ening and margarines also contain sat­
urated fats.

Polyunsaturated fats are found in 
sunflower, com, soybean, cotton seed 
and safflower oils.

Mono-unsaturated fats are found 
both in plant and animal origins and 
include olive, canola and peanut oils. 
These tend to decrease blood choles­
terol levels and may lower LDL 
cholesterol levels. Polyunsaturated fats 
also lower triglycerides.

Ms. Williams explained saturated 
fats have been shown to raise blood 
cholesterol levels.
