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Pesticide Collection Program 
Offers Assistance To Farmers

Farmers and ranchers on the South 
Plains will have a solution March 5 to 
their quandary of how to dispose of 
unusable and unwanted agricultural 
pesticides, and do so safely, legally 
and without penalty.

March 5 is the date for this area’s 
Waste Pesticide Collection Program, 
the last of four being conducted across 
the state in February and March, ex­
plained Yoakum County Extension 
Agent - AG, Terry J. Millican. The 
collection is being conducted by the 
Texas Water Commission, Texas De­
partment of Agriculture and Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.

"There will be no charge and no 
questions asked for pesticides and 
certain other chemicals turned in at the 
Farmers Cooperative Gin at 
O’Donnell," Millican said. The gin is 
on South Loop 76 half a mile east of 
U.S. Hwy. 87. Chemicals will be ac­
cepted from 8 a.m. until 3 p.m.

Clean, properly rinsed metal and 
plastic pesticide containers also will be 
accepted.

This collection is targeted for the 
counties of Crosby, Dawson, Gaines, 
Garza, Hockley, Lubbock, Lynn, 
Scurry and Terry.

Pesticides that will be accepted are 
insecticides, fungicides, rodenticides, 
nematicides, bactericides, growth reg­
ulators, harvest-aid chemicals, live­
stock pesticides and other miscella­
neous pesticides and herbicides.

Not acceptable are waste oils, sol­
vents, paints, explosive materials, pes­
ticides (herbicides) containing 2, 4, 5- 
T and Silvex, fertilizers or nutrient 
materials that are neither hazardous or 
conta'n pesticide mixtures.

"The goal of this program," the 
county extension agent said, "is to help 
private producers remove from the en­
vironment chemicals that they can’t 
use and which may pose a threat to 
residents and their water supplies in 
farming and ranching communities.

"All private applicators in these 
counties should take advantage of this 
opportunity to dispose of these un­
wanted chemicals at absolutely no ex­
pense."

New laws and regulations sharply 
limit the options many producers have 
for disposing of unwanted chemicals

and used containers, Dr. Zerle Car­
penter, director of the Extension Ser­
vice, said. "These collection days pro­
vide an opportunity for producers to 
catch up with these new requirements, 
plus get accurate information and ad­
vice on how to dispose of these mate­
rials in the future," he said.

Before taking chemicals to the 
collection site in O’Donnell, producers 
can obtain from the county extension 
office a list of safety measures for 
transporting and the type of informa­
tion about the materials which the col­
lection point will need, the county 
agent said.

Other collections are being held 
Feb. 24 at Edna; Feb. 27 at Elsa; and 
March 2 at Munday.

-Rules for the Road-
1. Inspect containers. If you sus­

pect that the container will tear or 
rupture when moved, do not attempt to 
move it. Notify collection site person­
nel for assistance.

2. When handling pesticides, wear 
the protective clothing and equipment - 
goggles, gloves, respirator - described 
on product labels.

3. Make sure all pesticides are se­
curely packaged. Transport only con­
tainers that are securely closed. Pac' 
containers that won’t close securely in­
side others that will.

4. Line the storage area of the 
transport vehicle with plastic sheeting

CONFERENCE
GUIDELINES

Naturally, all parents are inter­
ested in what their children do in 
school. The more parents can know 
about what goes on in the school life of 
their child, the better they can under­
stand the feelings, the successes, and 
the problems that might arise during 
the school year.

Teachers, as well, are interested in 
the students they teach. The more 
teachers can know about their students 
- what they are like at home, how they 
relate to peers outside the school envi­
ronment, what stressful situations they 
might have in their lives - the better a 
teacher can understand the behaviors 
and attitudes of their students.

Parents are encouraged to visit 
school and talk with teachers about 
their children. Because teachers are in­
volved with an entire classroom of stu­
dents, there are a few simple guide­
lines that might be of help in schedul­
ing a conference time.

1. Begin to build a cooperative 
relationship with the teacher from the 
beginning of the school year.

2. Call the school office to set an 
appointment time that accommodates 
both you and the teacher’s schedule. 
Please be understanding if the teacher 
is in class at the time you visit and do 
not expect to conference when children 
are in the room.

3. Schedule plenty of time for the 
conference.

4. Consider the purpose for the 
conference and decide whether the 
child should be present during the con­
ference.

5. Be a participant as well as an 
active listener.

6. If the teacher shares concerns 
about the student’s behavior, follow 
through. Be aware that you may natu­
rally want to defend your child’s be­
havior. Allow the teacher to give sug­
gestions and give insights on the situa­
tion.

7. Take the initiative to bring up 
concerns you have that the teacher may 
not be aware of or may not be as con­
cerned about as you are.

8. Please don’t hesitate to share 
with the teacher positive notes or re­
marks that you have about your child’s 
progress.

9. If you have numerous concerns, 
select one or two that are of utmost im­

portance to you and discuss these only.
10. If a plan of action has been 

worked out with the teacher during the 
conference, review the plan and set a 
definite date for the next conference or 
communication between you and the 
teacher before leaving.

Children are our "business". It is 
our privilege to care for and nurture 
them, filling their days with learning, 
excitement and fun. Your understand­
ing, cooperation, and involvement as a 
parent will help your children reach 
greater heights of success.

8. All containers should be kept 
dry during transport. If it rains, cover 
loads in such open vehicles as pickup 
trucks.

9. Be careful to keep fumes from 
pesticide wastes from entering vehicle.

10. Make two copies of a list of 
the pesticides that you are transporting. 
List the pesticide name, number of 
containers and hazard class (when 
known). Include the emergency phone 
numbers for fire and police assistance. 
In case of an accident, leave one copy 
of the list on the driver’s seat and take 
the second with you to phone for help. 
The list on the seat will inform emer­
gency units that may arrive while you 
are away.

11. Drive directly to the pesticide 
collection program site after you load 
your vehicle.

12. At the collection site, proceed 
where directed. If you observe spillage 
from your vehicle while waiting, get 
out of your vehicle and move upwind 
to the designated "safe zone”.

13. DRIVE CAREFULLY. You 
are responsible for any spillage, dam­
age, cleanup and restoration that might 
occur while you are transporting the 
wastes, whether the accident is your 
fault or others. The state and its con­
tractor are not responsible for any 
spillage that occurs before the waste is 
accepted at the collection site.
