Spring dead spot in grass
often blamed on grub worms

Examination of lawns reflect that
many of the problems that are attrib-
uted to grub damage are actually of
other concemns....one of which is Spring
Dead Spot (SDS).

The first turfgrass disease making
an appearance is SDS. It is considered
the most damaging disease of bermu-
dagrass in North America. SDS is caused
by the fungi Letosphaeria horrae and
Leptosphaeria narmari. It occurs mainly
in the northern limits of the bermu-
dagrass range, where it is cold enough
for the turf to go dormant.

SDS appears as roughly circular,
bleached, dead spots during spring
“‘green up.’’ These spots range in size
from two inches to three feet in diame-
ter. Spots may remain for a year or
more, but most often the turf grows
over the spots by August. Insome cases,
weeds invade this area without compe-
tition from the grass. Sometimes the
spots develop into rings, which may
reappear and enlarge each year.

SDS is common in ‘‘Tif”’ and
Texturf 10 bermudagrass lawns although

it also occurs in common bermudagrass.
It is often associated with compacted
soil, close mowing, late fall nitrogen
fertilization and heavy fall watering.
High fertility and water in late fall de-
lay dormancy and sets up the turf for
damage with the first fall freeze. It has
been noted that very cold winters, in
general, are association with sever SDA.

Controls for SDA include aerify-
ing the soil to reduce compaction,
maintaining balanced fertility, avoid-
ing late season nitrogen applications,
having well drained soil and applying
the fungicide Rubigan in the fall.

Apply a single application of Ru-
bigan at four ounces per 1000 square
feet in September. If you wait until
October or November, make one appli-
cation at the higher rate of six ounces
per 1000 square feet. After applying,
irrigate with one half to one inch of
water.

Fungicide application is done in
the fall ONLY. When you see symp-
toms in the spring, fungicide applica-
tions will not be effective.

Grappling with Grubs

(NAPS)—White grubs prefer to
keep a low profile. So low, in fact,
that you may never see one.
