Field.

It is the Ordnance ;Section,: a
highly skilled organization which
is ‘a part of the Army Air Forces
and dlractly under General Sup-
ply. Recently it became part of the

nounced by General H. H. Arnold.
. Because “live” ammunition and
100-1b.; practice ‘bombs are stored
in those little red buildings, it has

long been a rigid policy of the Ar-.

my to place such depots far from
other military buildings and per-
sonnel. That factor alone explains
the posmon of these buildings.

Under the training program for
combat crews ‘at this field, bom-

bardiers must be actually trained.

in their important job of bombing
the enemy. To make his work as
realistic as possible, 100-lb. prac-
tice bombs with detonators .are

dropped hy B-29s on the Pyote

bombing ranges.

Filled with a five-pound black
spoiting charge of powder, the
bombs . are hand . filled  with
ninety-five ‘pounds of screened
sand.
