Trained Police Dog 

Given T o  W inters 

Police Department

In line with a practice in police 
departments which is becoming 
more and more popular through­
out the country, a 3-year-old Ger­
man Shepherd by the name of 
Geronimo”  has been added to 

Winters Police Department.
The dog now is in training, and 

will be turned o«^r to the Winters 
law enforcement officers within a 
few weeks, Joe Stevens, police 
chief said this week.

Geronimo was given to Stevens 
by Sgt. C. H. Carrol, dog trainer 
supervisor for the Army’s Nike ba­
ses «vhi<^ ring Abilene. He has 
had considerable training, but will 
undergo intensive training before 
being turned over to the Winters 
department.

Stevens said the dog «vould be 
trained to work with all members 
of the police force in Winters, and 
will be especially helpful in work­
ing on burglary cases and for 
trailing window peepers.

The dog, «vhen returned to Win­
ters, will be trained to «vork only 
on command of members of the 
department, Stevens said. He em­
phasized that the dog would be 
perfectly safe, unless molested. 
Stevens said that the dog will work 
on a leash, and will not attack un­
less o rder^  to do so. On burglary 
cases, he said, the dog will be 
tra in^  to get the scent or the 
burglar, and later will be used 
to identify suspects. I f  the dog 
should comer someone breaking 
into a home or store, Stevens said, 
he «vill only stand and guard, un­
less the person tries to run or get 
away.

Stevens said that the addition 
of the dog to the police department 
here means better police protec­
tion for the people of Winters. In 
cities where dogs are being used, 
police personnel are eager to 
point out the value of having dogs.

Work Plan For Valley Creek Watershed 
Has Been About 98 Percent Completed

The work plan for the Valley 
Creek Watershed project is 98 
percent completed, Hugo Vogel­
sang. chairman of the Valley 
Creek Water Control District, an­
nounced recently.

Last week, at a called meeting 
of the directors of the district, 
along with local sponsoring organ­
izations and Soil Conservation Ser­
vice personnel, a rough draft of 
the work plan was checked. This 
plan shows that the complete wa­
tershed protection and flood pre­
vention program «vill cost $2,733, 
142 when installed.

Vogelsang said that this plan re­
presents one of the most exhaus­
tive and detailed plans for a wa­
tershed in this part of the State, 
and that it represents three years 
of hard work by the Valley Creek 
Steering Committee ui«der the 
leadership of B ill'  Harman, the 
Runnels Soil Conservation District 
board of supervisors, the Com­
missioners Courts of Runnels, Tay­
lor and Nolan Counties, the Di­
rectors of the VCWCD and others.

The work plan was developed 
with the technical assistance of 
SCS technicians under a trust 
fund agreement with the VCWCD 
whereby the people paid the en­
tire cost of $41,000 for this assis­
tance. The VCWCD directors «vill 
assume the responsibility of ob­
taining easements and rights-of- 
way, operation and maintenance.

and administering the contracts 
for the 20 floodwater retarding 
structures called for in their plan, 
it was explained. Three of these 
dams will be located in the Run­
nels County portion of the water­
shed. eleven in Taylor County, 
and six in Nolan County.

The application of conservation 
practices in the watershed will be­
come the responsibility of the Run­
nels, Upper Clear Ford and Mid­
dle Clear Ford Soil Conservation 
Districts, the Agricultural Conser­
vation Program Service, the Ex­
tension Service and the SCS in 
each of the three counties.

Vogelsang gave an example of 
two of the 20 structures so people 
would have an idea of their size. 
He said site number one on the 
McNay Ranch, which is in Nolan 
County on Fish Creek, will have 
about 276,000 cubic yards of fill

for a ten year average ranges be­
tween $250 and $300 per student 
per year including capital outlay 
and bonded indebtedness,”  said 
Nevins. “ In actual hours of at­
tendance during twelve years in 
the Winters school, a student 
spends 14,175 hours at an average 
cost of approximately 33 cents per 
hour. This is considerably below 
rates fix' baby sitters.”

“ Why educate our y«)uth?”  Ne­
vins asked. “ The philosophy of the 
Winters school includes two rea­
sons, among others, as fcrilows: 
(1) Self preservation of our na­
tion, and (2) the indiiddual’s a- 
bility to meet the daily competi­
tions in life. Our problem in Win­
ters at this time is, should the 
Winters school continue to im­
prove facilities and education, or 
hold the line as nearly as possible 
or pay less and have less effec­
tive schools,”  he added.

It is a well-kno«vn fact that we 
and other Americans spend more 
for vacations, motor boats and in­
toxicants than for education, Ne­
vins pointed out.

“ To continue offering first class 
education the Winters schools 
would not ooiy need to maintain 
our present position but aiso try 
and secure additicmal teaching 
supplies, library supplies, build­
ing renovations, language labora­
tories, stadium and track addi­
tions, playground fences, furni­
ture replacement and other for­
ward moving plans for the educa­
tional offerings to all students,”  
Nevins continued.

“ The total school budget for 
1961-62 is $465,367.64. Fifty-seven 
percent of this income, of $256,231, 
comes from the state; the oil tax 
money or 27 percent of this bud­
get income is $122,699.48. The lo­
cal tax receipts are $74,040.84, or 
16 percent of the total income. 
The total amounts to only $452,971, 
which is $12.396.62 short of the 
budget needs,”  the superintendent 
explained.

