only effective means of fighting
the eagle menace is by the use
of aircraft. The Task Force
spent some 10 weeks in the
field, holding public hearings,
observing and investigating the
problem. It confirms the ser-
iousness of the eagle depreda-
tions on livestock, was factual,
fair and impartial,

After Secretary Udall receiv-
ed the report he proceeded to
appoint another Task Force,
composed of College Professors,
which he labelled an ‘‘Advisory”’
Commission, to make another
similar investigation of preda-
tors. A report of the Professors
is expected momentarily, and
can be expected to disagree
with the findings of the first
Task Force. To us it has the
earmarks of a loaded commit-
tee, since some of the members
of it are known by their prior
statements to be opposed to the
findings of the first Task Force.

The second Task Force in-
cludes no one from the live-
stock industry; no public hear-
ings have been held by it, and
its findings must be based large-
ly upon hearsay and theory.

As a result of a committee
hearing last week, during which
Dan Auld of Kerrville appeared
and gave very convincing evi-
dence concerning the serious-
ness of the problem, it is hoped
the Secretary will change his
attitude regarding the use of

aircraft, We are continuing to
urge that be done.

What About Russia?

| When Khrushchev saw what
| was taking place in Cuba he
| sent one of his top men to visit
| Castro. This official representa-
tive of Russia spent two or three
| months with Castro and finally
| convinced him that he had gone
so far it was necessary to adopt
a purely Communistic Govern-
ment, similar to what existed in
Russia. Here again, President
Kennedy had an opportunity to
argue with Castro. Meanwhile,
Khrushchev saw his opportunity
and shipped technicians, sol-
diers, and missiles into Cuba.
This was really the time that
our worst troubles began.
Russia’s move was criticized
| so violently by the press of the
;I'niu‘d States and by members
of both political parties that
Russia agreed to withdraw all
missiles which could reach our
large cities. Whether this has
| yet been done completely, no
| one actually knows. We are de-
| pendent in large part on what
| travelers tell us, as our aerial
photographers sometimes get
shot down. Hence, we do not
?knnw whether all long-range
| Russian missiles have
| withdrawn, or not.

: What About Blockades?
| United States and were success-
[ful for a short time only. Soon
| Canada, England, and other
| countries decided it was to their
advantage to sell goods to Cas-
tro and deliver them in their
own ships—which, under inter-
national law, our ships could
not hold up in a blockade when
no war had been declared.

Covered Wells trading post and
did his best to look like Buffalo
Bill. He had never been in the
army but called himself
“Colonel,” and had been in
prison for selling ‘“‘Blue Sky,”
(selling mines that did not
exist). The Indians called him
Sea-Watta-Curley, meaning the
0ld Billy Goat.

Other colorful people are Jos-
hua Tracy, a prospector who
sunk fortunes in the ground and
died a pauper. He was respon-
sible for Goldie and Marion
being on the desert. There is
also Antone Juan, the tall and
handsome Indian Chief, with
whom Goldie falls in love.

Described in the book are pil-
grimages and legends of the
Papagos, tales of harvest time,
the Papago year, the state fair
and the peddling route that Jim
Richmond took and on which he
had so much trouble.

The author herself is a woman
of no little accomplishment.
Always interested in civic af-
fairs, she has been president of
the Parent - Teachers Associ-
ation in Winters, and of the
Diversity Club. She has held,
among other positions, the of-
fice of Superintendent of the
Intermediate Department of the
First Baptist Church for many
years.

Mrs. Poe has long been on
the “String’’ as a feature writer
for the Abilene Reporter-News,
and few weeks go by when there
is not at least one article under
her by-line in that daily news-
paper. She also writes many
articles for The Enterprise.

Mrs. Poe is of ‘“‘early day”
stock, her parents being some
of the first settlers in this area.
