Most everyone has some kind
of remedy for reducing auto-
mobile accidents, control traf-|
fic, and for sell-preservation on
the highway.

,Cotton Insect

Count Approaches
Spraying Need

A tremendous buildup of boll-

worm eggs in cotton reported
last week indicated that any-
thing could happen, according
to this week's cotton insect sit-
uation report from the County
Agent's office. However, bene-
ficial insects and weather con-
ditions gave some help il
though some fields are report-
edly fairly heavy infected,
enough to warrant spraying
The County Agent reported
this week that the egg buildup

this week is not nearly as heavy
as last week. But actual worms
are getting fairlv numerous
with most fields bordering on
the 5 percent mark, the report
said. “According to the book,
this is enough to warrant spray-
ing.”” said the report. However,
unless we get general rains, or
prospective price of cotton and
the lack of a real effective in-
secticide control would ‘‘force
this office to sit back and
watch,” it was pointed out

It was further stated in the
report that ‘“‘if at all possible,
we need to make this crop with-
out an insect control program.”
It was also stated that if the
actual worm count continues to
~limb, a program of spraving or
dusting may be necessary.

Weevils are beginning to
make an appearance, but with
the exception of one field, the

count is still rather low, accord-
ing to the weekly report,

submitted to the voters of
each county so that they may
vote for a two or more county
Authority or a single county
Authority; provide for the ap-
pointment by the Board of
Directors of an Assessor and
Collector of Taxes in the Au-

thority, whether constituted
of one or more counties,
whose duty it shall be to

assess all taxable property,
both real and personal, and
collect the taxes thereon,
based upon the tax rolls ap-
proved by the Board of Di-
rectors, the tax to be levied
not to .exceed Seventy-Five
Cents (75¢) per One Hundred
Dollars ($100) assessed valu-
ation of the property, provid-
ed, however, that the property
of state regulated common
carriers required by law to
pay a tax upon intangible as-
sets shall not be subject to
taxation by the Authority,
said taxable property shall be
assessed on a valuation not to
exceed the market value and
shall be equal and uniform
throughout the Authority as
is otherwise provided by the
Constitution; the Legislature
shall authorize the purchase
or acquisition by the Author-
ity of any existing airport fa-
cility publicly owned and fi-
nanced and served by certi-
ficated airlines, in fee or of
any interest therein, or to
enter into any lease agree-
ment therefor, wupon such
terms and conditions as may
be mutually agreeable to the
Authority and the owner of
such facilities, or authorize
the acquisition same
through the exercise of the
power of eminent domain, and
in the event of such acquisi-
tion, if there are any general
obligation bonds that the own-
er of the publicly owned air-
port facility has outstanding,
the rfame shall be fully as-
sumed by the Authority and
sufficient taxes levied by the
Authority to discharge said
outstanding . indebtedness; and
likewise any city or owner
that has outstanding revenue
bonds where the revenues of
the airport have been pledged
or said bonds constitute a lien
against the airport facilities,
the Authority shall assume and
discharge all the obligations of
the city under the ordinances
and bond indentures under
which said revenue bonds have
been issued and sold. Any city

which owns airport facilities
not serving certificated airlines
which are mot pu or

acquired or taken over as
herein provided by such Au-
thority, shall have the power

hazards and obstructions
which would interfere with
the use of the airport and its
facilities for landing and take-
off; an additional county or
counties may be added to an
existing Authority if a peti-
tion of five per cent (57¢) of
the qualified taxpaying voters
is filed with and an election
is called by the Commission-
ers Court of the county or
counties sceking admission to
an Authority and the vote is
favorable, then admission may
be granted to such county or
counties by the Board of Di-
rectors of the then existing
Authority upon such terms
and conditions as they may
agree upon and evidenced by
a resolution approved by two-
thirds (2/3rds) of the then
existing Board of Directors,
provided, however, the county
or counties that may be so
added to the then existing
Authority shall be given rep-
resentation on the Board of
Directors by adding additional
directors in proportion to
their population according to
the last preceding Federal
Census.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con-
stitutional Amendment shall
be submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in November,
1966, at which election all
ballots shall have printed
thereon the following:

District Judge J. H. Starley |
of Pecos entered the judgment,
ending the trial of controversy
last week at Edinburg.

The Geographic location also
plays an important part in the
economic growth potential. If a
| region has abundant natural re-
| sources and is marching for-
ward by making maximum use
| of its advantages, such get-up-|
and-go will almost automatical-
ly bring growth to many of its

small towns too. Of course,
| small towns within 20 to 30
miles of larger cities usually

have better prospects for grow-
| th than do places more off the
| beaten track. This is true large-
| ly because even small industries
| need to locate where they will
be assured of the required la-
bor, good transportation, and
nearness to suppliers of raw
materials and other necessary
equipment.
