The longer than usual, colder 
than usual, and wetter than 
usual winter we’ve experienced, 
and the on-again, off-again wea­
ther we’ve been experiencing of 
late, have not been conducive 
to spring-like thinking and 
doing.

Field Examination Slated For Elm 
And Coyote Creeks 3rd Week in April

A FEW  PERTINENT FACTS ABOUT  
BANQUET SPEAKER

An old saying in Lubbock is 
that if you stay long enough to 
wear out a pair of shoes, you 
will never leave.

No better example of this 
saying is Berl Huffman, for the 
past six years freshman football 
coach, head baseball coach and 
spinner of stories that keep 
audiences laughing continually. 
The affable couch has spent 
some 16 years in Lubbock, at 
Lubbock High School and Texas 
Tech.

Huffman finally left the Hub 
City to coach at the University 
of New Mexico, served as Albu­
querque’s Chamber of Com­
merce manager, directed the 
State Economic Development 
Commission, and left that post 
to direct the Alamogordo Indus­
trial Development Corp.

The love of coaching was too 
deeply embossed on his flesh 
and when Coach J. T. King 
beckoned to him, he responded. 
King was looking for a mature 
coach, one who could direct the 
freshmen and indoctrinate them 
in what the varsity expected. 
He also wanted n man who 
could be a ’ ’ father”  ’ ’confessor” 
to them, helping them over the

STUDENT—Fred E. Minzen- 
mayer, son of Mr. and Mrs. F. 
O. Minzenmayer of Winters,

Minzenmayer is a sophomore 
majoring in agronomy.

Many Vehicles 
Still Remain 
To Be Inspected

Patrolman John Marion has 
reported that more than 27,000 
vehicles still remain to be in­
spected in his area for the of­
ficial 1968 inspection sticker be­
fore the April 15 deadline.

Patrolman Marion’s area in­
cludes Sterling, Coke, Coleman, 
Runnels and Tom Green coun­
ties. This area has 42,030 regist­
ered vehicles and only slightly 
more than 35 percent have been 
inspected.

Marion reminded all vehicle 
owners that under new provi­
sions of the inspection law, the 
inspection will include front 
seat belts in cars where the 
anchorages are port of the 
manufacturer’s original equip­
ment. Also under the new pro­
vision the steering, wheels and 
rims will be inspected.

Those motorists who wait un­
til the last weeks of the inspec­
tion period to have their cars 
inspected may find that they 
will need to install seat belts, 
and with the lust minute rush, 
the supply of available seat belt 
kits may not take care of the 
demand. Dealers will have no 
way of knowing how many sets 
to have on hand, so to be on the 
safe side all owners are urged 
to have the work done as soon 
as possible.

Motor Vehicle Inspection Pa­
trolmen urge motorists to have 
their vehicles inspected early in 
order to avoid the long lines 
which will develop as the in­
spection deadline of April 15 
draws near.

A person may have his 
vehicle inspected at any of the 
5,336 inspection stations in Tex­
as. Each authorized station dis­
plays a standard sign identify­
ing the establishment as one 
approved by the State for con­
ducting inspections.

The cost of the inspection this 
year is $1.75. Any repairs or ad­
justments needed on the vehicle 
will be extra.

Coach King was rot unaware 
of Hutlman s ability as a puulic 
speaker, but it's doubtful that 
even he realized when he hired 
Huffman that his investment 
was going to pay such rich divi­
dends. Huffman still coaches 
ihe freshman footballers; he 
still coaches the baseball team; 
but most of his spare time is 
spent on the banquet trail.

The veteran coach has a re­
servoir of jukes as deep as Mil- 
ton Berle and a homespun philo­
sophy of coaching and boys that 
comes only from his own vast 
experience. He is as much at 
home in a men’s stag party as 
he is a church social. When he 
tells a group about sports, the 
audience knows that he doesn’t 
have to make up any stories.

The veteran coach has grown 
a little heavier than when he 
started his coaching career at 
White Deer in 1928. That assign­
ment followed letters in three 
sports at Trinity University, 
where he martriculated from 
his home in Grapevine.

