An identical bill is being sub-
mitted to the House of Rep-
resentatives by Rep.

The House
bill is No. 145.

Ratliff proposes that the dis-
trict would take over titles to
“all lands, buildings, improve-
ments and equipment in any
wise pertaining to hospitals
owned by the county or by any
city or town thereof.”

After that, the district would
establish a hospital system
through purchase, construction,
acaquisition or renovation of
huildines and eauipment, and
assume full responsibility for
providing medical and hospital
care for the needy in the dis-

trict.
The district itself, or any tax

necessary to support it, would
not be created until property-
owners of Precincts 2 and 3
voted approval.

The bills provide that the
Runnels County commissioners
court call the election for crea-
ticn if petitioned by at least 50
qualified voters.

If the district is approved, the
commissioners court would ap-
point five directors to adminis-
ter it until April of the year
after creation of the district.
Then directors would be up for
election. The directors would
have authority to issue and sell
bonds for the district, but Rat-
liff’s bill states the tax to pay
off the bonds, ‘‘together with
any other taxes levied for said
district shall not exceed 75
cens on each $100 valuation of
taxahle property in any one
year.”

The bill has been referred to
the senate committee on coun-
ty, district and urban affairs.

New Language Lab At High School
Offers Flexibility In Teaching

A new language laboratory,
providing a greater flexibility in
teaching techniques, has been
installed at Winters High
School, another step in the
never-ending search on the part
of the school board and admini-
stration to provide the best in
educational advantages for the
community’s students.

As modern as the computer
and space age, the new labora-
tory consists of a large record-
ing-playback console, with three
tape decks and one record play-
er, 24 individual booths or units
with headphones connected to
the console, and four individual
and independent booths or units
provided with recording and
playback equipment.

The laboratory was installed
essentially for foreign language
instruction, but can be utilized
very effectively for teaching
other subjects, Carroll Tatom,
superintendent of schools, said.
For instance, the lab can be
used for instruction in short-
hand. There really is no known
limit to the effective use of the
lab, the superintendent said,
and it is expected that teachers
will eventually use the facilities
in ways not now dreamed of.

With the 24 ‘‘listening posts'
and the three tape decks and
the record player, one teacher
can instruct in four different
phases of a subject, or at four
different speeds. In addition,
four individual students can re-
cord or playback from four
separate tapes,

In theory—which could be-
come practice — one instructor
can effectively guide studies in
eight directions or speeds at the
same time. And because each
student will be provided with
headphones, concentration will
be more intense, making ior
quicker and more thorough
learning of a subject.

In the study of a foreign
language—Winters High School
offers Spanish — advanced stu-
dents will be able to proceed at
a faster pace, while slower stu-
dents will be allowed to assume
a pace to which they can adapt.
The same will be true of
instruction in subje-‘c such as
shorthand. Without s. ™ facili-
ties, a medium is sought.

The laboratory was to be ccgQ-
pletely installed and in opera
tion Thursday of this week,
Supt. Tatom said. Cost of the
installation is only $6,032.

December for game, fish, and
water safety violations is the
most the State has ever re-
ceived in any month, according
to J. B. Phillips, law enforce-
ment coordinator for the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department.
The 1,694 citations 1ssued by
game management officers in
December 1968, represents a 49
per cent increase over the 1,136
citations issued for the same

THE WINTERS ENTERPR
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'Record Deer Hunt
For Texans In ‘68

Texas hunters this year had
the best season ever on record,
according to estimates just re
leased by the Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department.

They Kkilled 280,037 deer, In-
cluding 10,189 mule deer, and
24,847 turkeys this year com-
pared with the second best Kkill
in 1966 of 271,599 deer and 18,-
410 turkeys.

Last year, hunters killed 10,-

395 turkeys and 239,017 deer.
These figures are estimates
based on field reports of De-

partment game management of-

ficers. ;
Department biologists —attri
bute the high kill to a large

deer popu'ation resulting from
a plentiful food supply and
ideal conditions for reproduc-
tion. Deer in all parts of the
State were in excellent condi-
tion.

Hunting at times was slow in
some areas due to heavy fol-
iage—the result of the same
ideal conditions which made the
deer populations high. Census
studies made before the season
started indicated both high pop-
ulations and excellent antler
growth.

Although the Kkill was down
from last year in some counties.
other counties had substantial
increases.

The highest deer kill for any
one county was in Llano County
with 13,000. Other couaties with
representative deer kills in the
different ecological areas of the
State are: Brewster, 5200;
Colorado, 4,800; Bandera, 6,500;
Palo Pinto, 3,259: Webb, 3,500;

and Gillespie, 12,000,
