A stockman by the name of
Turner, with ranches in Runnels
county, recently crossed about
800 head of cattle above the
quarantine line on certificate of
an inspector but were on second
inspection held up in Howard
county as being infested with
ticks. Mr. Turner proposes, so
it is said, to make a test case of
it, and the chances are that he
will win. It is a Government
regulation that all cattle must be
inspected before crossing the .

cattle must be carried out by the
State through its live stock san-
itary board, according to the
proclamation isswed by the |
Governor some two months ago. !
If Mr. Turner’s cattle were free |
from ticks as his certificate |
showed, by what right or auth- |
ority does another inspector set
his decision at naught? If they
crossed the line free of ticks it
is a self evident fact that they
became infested after crossing|
the line. The question arises|
then, has the State or the Gov-
ernment the legal richt to inter-
fere with them or compel the|
owner to remove them below the |
line? Again, a question which
will likely arise in the trial of|
this case, is whether or not the!
State, after permitting cattle to
cross the line with a clean bill!
of health, has the right to place
them in quarantine. There is
something wrong with a system

| for the law says the cattle shall
be inspected before they are |
permitted to cross the line. ,

The law also provided that
cattle had been inspected and |
permitted to cross the line may !
| be stopped at any point above |
the line if they are found to be
‘infected with ticks. The peo-|
ple below the line knew that
their cattle would have to run|
the gauntlet of a critical inspec-
tion before they started out
with their heards, just as the
the people above the line knew
the cattle were ticky and need-
ed close inspection.

The idea that the cattie cross-
ed the line free of ticks is too
silly for argument. Under the
law the cattle could have been
stopped if armed with 1000 cer-
tiffcates. In other word, no cer-
tificate is worth the paper it is
written on if it has been issued
to infected cattle, and both State
and Federal inspectors will con-
tinue to stop and quarantine any
infected cattle that may show
up above the line. Our friends
below the line should post them-
selves.—Colorado Stockman.

SOMETHING of MILES

R g

A Brief Write-Up of One of the Most Progres-
sive Little Towns in Runnels County.

This writer has a faint recollection of a poem in the
reader of his school-boy days which was something
like this:

“If vou should ever come to Medina‘
Stop, I pray you, at the Coreggio gate,
And behold a picture there.”

If you should ever come to Runnels county, stop,
I pray you, in the Miles region and there behold what
nature has prepared for man—more than a picture.

The city of Miles is in Runnels county, southwest-
ern corner, on the half way ground between Ballinger,
the county seat of Runnels ccunty, and San Angelo, the
county seat of Tom Green county, being about eight-
een miles from each of these cities. Up to about a year
ago this was not known or recognized as even a town of
Texas. The few people who lived here up to that time
were content that the more eastern part of the state
should fill up with the immigrants from other states.
But gradually the beauty and fertility of what has
been considered a desert waste became known, and now
and then an investigator would come out and take a
look at the country. Nearly every investigation result-
ed in a return home to the more eastern counties, the
sale of a farm at something like an average price of $30
per acre and an investment in the lands of the Miles
region at $3.50 to $5 per acre—better and more produc-
tive than the lands formerly owned. The farmer who
came here had. therefore, more land and better land
and, something unusual to him heretofore, he had a nice
bank account constantly on the increase You know
that it is kind o’ natural for every human being to
obey the mandate laid down in scripture and not “keep
your light hid under a bushel,” especially if it is a
bushel all brimming over with success. So these few
who had found this Mecca, wrote letters to old friends
back east and told them of their success: of the beauty
of the country;its wonderful resources; that this was
a healt_.y country—their families had had no chilis or
fever since here. They painted a fine picture to their
neighbors. And the result was that some of those old
neighbors have sold out and come and others are sell-
ing out to come and more want to sell out and get
S the Miles country. These people have come from
the most favored spot in eastern, northwestern and
central Texas. 'The one thing that speaks loudest for
Miles and the Miles country is that all these people are
contented in their rew homes and could not be induced
to again return to the ola ones.

Therefore, the Miles country is settling
rapidly with a progressive set of people from the east-
ern portion of the state, and even from the older
states. The reader can form an idea of how tho coun-
try is settling up when it is stated that last year (1900)
only about 1.000 acres of land was broken and in cul-
tivation within a radius of seven miles of this young
city. and that in 1901, in the spring, fully six thousand
acres were broken and put in cotton alone within the
same radius.

Here the ranchman has surrendered to the ‘‘man
with the hoe ° The ranchman is yet here, but he is
about in patches with only a small ranch. The others
read the hand-writing on the wall and have gone west,
and those who remain must soon follow suit. The
ranches are going to be farms, and the brigade with
the hoe are going to control. They know it, too.

The character of soil hereis exceptionally fine,
being a very rich. sandy loam. In fact, the lands here
are as rich and productive as the best lands in any of
the black waxy counties of Texas, without any of its
sticky inconvenience. 'This fact has been thoroughly
demonstrated by the farmers here who have farmed in
this country recently and who had formerly farmed in
all the black-waxy belts of Texas. And this land here
is more producive, because with the same outlay of
labor many more acres can be tilled, and with the
same assurance that those who sow may also reap.
Those lands in the older counties—Ellis county, for in-
stance -are selling as high as $100 per acre, none of
the better class of lands selling for less than %40 per
acre. And its only a matter of a few years until the
lands around Miles will be just as valuable and com-
mand just as high prices as the lands around Waxa
hachie or Ennis. It only needs development and that
is coming rapidly, and then you will see here the same
thickly settled country, the same production, and as
good land values as today existin the older counties.
Why not?

Some idea of the growth of the city of Miles may
be had when it is shown that on January 1st, 1901,
from the site of the present residence of the writer,

less than a dozen lights could be counted at night from
surrounding houses, and all were visible. Last night
the writer counted 52 lights in different homes, and
knew of least seven houses where there were no lights
and also knew of at least eight houses that could not
be viewed on account of others between.

The writer came here on the 20th of March, 1901.
Then there were three stores in the town. ‘Now there
are twenty business places, two new church buildings,
a public school building, two hotel,, two livery stables,
two barber shops, two blacksmith shops, two large
lumber yards, and many other such places as are
neccessary to make up a progressive young city. The
littie city has one newspaper, The Miles Messenger,
and owes much of its rapid growth to the advertising
done by the paper. A stranger to this at my elbow
has just asked: “How about water?” If there wasn’t
plenty of good water therc wouldn’t be many people
here.—Miles Messenger.
