A Foscil Quarry.

One of the strangest quarries in |
the world exists near the town of |
Kemmerer, Wy., at an elevation of
8,200 feet above sea level. This
quarry is worked by hand, no blast-
ing being permitted, owing to the|
fragile nature of its output. The
latter consists solely of fossils, moet-
ly those of a few varieties of fish. |
In operation the shale is split into
slabs, broken with sledge hammers
and thrown over the bank by hand.
When slabs coutaining the speci-
mens are cut and taken out, they
are very moist and have to l)o dried
out to about one-third of their orig-
l'inal weight. After the drying hai
’proromlml far enough to permit of
the easy manipulation of the mate-
rial the fossils are carefully cleaned
by means of special tools devised for
the purpose. Many of these fish
fossils are e \coedmvl\ beautiful, ev-
ery hone being plainly shown in the
outline. They rank as the finest
specimens of fossil fishes yet dis-
covered. _

head of navigation on the Brazos
