and must show the same paid as |
required by the constitutional |
amendment. Of course, if he!
moved into the city after thel
annual assessment, then he was |
not subject to the payment of |
city poll taxes for that year.

In reply to your third inquiry

Crime has decreased
there on an average from 37
cases under saloon rule, per
month, to 7 cases under local
option rule.

It has also become necessary to
lay off two police, therebeing no
need for them.

Read This From Denton.

My general average of cases
filed for about three years and
six months prior to the time
prohibition went into effect was
about 21 cases per month, after
that time we did practically no
business. Of course all the cases
were not directly caused by alco-
holie liquors, but I am confident
that at least 80 per cent of them
were and probably more.

Sulphur Springs, Nov. 21, 1902.

“You ask me what has prohi-
bition done for Sulphur Springs.
In reply I tell you to look at
the square. There are six wag-
ons there used to be a hundred.

Al-
most daily from these places
money is sent to the bank to
meet the obligations of the
farmers in Hopkins County, who
take their cotton to these places
to sell, instead of Sulphur
Springs.

I sent last month in 20 days
£60,000 to Winnsboro in cur-
rency to pay for cotton. This
year to date, Winnsboro has
sold 4,000 bales more than any
other year in her history.

“THE STATE OF TEXAS:

COUNTY OF CLAY: I hereby certi-
fy that the records of my office
show that local option went
into effect in Clay County, Tex-
as, on the 12th day of August,
1895, by virtue of an election
called for that purpose, and con-
tinued to be in effect until the
16th day of August, 1895, when
it was voted out on an election
called for the purpose of determ-
ining whether local option
should be continued in Clay
County, since which time there
has been no local option in
Clay County.

That during the four years
that local option was in force ia
Clay County, there was 109
cases filled in the County Court
of Clay county for violations of
the Local Option Law. The
State secured conviction in 16
of these cases, and in 93 cases
the State failed to secure a con-
viction in 16 of these cases, and
in 93 cases the State failed to
secure a conviction.
