HOG-HIPPOTAMI IS
BREEDER’S PLAN.

(.’apt. John II. Camp, seven 
years explorer in the Congo ba­
sin, helieves he found there what 
could be made to revolutionize 
the hog business in the United 
States. He believes he has dis­
covered a hog that can be made 
to weigh 1,000 pounds at 2 years 
old and he also believes in bring­
ing the hippopotami to Texas to 
grow as a meat animal. Captain 
Camp, whose home is at Paris, 
Texas, writes to this paper on 
this subject and says:

PARIS, Texas April 21.— Edit­
or. Fort Worth, Texas.—  Dear! 
S ir : Being a reader of The Star- 
Telegram, I write this believing 
that it may be o f some benefit 
to the public generally bv giving 
them information of what I saw 
in the way of bogs and other ani­
mals during sewen years’ travel 
in the Congo »country, Central 
Africa.

I he red hog «tf the~CoDgo coun­
ty is o f very lardy stock, stocky 
in form, has a short, heavy body 
and is easy to keep fat. The 
meat is alimeg .as sweet as ven­
ison and seem« to be devoid o f 
the common tide-creating influ- 
enee found in the American hog.
I have seen iJiese hogs weigh­
ing 200 pound« in their wild state 
and believe by cross breeding and 
fair feeding they could be made 
‘ to weigh frou  800 to 1.000 
pounds at 2 year*, o f age.

At first we initght have some 
trouble in rapturing good breed­
ers of a large size, hut a persis­
tent effort would yield many in 
the Congo basin; and I believe 
this step wo«ld revolutionize the 
hog industry in America, better­
ing the stockmen generally, the 
consumers or nork and every­
body in touch with till«* swine in­
terests of the world.

I also see no reason) why the 
hippopotami, or lirfoamuth of 
holy writ, should not he raised 
in Texas as food as well as in 
the'Congo. The small yellow va­
riety whieh I found on the upper 
Kassai, some 6 degrees north o f 
the Equator, are very compact 
and sweet meat, weighing at 3 
years of age from 1,200 to 3.000 
pounds. They «-an be kept most­
ly in the streams and bayous 
south and fed on the grass ami 
other vegetation o f the lowlands, 
needing little or.no attention.

Lower Texas needs much from 
the Congo, among which is rub­
ber. plantains, pint-apples and 
many other things and 1 ean get 
all o f  it if I find due eo-opera- 
tion.

Another most important step 
would be the negotiation of con­
ditions by which our npgroes 
would be permitted to return to 
the land of their ancestors and
