Receiving a full charge of shot 
fired at close range which fright­
fully tore into his face and head, 
the lit'»“ of J. \V. Bishop of Truitt 
was instantly snuffed out at the 
earlv hour of 3 o’clock Sunday 
morning. The shooting occurred 
at a servants house in the rear of 
R. P. K irk’s residence on Eighth 
Street and John Elliott, a negro, 
admitted that it was he that fired 
the shot.

Bishop was tresspassing and it is 
claimed that he was entering the 
window of the negro s home when 
the shot was fired. The negro’s 
wife screamed as Bishop was en­
tering and Elliott reached for his 
shot gun which was near at hand 
and used it with deadly results. 
The negro then went and told 
Mayor Kirk who had been wak­
ened by the shot, that he thought 
he had killed a man, and that the 
party shot was a Mexican.

Mr. Kirk immediately made an 
investigation and found that the 
person shot was J. W. Bishop and 
that he was dead. Sheriff Flynt 
was summoned and immediately 
arrested the negro who made no 
effort to escape. Elliott was plac­
ed in the county jail.

The body of the dead man was 
itakenjn  charge by Higginbotham 
I Currie-Williams Co. and prepar- 
i ed for burial. Sunday afternoon 
the corpse was removed to Truitt 

| for • burial. Bishop left a wife 
i and four children, the eldest be­
ing 11 years of age. The family 

; is highly respected and Bishop 
1 stood high in the esteem of his 
I neighbors in the community in 
which he lived. It is reported 

! that on the night of his death that

he and some other friends had 
been drinking.

^n Monday morning a large] 
crowd of Bishop’s friends came 
to town from the Truitt section 
jind numerous threats of lynching 
the negro were made. During 
the entire morning intense ex­
citement prevailed and the spirit 
of the crowd seemed as if it would 
assert itself in mob violence. 
However a lack of organization 
delayed the intent of the threat­
ening crowd in carrying out their 
purpose.

Fearing that the worst would 
happen Sheriff Flynt and City 
Marshall McKay, at one o ’clock, 
took the negro from the jail and 
hurried him out of the city in an 
automobile. Crossing the Color­
ado river they drew up at the 
tirst crossing and hv agreement 
with the engineer and conductor, 
the west hound Santa Fe stopped] 
and the negro in charge of the 
officers was carried to San Ange-i 
lo and placed in jail, where he re-1 
inained only a short time and was 
moved to another place for safe 
keeping.

The crowd upon learning that [• 
their prey had been spirited away! 
after much murmuring began to 
break up and go home. At a lat­
er date the leaders of the distur­
bance came to Sheriff Flynt andj 
expressed regret at their inten­
tions which were roused up to 
white heat for the short time fol-j 
lowing the death of Bishop. The I 
actions of the officers has been) 
hearflily commended because of 
their timely precautions in the 
matter.

FARM CONGRESS IS
GREAT HELP.

Scientific Tillers of Soil Will Meet
in Eagle Pass August 17, 18 

and 19.
r . —

The second Texas Dry Farming 
Congress will be held at Eagle 
Pass August 17,18 and 19. A 
very interesting urogram has 
been arranged and well-known 
authorities, including State and 
National experts in scientific soil 
culture, will be present. Repre­
sentatives from the Department of 
Agriculture in Mexico, who have 
successfully conducted dry farm- 

Operations in the semiarid 
regions of thqt country, will also 
attend and take part in the pro­
ceedings. President, G. A. Mar­
tin, of El Paso, and Secretary J. 
O. Boehemer, of Eagle Pass re­
port great interest being taken in 
the coming meeting and expect 
a large attendance from all parts 
of West Texas. The National Dry 
Farming Congress and most of 
the Western railroads will send 
representatives. The citizens of 
Eagle Pass are arranging a pro­
gram for the entertainment of 
visitors with a view of making 
their visit a pleasant one and 
long to be remembered.

The Texas Dry Farming Con­
gress was organized in 1909, the 
first meeting being held at Alpine 
in the Trans-Pecos country, and 
there is abundant evidence to 
show that as a result of that 
meeting agriculture has been en­
couraged and settlers benefitted 
over a large portion of the State 
and that section in particular.