Nevins went on to say, “ At the 
present. Winters has a lower 
school tax rate and a lower pro­
perty evaluation than the adjoin­
ing school districts. The present 
district tax structure is based on 
1950 values at 40 1-4 percent with 
a tax rate of $1.50 per $100. The 
taxpayers of the Winters School 
District have a choice of main­
taining the school as it now ex­
ists; or the school board increas­
ing the valuation (which they are 
empowered to do legally); or re­
appraising property by an apprai­
sal firm; or the patrons voting to 
pass Senate Bill 116, which would 
leave values the same and per­
mit an increase in tax rate. In 
order for this election to be called, 
a petition must be signed by 25 
qualified taxpayers, asking the 
school board to call an election 
for this purpose. By using Senate 
Bill 116, the school board «vould 
have a true picture of the com­
munity voters’ desires concerning 
a tax increase and the tax rate 
would be limited to a maximum 
of $2.00 per $100 but «vould pro­
bably be set between $1.60 and 
$1.80 per $100.”

Labor Departm ent 
Wants To T r a in '' 
Ranch W oiters
By Coasrcssuua O. C. FI

The Braccro program under 
which Mexican agricultural woiS- 
ers are contracted to work on 
farms and ranches, in those areas 
where there is a shortage of do­
mestic workers, seems to be doom­
ed. Tbe present Labor Deparunent 
which administers tbe program, 
has shown special bostili^ to this 
method of obuining needed farm 
workers.

In recent weeks I have received 
scores of letters from constituents* 
who complain that they simply 
caiuiot hire a local worker to do 
ranch or farm work and are unable 
to obtain Mexican workers due to 
tbe Labor Department's policies.

That Department has now de­
creed that no agricultural woilier 
can be contracted for kmger than 
IM days out of the year. And Se­
cretary Goldberg has ruled that 
since no part of ranch work is 
“ seasonal", and since ranch work­
ers require special skills, they do 
not meet tbe Departmeat’a stan­
dards and are ineligible as a ge­
neral rule.

In a recent letter to me Gold­
berg suggested that tbe federal 
government might open aorae 
schools in the southwest to train 
local unemployed bow to do randi 
work, and thereby in one fell 
swoop solve the labor shortages 
that have plagued the ranchers for 
years!

In reply I suggested he p id i op 
the telephone and check with the 
employment offices and the coun­
ty agents and ftnd out bow many 
unemployed there are in ray dia- 
trkt who are able and willing to 
go out and do ranch work.

I told him the schooling idea 
would be a foolish waste of rooney, 
that the only way to learn ranch 
work is to work on a ranch.

A number of us who. represent 
labor-shortage areas, have confer­
red with Labor Department offi­
cials, and have tried to convince 
them with facts and ngures that 
there is a shortage, that hiring 
braceros in those shortage areas 
could not adversely affect domes­
tic workers.

Proposed Reytsion 
For U .S . Standards 
For Grain Sorghum

Because of the change in cha­
racter of the grain sorghum crop 
due to the adoption of new varie­
ties, the U. S. Department of A- 
gricuiture has announced a pro­
posal to revise the Official Grain 
Standards of the United States for 
grain sorghum.

The proposed changes include 
the elimination of the class Red 
Grain Sorghums and all the sub­
classes in the classes of Yellow 
Grain and White Grain Sorghums. 
Since the new varieties and hy­
brids are heavier than the old

ones, it is proposed that the test 
weight per bushel be raised from 
55 to 58 pounds for No. 1, from
53 to 56 for No. 2, from 51 to
54 for No. 3 and from 49 to 51 
for No. 4.

Also, in order to provide for 
better keeping quality, a proposal 
has been made to lower moisture 
content from 14 to 13 percent for 
No. 1, from 15 to 14 for No. 2 and 
from 16 to 15 for No. 3. It is also 
proposed to eliminate dockage and 
sulMtitute a factor for fine for­
eign material in the grade table. 
Alternative proposals provide for 
dockage as now applied and a spe­
cial grade "Tough”  instead of 
moisture as a grading factor.

Informal public hearings to con­
sider these proposals have been 
scheduled for Lubbock on January 
29 at 1:30 p.m. in the MacKenzie

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Special Session Ends. Legislators 
Head Home To Patch Political Fences

A hectic final night ended the 
special session of the Texas Le­
gislature. Two major problems— 
loan regulation and appropriations 
—were left unfinished.

Senate killed the loan regula­
tory bill by a two-vote margin, 
after the House had approved it 
by 18 votes. It was described by 
experts as the strongest loan re­
gulatory law in the nation.

Death came to the appropria­
tions bill in the House. It would 
have provided money to advertise 
for tourists, repair San Jacinto 
Monument, repair damages done to 
state properties by Hurricane Car­
la and by fires, pay Senate em­
ployees, and finance a number of 
other items.

Gov. Price Daniel called it a 
very productive session, neverthe­
less.

He said it had settled two long­
standing issues—bank escheat re­
porting and farm-to-market road 
policy.

Daniel was disappointed about 
the failure of the loan legislation, 
tourist advertising, and San Ja­
cinto Monument repairs. But he 
said he would not call this Legis­
lature back into session in the 
foreseeable future.

Lawmakers headed for home to 
file for re-election and begin their 
campaigns for the same or other 
offices.

This session set some sort of a 
record for fast action on bills to 
solve local problems. These ran­
ged from closing the season on 
alligators in Orange County, to a 
score of bills creating new water 
districts (to undertake drainage, 
hurricane protection or water sup­
ply projects).

Daniel was pleased at the bill 
changing the name of the State 
Board of Water Engineers to the 
Texas Water Commission, and re­
working it into an image of the 
State Highway Commission. The 
chief engineer takes over full ad­
ministrative control, leaving poli­
cy matters in the hands of the 
three-member commission.

Governor Daniel studied a flood 
of mail, telegrams and phone calls 
which he had elicited, and decid 
ed that there was a definite pub­
lic demand for him to try to be­
come Texas’ first four-term gov 
ernor.