Huffman coached at Lubbock 
High from 1931 until 1935, when 
he joined the Texas Tech coach­
ing staff. His duties were fresh­
man football coach, varsity 
basketball coach, and track 
coach. He interrupted his coach­
ing duties for four year of duty 
in the Air Force and then re­
turned to Red Raiderland. He 
left Lubbock in 1947 to coach 
New .Mexico's Lobos, a post he 
held until 1952.

Then came the divorce from 
coaching. He threw himself en­
thusiastically into the work and 
made thousands of new friends. 
But when the chance to coach 
again was offered, he knew 

■ what the answer would be. He 
responded as eagerly as a 

i drowning man will when offered 
, a straw.
' The new ’ ’marriage”  has 
worked so well that Huffman 
still is on a honeymoon. He’s 
one of the hardest workers on 
the entire coaching staff. He 
comes in early, leaves late, and 
he’s never too busy to talk with 
an old friend or a young athlete 
asking for advice. To many. 
Berl Huffman is the greatest 
living example of the Texas 
Tech spirit that has made the 
big West Texas college the envy 
of many an older, more sophis­
ticated campus.

Following an undefeated sea­
son, Huffman’s freshmen last 
fall were named unofficial 
champions of the Southwest 
Conference.

Jake Presley, chairman of the 
Runnels Soil and Water Con­
servation District, has reported 
that the first field examination 
of Elm and Coyote Creek 
Watersheds will be held during 
the third week in April.

This date has been set by the 
Texas State Soil Conservation 
Boaid and the Soil Conservation 
Service, and representatives of 
these two will be here to con­
duct the examinations, Presley 
said.

Ronald Rugh of the local Soil 
Conservation Service said this 
field examination is to be made 
to determine if these two water­
shed projects will be practical 
and economically feasible under 
the Small Watershed Protection 
and Flood Prevention Program 
(PL-566). Applications for as­
sistance under this program 
were submitted to the Soil Con­
servation Service and State 
Board in April of 1967, and leg­
islation was enacted by the last 
session of the Legislature creat­
ing the Elm Creek Water Con­
trol District and appointing a 
board of directors for the dis­
trict. This district will supervise 
any watershed work under PL- 
566.

Sponsors of the applications 
for assistance under the pro­
gram were the Runnels and 
Middle Clear Fork Soil and Wa­
ter Conservation Districts, — 
Commissioners Courts of Run­
nels and Taylor Counties, Cities 
of Winters and Ballinger, Run­
nels County Water Authority 
and the Valley Creek Water 
Control District. Endorsers of 
the applications wore the Cham­
bers of Commerce of Winters 
and Ballinger, the Lions Clubs 
of Winters and Ballinger, Run­
nels Countv Farm Bureau and

the Ballinger Rotary Club.
Rugh said the field examina­

tion team is a fact fmding group 
which will turn over their find­
ings to their respective board 
and agency who in turn will de­
termine if the projects will be 
eligible under PL-566. Then the 
State Board will notify the spon­
sors if the projects are approv­
ed.

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Rising Medical And Hospital 
Costs

Babson Park. Mass. In 1%5. 
the total health bill for all 
Americans was triple that for 
19.50 and rose from 4 1-2 per 
Cent to 6 per cent ot Gross Na­
tional Produit. S.nce then, med­
ical costs have continued to 
climb at a pace which is caus­
ing growing concern nation­
wide.

Soaring Demand For Services
Of cour-a . it mu-t be realised 

that a sizable p.irt of the in­
crease in ti'tal dollar cost of 
medical care arises from the 
fact that we h.i\e many more 
millions of people to care for 
than was the case in 1950. In 
that year, our population was 
150 million. By 1%5 this had 
jumped to 190 million .And we 
hate now passed the 200-million 
mark

Such a huge increment has in 
itself been sufficient to tax our 
medical facilities even though 
we have bt en expanding 
these at a consistently fast 
p.ice But during the period un- 
ci> r r> view we have also enioy- 
ed unprecedon’ -.d economic 
growth featured by high em­
ployment. clim.bing wages, and 
greatly expanded tot.al personal 
income. This prosperity has 
m.ide I t  possible for ever larger 
numbers of our pc pie to attend 
t their medical r.' • ds than ever 
before.