In speaking of this important 
economic movement, II. P. Att-

“ The coming meeting at Eagle 
Pass will undoubtedly produce 
far-reaching and lasting results 
for that entire regiun. The de- 
velopement of the semiarid dis­
tricts of the West where so-called 
dry farming must be depended 
upon will bring millions of -res 
of now almost worthless land un­
der early cultivation, will fur­
bish homes for many times the 
present agricultural population, 
Will incresase the commerce of 
the United States and will in 
time insure America against pos­
sible cron failures. Land once 
sold for taxes is even now pro­
ducing every variety of cereal, 
vegetable anu fruit. From a 
a drug on the market at 50 cents 
an acre to active market value 
«it £25 an acr»,- is by no means an 
un isual advance in dry farm land 
p ices in successful dry land dis­
tricts during the nast five years. 
Every person interested in farm­
ing or in the commercial ad­
vancement of the country should 
make a careful study of this im­
portant subject and should seek 
after the easily obtainable proof 
of the already marvelous accom­

plishments under so-called dry 
farming methods. What dry 
farming means to the United 
States it means to every country 
in the world where there is semi­
arid land possible cf agricultural 
developement. It means ultimate 
reclamation of hundreds of mil­
lions of valuable acres, billions 
added to the wealth of the nations 
and the possible solution of many 
perplexing sociological questions. 
Experts estimate that in ten years 
every drop of water available for 
irrigation will be utilized. For 
every acre irrigated there will be 
fifty acres of dry farm land when 
irrigation possibilities are exhaust­
ed. Experience shows that non- 
irrigable land yields crops aver- 
ageing 50 per cent the quantity 
reaped under irrigation. To this 
land the future homeseeker must 
cotoe.

“ The Dry Farming Congress 
teaches farmers how to conserve 
moisture by intelligent cultiva­
tion, educates them in soil culture 
end seed selection and guides in­
experienced settlers in methods 
that bring them their share of the 
harvest profits. It extends the 
limit of producing area to the lim­
it of acreage in arid and semi­
arid regions and therefore is the 
keystone upon which the future 
prosperity of the great West is es­
tablished.

“ The Dry Farming Congress to 
be held at Eagle Pass in August 
next has hut one object, the fur­
ther developement of agriculture 
in West Texas by the utilization 
of science and sensible methods 
of conservation of moisture and* 
toil cultivation in dry seasons

where irrigation is impracticable 
or impossible.

STARTING IN THE
HOG BUSINESS.

A man remarked to us the other 
day that he had read so much 
about hogs in Texas he expected 
to start in the hog business this 
fall. “ How?” we asked and his 
reply was, “ With a ten acre field 
and two brood sows.”

That man, if persistent, ought 
to make a reasonable success of 
his undertaking. Too many peo­
ple are like the city man who start 
ed in the poultry business by buy­
ing the largest incubator in the 
catalogue and the eggs necessary 
to fill it. When he had done that 
his money had run out and he had 
nothing left to buy kerosene 
to fill his lamp and the eggs all 
spoiled.

The inexperienced man will do 
well to begin modestly. As we 
have frequently suggested hog 
raising is not an occupation for 
the careless, the incompetent, or 
the ignorant. It takes time, pa­
tience and a considerable degree 
of skill. By starting slowly a man 
may profit by his mistakes and 
mistakes will not be so expensive 
if the total outlay involved is 
smaller. The new hog raiser may 
expect discouragements and un­
foreseen difficulties. To meet them 
he will need capital, patience and 
persistence. The man who starts 
with only a couple of sows this 
year will have a better grip on the 
business five years from now than 
the man who starts out with twen­
ty sows and inadequate means for 
feeding and caring for them.— 
Texas Stock and Farm.

BEES A FACTOR IN
CROP PRODUCTION.

If every farmer and fruit grow­
er were to take the advice offered 
in a remarkable lecture before the 
Farmers’ Club, British crops 
would probably be multiplied in 
value by millions of pounds, says 
the London Daily Mail.

Mr. Herrod, proving his conten­
tions by admirable slides, made 
out the bee to be one of the great­
est friends to the human race. 
Formic acid, which no chemist can 
make, is obtained direct from the 
bees in America and used as a 
cure for rheumatism, and in the 
hospitals honey is now employed 
as a valuable substitute for cod 
liver oil.