Medicare And Medicaid

While hospitals .md diK'tors 
were still striving to adjust to— 
and keep abreast of—the in­
creasing flow of patients, they 
were challenged by Medicaid— 
the state-administered federal- 
aid program which pays the 
medical costs of the medically 
indigent. W h i l e  Medicare's 
benefits are restricted to the 
aged. Medicaid's can be ob­
tained by people of any age who 
can qualify as "medically indi­
gent.”  In Medicaid s first year 
of operation, federal payments 
to New York State alone under 
the progr.im wore higher than 
the total dollar amount budget­
ed for .Medicaid in the entire 
country.

Hospital Costs \
.As controversy over the rapid 

and continuing rise in medical 
expenses threatens to boil over, 
hospitals — which account for 
the lion's share of the rise—are 
the target of harsh criticism. 
During the past several years— 
and especially during the past 
three—hospital costs have liter­
ally skyrocketed, and it is esti­
mated that in the decade end­
ing 1975 they will at le.ist double 
while the over-all consumer 
price index may move up only 
20 per cent.

Many factors are contribut­
ing to higher hospital costs. For 
one thing, nurses and other 
employes now command con- 
considerably higher salaries 

I and wages represent about two- 
fifths of total costs, but in hos­
pital operation these items rep­
resent a whopping two-thirds 
Another cost factor o\er which 
hospitals have only incomplete 
and gen'-rally inad* quate con­
trol is the recompense for their 
care of the poor. . for in most 
instances this is dictated by 
state agencies Yet it is obvious 
that cost efficiency must re­
ceive a far higher priority in 
hospitals if socialized medicine 
is to be avoided.

Doctors’ Fees
So far. physicians' fees have 

not risen as fast as hospital

A federal court lawsuit filed
with little fanfare may have far- 
reaching consequences for the 
state's welfare system and fi­
nances.

Suit challenges the one-year 
state residency requirement for 
eligibility to receive aid to 
needy families with dependent 
children. Actually, the issue 
goes considerably farther than 
a single class of assistance. 
Texas attaches this residence 
requirement to all major types 
of welfare eligibility.

Welfare outlays in the state 
last year totalled $257.900.000 of 
which $65.600,000 was state 
money.

.Attorneys for Mrs. Angelina 
B. Alvarez of San Antonio, 
mother of six children, entered 
the federal court suit to require 
the State Department of Public 
Welfare to grant her .AFDC 
assistance, although she ad­
mittedly has not lived in the 
state a year. Suit claims the 
residence restriction is uncon­
stitutional. since 76 per cent of 
.AFDC funds are provided by 
federal government.

Atty. Gen Crawford C. Mar­
tin. in an answering brief, vig­
orously defends the state con­
stitutional and statutory provi­
sions requiring a year's resi­
dency for welfare beneficiaries. 
Lack of such restrictions, con­
tends Martin, would create a 
"nomad”  class of state-to-state 
wanderers.

Legislatures of 40 states and 
Congress recognize a residency 
requirement as a condition of 
eligibility. Martin argues. Suit, 
he maintains, would compel 
withdrawal of money from the 
state treasury without a pre­
existing law.

A Pennsylvania federal dis­
trict court has upheld a similar 
restriction as the one applied in 
Texas, but a Connecticut court 
threw out that state's limitation 
as unconstitutional restriction 
on free travel. Latter suit now 
has gone to the U. S. Supreme 
Court for review.

Texas case soon will be heard 
by a three-judge court.

On Febiuary 21, a Sub-Group 
of the Committee on Armed 
Services of the House of Rep­
resentatives released for publi­
city a part of a Report compiled 
on our National Defense Pos­
ture.