But the farmer and fruit grower 
receive the most valuable boon. 
It is proved that apples are earlier 
larger and more numerous where 
bees are in quantity. Some beau­
tiful photographs showed that mis­
shapen and stunted apples are due 
principally to bad fertilization. 
New Zealand, which now exports 
clover seed, could not grow any 
till a cargo of bumble bees was 
sent over, and a number of Cali­
fornia fruit growers failed till 
bees were kent.

The marvelous statement of 
Darwin that flowers, especially red 
clover, are finer where cats are 
most numerous was corroborated. 
Only the bumble fertilizes the 
first crop of red clover; the small­
er flowers of the second crop can 
be reached by honey bees; th<* 
great enemy of the bumble bee is 
the field mouse; the great enemy 
of the field mouse is the cat. There­
fore flowers are best where eats 
are many. It would be not less true 
to say that the clover is best where 
owls are most frequent.

Many most persuasiue photo­
graphs showed that the crop of 
gooseberries, currants, apples and 
pears is much more dependent on 
the bees than on the weather, ex­
cept so far as the weather pre­
vents the bees working.—Home 
and Farm.

PLEASURES ON THE FARM.

What occupation could be so 
nice, so clean, so healthful, as that 
of farming? Even in the break­
ing of the furrow there is an evi­
dence of hope, a show of determin­
ation and love of industry. But 
the grandest of all the work is the 
sowing of the seeds.

uu t in the open, with nothing 
between man and his Maker, he 
drops the grain, showing by each 
movement his faith in God., for he 
sows that he may reap, and all 
efforts would be vain without his 
ben diction.

Summer and winter, the fields 
are beautiful. Summer, with her 
Jpening grain giving promise of

a rich harvest; and winter with 
that shorn appearance so sugges­
tive of rest. Nature, like man, 
needs rest.

In all ages farming has been an 
honorable occupation, and as time 
advances there is more help, and 
more hope of its being the acme of 
success, its men, the men of crea­
tion.

May each boy now entering into 
this work remember, that “ The 
true and honest husbandman is 
the noblest work of God.”—Wil­
lie Rakestraw Davis, in Farm and 
Ranch.

Increasing Production.

The increase in agricultural produc­
tion has both an individual and com­
munity interest. The farmer is vitally 
interested in increasing the yield, as 
it costs no more to cultivate an acre 
of land that produces two bales of 
cotton than , it does an acre of land 
that produces one bale of cot­
ton, and the second bale is clear profit 
to the farmer. The farmers who have 
followed the advice of our agricul­
tural departments in selecting seed, 
methods of culture, character of crops, 
combating pests, etc., have b^en able 
to double production. The farms of 
Texas are yielding an average of 
$1,540,000 per day, and by doubling 
production in that portion of the land 
now under cultivation we can produce 
$1,122,678,000 instead of $561,339,000 
per annum as shown in the figure be­
low- .. .

A concrete example would perhaps 
be more satisfactory than an imag­
inary standard, says the Texas Com­
mercial Secretaries’ Association, and 
we will, therefore, compare Texas 
with Illinois. Our lands are more fer­
tile, o i k  seasons more reliable and 
our climatic conditions more favor­
able to farming than in Illinois. In 
Illinois the average farm contains 124 
acres and yields $1,309 per farm. In 
Texas the average farm contains 357 
acres and yields $681 per farm.

The cut shown below'illustrates the 
growth the Texas farmer must make 
to reach the Illinois standaid.

T o build up the Texas farmer we 
must improve our public highways, 
build railroads, build factories, open 
mines, build cities, and otherwise in­
crease our markets and facilities for 
reaching the market. W e must look 
to our Agricultural Department, A. & 
M. Colleges, Experimental Stations 
and agricultural agents to build up the 
farm and instruct the farmer. These 
institutions ought to be liberally sup­
ported by appropriations and co-op­
eration in their work.

THE SCIENCE OF FARMING.