The study lasted six months 
and involved In-Depth views of j 
United States commitments, 
manpower, assets and planning, 
with emphasis on Vietnam.

For some reason, probably 
because of its warlike attitude, 
the Eastern press did not give 
It very much publicity. Because 
of its sensitive nature, its entire 
detail was not publicly revealed. 
In general, however, the follow­
ing points are important for 
public knowledge:

"1. At present, the U. S. has 
no timetable for winning the 
war in Vietnam.

•'2. The enemy cannot be de­
feated within any acceptable 
time frame so long as we con­
tinue to fight a primarily de­
fensive war. Our slow rate of 
military progress has encour­
aged North Vietnam to reject 
our efforts to bring about peace 
negotiations.

“ 3. Only if our military is 
permitted to make maximum 
use of our assets can the war in 
Vietnam be brought to a speedy 
and successful conclusion.

“ 4. The theory of gradual es­
calation in the use of power 
violates accepted and proven 
military concepts. The applica­
tion of this theory in Vietnam 
has produced only minimal 
gains, and has given the enemy 
time to increase his own ef­
forts correspondingly.

"5. Because of the extent of 
our commitment in Vietnam, 
we are, in truth, engaged in a 
battle for the preservation of 
the future of the United States, 
We cannot afford to lose it while 
courting world opinion.

"6. Contary to the views so 
often voiced by benighted dis­
ciples of defeat and appease­
ment, the battle in Vietnam is 
not between the greatest nation 
in the world and a small, under­
developed country. Rather, it is 
a struggle with the United 
States on one side and Com­
munist China and Russia on the 
other. It should be recognized 
and clearly understood that 
while the enemy we are fight­
ing is the North Vietnamese and 
the Viet Cong, they are merely 
the conduit for the aggression 
of China and Russia.

“ 7. Our military forces should 
be permitted to take the offen­
sive—on land and sea and in 
the air—with a definite time­
table for the earliest possible 
successful conclusion of the 
war. This would require an im­
mediate review of our present 
force levels and, undoubtedly, 
partial mobilization.

"8. The enemy should be de­
nied access to all war material 
and supporting supplies. If ne­
cessary to achieve this end. all 
routes, whether by land, sea or 
air, should be closed or destroy 
ed.

"!* For the successful conduct 
of war, the enemy should he 
given no sanctuary or reprieve

"10. The Subcommittee recog­
nizes the essentiality of civilian 
control of the military, as pre­
scribed by the Constitution 
However, in the Vietnam con­
flict, constraints have been im­
posed on the military in opera­
tional matters to such an extent 
that they have degraded our 
field command structure and 
militated against the immediate 
and positive action, nr reaction 
required by the swiftly moving 
events of war.

"11. In spite of the foregoing 
the morale and performance of 
our military forces are superb 
Never in the histi*rv of this 
country has the United States , 
fielded troops so well supplied 
logistical’ y.

"12 Certain Defense Depart- ! 
ment notiejes hove hindered the ; 
dcvelonment of new and im -; 
proved weapon rv'tems and ; 
cur*,'<i!ed the nrodii"t'on of pre- 1  

sentiv reeded eoiii'ie--.nt with 
the result tha* eor rni'itarv pos- ■ 
ture and tt-e eordd'on of our as- 1  

sets have been degraded.

"13. The honoring of our com-i 
mitments in Vietnam has sever I 
ly strained our wor'dwide mili- | 
tary manpower and equipment j 
assets. I

“ 14 If we are to meet a l l ' 
probable contingency challene- 
es. the U. S. must promptiv i 
undertake to increase its mili | 
tary assets.

"15. U. S. intelligence con­
cerning enemy plans and move­
ments is seriously deficient. As 
a result, major policies for the 
conduct of the war appear to 
have been formulated more on 
the basis of intuition than on 
fact.”

The development of the above 
comes from a wide range of ex­
pert opinion. Like everything 
else, it is human judgment, but 
it is as solid information as can 
be obtained and, therefore, of­
ficial Washington should face up 

, to hard, cold realities.