If the world’s attention determ­
ines the importance of a science, 
then the science of farming is re­
ceiving deserved recognition. For 
the world is certainly giving much 
attention to the farm and the peo­
ple who work upon it. This is not 
to he wondered at for upon the 
farm and its products depends all 
other industries. Without this 
science all other things must fail, 
whereas the farmer could, if nec­
essary, make a fairly good shift 
at doing without all the rest.

Knowing how is just as valuable 
on the farm as in any other branch 
of industry. The subject of dry 
farming is an illustration very 
much in point. One man experi­
mented until he learned the secret 
and as a result many people have 
profited. What he learned does 
not seem very wonderful, but it 
was the thing needed to be known, 
and in the semi-arid West, where

crops are being grown by this 
method, they deem it quite an 
achievement. It always pays to 
study one’s business.—Home and 
Farm.

Cotton Production
Production does not make a country 

influential in trade; in fact excessive 
production makes us helpless. The 
cotton factory will make us powerful 
in commerce, as cotton is used all over 
the world. The following illustration 
gives the cotton production of 1908.

W orld’s Cotton Production."
Texas produces 4,000,000 bales of 

cotton annually; the United States 
except Texas produces 9,600,000 bales 
and the world except the United States 
6,400,000, The United States produces 
67 per cent of the cotton of the world 
but when we want to know what cot 
ton is worth  we wire England’s fac­
tories for prices. If we doubled our 
production without home factories 
we would have even less to say 
about fixing prices of cotton; but, on 
the o ther  hand, if we had 67 per cent 
of the cotton factories of the world 
we could flx prices ourselves and take 
our rightful place as m aster of the 
world’s commerce. English manufac 
turers  located a thousand miles from 
the cotton field fix the prices. W e have 
but one alternative; we must m anu­
facture cotton and other staple articles 
in Texas or forever pay tribute to  out 
side manufacturers, and governments, 
says the Texas Commercial Secretaries’ 
Association. ^

W hen we buy cotton goods to the 
amount of one dollar, the farm er gets 
27 cents, the transporta tion  companies 
7 cents, the Engish m anufacturer 33 
cents and the governm ent 33 cents 
while with the factory in Texas the en ­
tire dollar would remain with us. The 
following illustration brings out the 
situation with clearness:

“Distribution cf Cost.”
The factory creates a large amount 

of wealth on a small area; rapidly cir­
culates money and rapidly creates 
wealth. England can place all her cot­
ton mills on a thousand acres of land 
and within that area will create more 
wealth and employ more labor than 
all the cotton fields of the South 
which approximate 35,000,000 acres. 
Out of every dollar received for the 
finished product the manufacture must 
pay 50 cents for raw material; 25 cents 
for labor and the remainder for fuel, 
supplies, depreciation, use of capital 
etc.; the manufacturer must circulate 
wealth. The factory will take the raw 
material which the farm is months in 
producing, the forest years in maturing 
and the mines centuries in creating 
and within twelve hours double its 
value. The factory is a city builder 
ind will build empires.

Farm and Factory
Texas has 8.794.000 head of cattle, 

valued at $130.201.986. It is a rem ark­
able fact that Texas has the best 
grade of cattle of any state, but for 
economic reasons fails to realize their 
value It is possible that the Texas 
farmer may not excee'd the Illinois 
farmer in gradiM ^f cattle but our 
ranches show up ^exceedingly well in 
the m atter  of grade of stock.

In Illinois the cattle are worth $28.02 
per head and in Texas $14.79 per head.

"Comparative Value in Texas and 
Illinois.”

I t  cost approxim ately $5 per head 
to ship cattle from Texas to the Chi­
cago packing houses and the rem ain­
der of the différence in price is ac­
counted for by the fact that Texas 
rattle are taken off the ranches and 
pastures and shipped to corn countries 
where a few bushels of corn are fed to 
them and $10 added to  their value. If 
we had enough packing houses irt T ex ­
as to utilize our“ supply of live stock 
and did our own feeding we would 
add- $15 per head to our cattle, says the 
Texas Commercial Secretaries' Associa­
tion. 1 • •

Packing houses sufficient to meet 
the present needs of Texas would add 
$43,970,000 to the value of our cattle, 
which is more than the packing houses 
would cost;

INDUSTRIAL CONGRESS 

WANTS A. & M. SEGRE 
GATED FROM U. OF T.

Corpus Chrlsti, Tex., July 9.— 
In a statement issued following a 
meeting just held at Houston, the 
Executive Committee of the* Texas 
Industrial Congress emphatically 
endorses the proposed constitution 
al amendment to provide for the 
segragation of the State Agricul­
tural and Mechanical College from 
the State University.

The statement sots forth the fact 
that agriculture is the great basic 
vocation of Texas, that the prosper 
ity of those engaged in all other 
lines of activity in the State is pro­
portionate to the prosperity of the 
farmer and that, in consequence 
of these facts, the betterment of all 
conditions affecting the farmer 
should be the first interest of all 
the people of Texas. J t  is pointed 
out that the A. M. College will 
never be able to render the fullest 
possible measure of service to the 
State until it is placed upon an in­
dependent basis and made the ob­
ject of more liberal appropriations 
at the hands of the State to the 
end that it may he equipped for 
more comprehensive, practical and 
effective work.

At the next convention of the 
Congress which will convene at 
Houston beginning November 15th 
it is almost certain that steps will

be taken to throw the full fore* 
and influenece of the entire ois 
ganization to assure the passage 
of the amendment. Present indL 
cations are that the convention 
will he the largest gathering of 
any kind ever held in the State.

FACTS ABOUT THE FLY AND

IIOW TO GET RID OF HIM.

A fly’s favorite food is what the 
human being discards and revolts 
a t : garbage, animal and humn ex­
crement, and every form of decay­
ing matter. Its favorite haunt 
is the manure-heap and the gar­
bage pail. It walks over this 
mess, and with its feet and legs 
laden with what sticks to them it 
comes into our houses and walks 
on our food, in our milk and on 
the tender skin of a baby. It has 
been estimated that a fly just back 
from its favorite haunts, at the 
height of summer, carries on its 
feet more dangerous germs than 
have ever been found in a single 
drop of the worst city milk. By 
this very simple means the fly was 
found last summer in New York to 
have been the direct cause of 
thousands of fatal cases of dysen­
tery, cholera infantum and ty­
phoid fever with babies. For a 
long time it was believed that hot j 
weather was responsible for the

deaths of so many infants during 
summer; now we know better. 
Undoubtedly the heat, and all 
that goes with it, is disastrous to 
a good many children, but the fly 
is now recognized as a far greater 
and more serious factor, second 
only, even if it be that, to polluted 
water or milk.

The fly can be got rid of. This 
fact was proved in England, where 
fifty years ago, flies were a nuis­
ance and as great a danger as they 
are now in America. Today, 
broadly speaking, England is so 
thoroughly rid of flies that the 
English rarely screen their houses. 
How did the English do it? As 
we must do it: by each family 
keeping its house clean. Screens 
will keep flies out of a house and 
fly-paper will kill them. But 
neither gets at the cause. There 
is only one way to do away with 
flies, «yid that is to keep clean the j 
places where they breed and love 
to feed.

Manure-heaps of horses or cattle | 
should be kept in covered pits, 
bins or fly-proof closets, and sta­
bles and nens must be kept clean 
of manure.

v. utside lavatories must be kept 
clean and all excrement covered j 
up or drenched with poisons, lime 
or oil.

Kitchen refuse shor'd be placed 
in closed, eleqnly kept garbage-j 
cans.

All decaying matter should be 
buried or burned.

All receptacles, such as cuspi­
dors, should be kept clean.

"Until we are clean ourselves we 
cannot keep healthy, and until we 
keep our houses clean we cannot 
keep away the flies.

If there are flies around or in 
your house either you or your 
neighbor is careless with regard to 
absolute cleanliness. And until 
the flies are got rid of, as they can 
be with watchfulness and care, a 
positive danger to your own health 
Sand the health of your wife and 
children confronts you.—July 
Ladies’ Home Journal.

Idle Lands.
The prosperity of a community de­

pends upon the activity of its p rop­
erty and the people. Improved pub­
lic highways afford facilities for m ar­
keting production, stimulate com m er­
cial activity and otherwise encourages 
agricultural development. T o  increase 
agricultural production we must bring 
under cultivation idle land and in­
crease the yield per acre.

VVe have in Texas 167,865,000 acres 
of land. Of this area there are 
2,118,000 acres of water surface. All 
our land is susceptible to a high de­
gree of cultivation except the city 
area and a small portion of our land 
which is mountainous. W e now have 
less than^O,000,000 acres of land under 
cultivation, leaving 137,000,000 acres 
of land that has never been plowed. 
Idle land is of course no value to a 
community, and to increase our p ros­
perity  we must put activity into our 
vacant lands. The following cut illus­
tra tes  the relative proportions of our 
cultivated and uncultivated areas:

There  are 109 counties that have 
less than 10 per cent of their land 
under cultivation. There  are 43 coun­
ties that have a larger uncultivated 
area than the total area of the State 
of Rhode Island. The uncultivated 
area of Texas, says the Commercial 
Secretaries’ Association, exceeds the 
iotal area of the thirteen original 
colonies, excepting Georgia and 
N orth  Carolina. W e need 3,000,000 
farm ers to develop our agricultural 
resources, and no country  on the 
globe affords the opportunities to the 
homeseeker that Texas now offers. 
The land agent is an im portant factor 
in thr. development of agriculture. 
There  are 190 people moving to Texas 
daily, and remain here perm anently  
and of this num ber probably half of 
them  go on the farm.

At the present rate of agricultural 
immigration it will take 400 years to 
secure a sufficient num ber of farmers 
to bring under cultivation our idle 
lands. W e must get farmers from 
other States and countries more rap ­
idly, and the improvement of our pub­
lic highways will influence the home 
seeker by making farm life attractive-

Building factories in Texas to 
manufacture the raw material we pro­
duce, will increase the market value of 
farm products $150,000,000 per annum.

$527,905,000 of raw material for the 
factory and of this amount $75,905,000 
is manufactured in the state and $452,- 
000,000 is shipped to other countries. 
The cut shown below clearly exhibits 
the proportion of raw material manu­
factured and shipped out of the state.

“Texas Manufactures.”
A few’ gen tra l  rules governing m an­

ufacturing are of interest in this con­
nection. As a rule the factory doubles 
the price of the raw material. A fac­
tory  investm ent of $2,000 gives em­
ployment to one man. One factory 
laborer creates $1,300 of wealth an ­
nually. These are general averages 
and may not apply in every specific in­
stance. W e need a billion dollars in­
vested in factories to manufacture the 
raw material we ship out of the state. 
The advantages of the factory may 
well be illustrated by the bale of cot­
ton. and what we say of cotton applies 
with equal force to m ost all products. 
Texas produces a bale of cotton val­
ued at $50. This cotton is shipped to 
England and m anufactured into cotton 
goods and its value doubled or $50 
added to it. The  finished product is 
shipped back to  Texas  and at the port 
of entry  the Federal Government 
levies a tariff of $50 per bale making 
a total value of $150 per bale instead 
of $50 as at present.

“Increased Value of Manufactured 
Bale of Cotton.”

If Texas m anufactured all her cot­
ton, we would save the transporta tion  
expense, import duty and the manufac­
turing expense would remain at home. 
W e would then get $150 per hale for 
cotton instead of $a0 as at present 
multiplying our prosperity  and com ­
mercial importance. W e manufacture 
one bale out of every 70 bales p ro ­
duced in the state. Texas needs cot­
ton factories. The cotton m anufac­
turer employs cheap labor but so must 
the cotton farm er and if we are going 
to be a m anufacturing country we must 
manufacture the things we produce, says 
the Texas Commercial Secretaries’ As­
sociation.

Our Citizens.
The density of population and the 

«ctivity ' i  the citizenship lias largely 
:o do v - h the prosperity of a com ­
munity. Vc must look to the stork 
and the immigration agent to increase 
our population. Texas has the larg­
est families of a rv  State i" the Union. 
The size of the average Texas family 
.s 5.25, and tlie size of tlie average 
family in the United States is 4.75. 
YVe have in Texas 122,000 births an ­
nually, which is a birth  every four 
minutes.

Texas Stork.

W e have 43,734 deaths, which is one 
death every twelve minutes. W e have 
a net gain in population of nine per 
hour, or 78,266 per annum. Our birth 
rate is 33 per 1.000 population per an­
num, and the death rate 11 per 1,000 
population per annum, making a net 
natural gain of 22 per 1,000 population 
per year. W e find that 30 per cent of 
the people born in Texas go to other 
States, which leaves us a net gain in 
population of 16 per 1,000 population 
per annum, or a total of 56,000 per 
year. !t would take the stork sixty- 
five years to double the population of 
a community, says the Texas Com­
mercial Secretaries’ Association. The 
stork is a splendid bird, but too slow  
for Commercial Club work.

Ninety-eight per cent of the popu­
lation of Texas speaks English. We 
have 107,110 more males than females. 
Seventy-one per cent of our popula­
tion is native born white; 19 per cent 
is negro, and 10 per cent foreign 
born.

Race Comparison.

There are 325,000 unmarried women 
in Texas of marriageable age, and 
any one desiring a wife should not 
fail to investigate our opportunities 
and advantages along matrimonial 
lines.

In 1900 Texas ranked 
sixth in population in States of the 
Union.

There is no more progressive citi­
zen on the globe than the native 
Texan, and he is by nature a builder, 
but the task of developing the State 
is far too great for the present gen­
eration to see completed. To  acquire 
the population that  Massachusetts 
now has per square mile, we would 
have 110,000,000 people instead of 
4,000,000. If all the people of the 
United States were to move to  Texas 
our population would be less per area 
than that of Massachusetts. All the 
money in the world could find profit­
able investment in Texas. The figure 
below gives a comparison of the 
work of the stork and the immigra­
tion agent.

W e a l t h  C r e a t o r s .

In building a house we must use 
material that is stable and durable,
and in building a community we must 
use lines of industry that are con­
structive and active. The former 
promotes and the latter perpetuates 
prosperity. Among the classes of 
property that constitute building ma­
terial for empires are public high­
ways, railroads, factories, mines, irri­
gating canals, etc. These industries 
create and thrust values upon adjoin­
ing property, and the amount of un­
earned wealth they distribute depends 
upon their native characteristics and 
upon their surroundings, but it is 
more than likely that the irrigating 
canal makes the largest gift of per­
manent values to contiguous property. 
It takes the desert and swamp lands 
and makes fertile fields and gardena 
and fills uninhabited places with 
happy and prosperous homes. *

Increase in Population.
The stork gives us an increase of 

66,000 per annum and the immigration 
agent 69,04)0 per annum.

The natural born citizen brings no 
property into the State. In fact, 30 
per cent of our native citizens leave 
the State and actually take property 
away with them. It is fifteen years 
before the child becomes a revenue 
producer, and during that period he 
is an expense to the community, but 
the immigrant brings wealth into the 
State, and immediately upon arrival 
becomes a revenue producer.

There is approximately one million 
dollars per day coming into Texas 
and making permanent investment in 
railroads, factories, farms, mines and 
other industries.

<$5
Irrigating Canal.

’All lines of industry that build 
countries have characteristics equally 
aa meritorious as the canal.

Activity in property is as important 
as constructiveness. The factory, the 
railroad, the mine and the canal have 
not a single fiber of idleness in their 
construction, and inactivity inflicts 
upon them self-destruction. The 
land owner may let his farm lie idle 
and it will increase in fertility and 
value, but the manufacturer must run 
hia factory as fast as the wheels will 
turn or his property decays and de­
clines in value.

M oney Coming to Texan.

W e can not develop our State with 
home capital. A farmer may sell his 
farm in one section of the State and 
buy in another section; he has merely 
changed his location and has added 
nothing to the State’s wealth. A man 
may sell his farm and buy a factory; 
he has simply changed his occupation, 
but has added nothing to the wealth 
of the State. If this generation pro­
poses to develop Texas, says the 
Commercial Secretaries’ Association, 
we must get men and money from 
the outside, and the invitation to 
homeseekers and capitalists can be 
cordially extended through an im­
proved system  of public highways. A 
community may not be able to build 
railroads « and factoriea and pother 
large industrial enterprise*, but every 
section of the State can improve it* 
lub lic  highways.
