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Bush calls on U.N. to authoriz force in Bosnia

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herzegovina — As
reports and pictures of emaciated inmates
emerged Thursday from Serbian-run detention
camps, there were new calls for military inter-
vention in Bosnia.

President Bush called on the United Nations

to authorize force but to limit its role to protect-
ing aid deliveries to Bosnia’s besieged capital.
A Vatican official said Europe and the United
Nations had the duty to interfere, ‘‘to disarm
one who wants to kill."’

In Croatia, three men told an Associated
Press reporter that they saw scores of rapes and
beatings at Serb-run camps in northern Bosnia.
A man named Adem said he had escaped from

the Omarska camp after seeing people taken
away daily to be shot.

““We would stand on a small window and
count dead people being taken away.”’

“*We were kept in a brick stove ... with one
door, no food or drink,’" said Hasan, a 67-year-
old engineer.

Britain’s Independent Television News was
allowed into Omarska and the Tmopolje camps,

both in northern Bosnia. From Trnopolje, it
provided footage of gaunt men with protruding
ribs stared listlessly from behind a barbed-wire
fence.

There was new hand wringing about the
crisis at the United Nations, where officials said
that peacekeepers had collected reports of atroci-
ties in Bosnia for five months, but that the
Security Council had not seen them.

With President Bush and Vice
President Dan Quayle dropping dras-
tically in national polls and the Re-
publican Party in danger of losing the
presidency, the president needs to
gather mass support at the convention
this month.

Unlike the Democratic convention,
the Republicans will not have the
business of choosing a presidential
nominee during their Houston con-
vention beginning August 17. A ma-
jority of the focus will be placed on
the party’s platform and outlining the
incumbent’s goals for the presidency.

“I don’t think there will be any
significantchanges in the party's plat-
form,” said Scott Mann, Lubbock
County chairman for the Republican
Party.

Mann said he believes the pro-life
and pro-family issues will be signifi-
cant as well as defense and economic
concems.

“We don’t face the same threat
from communism anymore, but we
still need a strong defense within the
circumstances of the world events
today,"” he said. “The need for a quick
responsive unit is still necessary.”

Mann also said part of the peace
dividend involves restructuring the
economy because it means changing
from a war-time economy to a peace-
time economy.

“There are positives and negatives
to it, and that needs to be communi-
cated to the voters,” Mann said.

On the economic front, he said the
balanced budget, or lack thereof, is an
important issue because the Republi-
can Party has promoted passing a
balanced budget amendment.

Mann said he thinks Bush will be
faced with defining what he plans for
the presidency and with setting out a
clear path for economic recovery
should he be re-clected.

“He’s got to show a vision for our
youth,” Mann said.

He said also that Bush supports a
middle-of-the-road approach to envi-
ronmental issues in reference to the
economy.

On the subject of abortion, Mann
said he thinks the issue will only be
important to the presidential race in
regards to Supreme Court nomina-
tions, but he added that abortion will
be an important issue in local races
because states currently have more
responsibility in the area of abortion
regulation.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Re-
publican Party, seeking aunified front
atits Houstonconvention, on Wednes-
day chose four past election rivals of
President Bush and a dissenter on
abortion to deliver high-profile
speeches.

The party alsodrafted former Presi-
dent Ronald Reagan for an opening
night address on foreign policy and
Gerald Ford, the last Republican to
lose the White House, fora speech the
final evening.

Mary Matalin, the Bush
campaign’s political director, said the
lineup gives the public a glimpse of
several Republicans “‘with strong
credible records in their own right™”
who are united for the election despite
any pastdisagreements they may have
had with Bush.

““We need everybody together for
this one and everybody will be to-
gether,”" she said.

Sen. Phil Gramm of Texas, a long-
time Bush supporter, will give the
keynote address Aug. 18 while former
White House Chief of Staff John
Sununu, another Bush confidant, is
also scheduled to address the conven-
ton.

Tech professor advocates funding of superconducting super collider

The Senate’s approval this week
to continue funding for the supercon-
ducting super collider was no sur-
prise for a Texas Tech professor who
has spent years conducting research
for the project.

Richard Wigmans, a professor of

physics and Bucy chair holder, said
that because the super collider project
has such a large number of long-term
scientific benefits that the Senate’s
funding decision was expected.
“The super collider is our future.
To abandon a project that could lead
to many great discoveries and under-
standings 1S not imaginable.” said
Wigmans, who has performed phys-

ics and nuclear research for nearly 21
years and currently is the only SCC
researcher at Tech.

According to Wigmans, the SCC
has no cost overruns, construction is
proceeding as planned and thousands
of people have already beenemployed.
He added that a tremendous amount
of time and close to $3 billion have
already been spent in preparation for

what could be the world’s largest sci-
entific instrument.

He described the SCC as a large-
scale project involving participants
from across the world and as a scien-
tific experiment with long-term prepa-
ration and execution.

“The typical experiment takes at
least 10 vears to execute, and this is
not including the five years ol prepa-

ration,” Wigmans said.

With research and experimenta-
tion lasting more than a decade,
Wigmans said that even in the most
optimistic scenano, the SCC will not
be in operation before 1999. How-
ever, until the time the machine is
operational, researchers will continue
to prepare by building prototypes for
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RU-4 that?

First came allegations that the country’s police participated in the
Boipatong massacre. Now a criminal pathologist who worked for the police
says that up to 90 percent of the 200 corpses he examined were probably
killed by police. ...

Itis cléar that drastic action is needed. If President F.W. de Klerk wants
to be remembered as the man who reformed South Africa, he must reform
the police and purge those officers who are trying to undermine his efforts.

The West should be willing to help South Africa if it requests it. No one
will benefit if the country is swallowed up in bloody civil war. But South
Africa’s best hope lies in its own country — de Klerk.

Only he can purge the police and only his actions can restore hope.

The Corpus Christi Caller-Times on Texas teachers:

As you would expect, the biannual survey of Texas teachers released last
month by the Texas State Teachers Association was something of a mixed
bag. Out of all the data, however, two chunks of information — one
encouraging, one downright appalling — stood out:

—Very much on the positive side was the finding that support for the no-
pass, no-play rule, one of the centerpieces of the 1980s school reform
movement, has risen to record levels. ... _

—The other datum all but defies belief: In Texas, in 1992, some 20
percent of the teachers surveyed indicated they had no health insurance
coverage. None whatever. Granted, the cost of insurance has skyrocketed to
the point that it is difficult for many districts to cover the expense, and in
some instances teachers may turn down coverage because they cannot cover
their share of the premiums — but it would seem that in any moderately
enlightened state, adequate health care coverage would be taken as a given.

Dallas Morning News on women in combat:

Though the Tailhook scandal was a stain on the honor of the U.S. Navy,
that particular record of caveman etiquette is apparently being challenged by
the actions of certain members of the U.S. Army during the Persian Gulf
War.

According to the Army Times, atleast 24 U.S. Army servicewomen were
raped or otherwise sexually assaulted by male personnel while serving in the
Persian Gulf during Operations Desert Shield and Desert Storm. No statistics
are available regarding the disposition of these cases because judicial
proceedings are not yet complete. If the Tailhook affair warranted serious
reflection about attitudes in the Navy, the Army must now do some soul
searching as well. To begin with, such outrageous and intolerable conduct
must be prosecuted to the fullest extent of military law. ...

The disturbing revelations emanating from the Persian Gulf will
doubtless intensify the debate over whether women should be allowed to
serve in combat.

Fort Worth Star-Telegram on school finance:

Monday’s decision by a three-judge federal panel in New Orleans,
effectively quashing a lawsuit that sought to make Texas quit collecting
county education district taxes, is a welcome one.

Had the judges ruled otherwise, Texas schools would have been put on a
collision course with certain disaster, and the Legislature would have been
handed a near-impossible task at the worst imaginable time.

The speed with which the panel ruled — only a scant few hours after
initial arguments were heard — demonstrates both the judges’ concern with
the state’s plight and the lack of substance that the suit contained in the first

Healthy foods available in
dining halls, director says

Because the number of vegetarians
1s limited, Texas Tech students in
search of vegetarian meals three times
a day may have a difficult ime locat-
ing them on campus.

“Until two or three years ago we
had only had two requests for a veg-
etarian menu,” said Tom Razey, asso-
ciate directorof dining services at Tech.
“Just recently it became more of an
interest to students.”

Razey said that about five years
ago the Student Campus Menu Com-
mittee came to dining services and in
an attempt to satisfy health-conscious
students, requested that all fried foods
be taken off the menu.

Dining services took the foods off
the menu, but within three or four
months, the same committee came
back and ordered the fried food be put
back in the cafeterias. However, din-
ing services did not replace all the

foods.

Razey said that now, with all the
varieties of meal preparations and a
salad bar in every cafeteria, a vegelar-
ian student should be able to eat a meal
comparable to that of his or her desire.
As for the health conscious student, he
or she can prepare a low-fat tray with
all the varnieties.

“I think it is funny, though, to see
all these students who say they want
the low-fat meal and either pouron the
dressing to their healthy salad or have
two or three helpings of the fattening
dessert we serve,” he said.

Dining services has attempted to
cater to the needs of these students
despite the contradictory practices they
may follow. At least once a day, and
sometimes twice, the dining halls serve
a vegetarian meal.

“They may be a more generic type
of meal, but with al! the different types
of vegetarians, it is hard to please them
all,” Razey said.

Senate redistricting plan praised, criticized

AUSTIN — The prospect of dif-
ferent Senate district boundaries in the
November election was greeted with
outrage by Republicans Thursday but
defended by Democratic leaders and
Hispanic groups.

It also left a number of candidates
evaluating their political futures.

“Thisisillegal, irresponsible, sheer
madness on the part of the Democrat
elected officials in Texas,”’ said state
GOP Chairman Fred Meyer, whose
party planned to fight Secretary of
State John Hannah's order in federal
court.

But Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock said,
““The courts have declared Senate Bill
I (on redistricting) to be the law of the
land ... Texans have every right to
expect the law to be followed.™’

**Itis a great day for all people of ...
Texas, but particularly for Hispan-

ics,”” added Andy Hernandez of the
Southwest Voter Registration and
Education Project.

The Mexican American Legal De-
fense and Educational Fund, Texas
Civil Rights Project and League of
United Latin American Citizens also
applauded the move.

Hannah ordered that boundaries
adopted this year by the Legislature be
used in November, after they won
approval last week from a three-judge
federal panel in Washington. He noted
that the Washington panel found the
Legislature’s map superior in terms of
minority representation.

The March primary elections were
conducted using a different district
map, which was drawn by three fed-
eral judges in Austin in a lawsuit
pushed by Republicans. The Texas
judges’ map 1s considered to be more
favorable for electing Republicans to
the 31-member Senate.

GOP officials said it appeared as

many as seven of their 21 Senate nomi-
nees would no longer live in the num-
ber district they were elected to repre-
sent and would presumably be ineli-
gible. But Hannah said the residency
requirement would be waived for such
nominees, as it was by the Texas judges
for the primary.

Among the candidates affected is
Sen. David Sibley, R-Waco. He is the
District 9 nominee, buthis home would
be in District 22 under the Legislature’s
redistricting plan, officials said. And
the District 22 GOP nominee, Jane
Nelson of Lewisville, would find her
residence in District 9.

If they swapped districts, Sibley
would find himself facing incumbent
Democratic Sen. Bob Glasgow of
Stephenville, inamore heavily Demo-
cratic district.

But Sibley predicted Hannah's or-
der will be thrown out when chal-
lenged in court.

County added to ‘killer bee’ quarantine

Africanized honey bees found in Big
Bend National Park has prompted
authorities to add Brewster County to
the state’s bee quarantine area.

Texas now has 35 counties included
in the quarantine that restricts move-
ment of commercial bee operations,
Paul Jackson, chief of the Texas Api-
ary Inspection Service, a unit of the

Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, said.

The USDA-Agricultural Research
Service confirmed a sample taken from
aswarm of bees found July 22 inatrap
near Rio Grande Village in the park
did contain Africanized bees.

The quarantine allows beekeepers
to move bee hives withir but not out of
the zone in an effort prevent the as-
sisted spread of Afrnicanized honey
bees.

Jackson said the apiary inspection

service also 1s investigating a con-
firmed sample of Africanized bees
from Gillespie County. The bees were
found near Harper in a trap monitored
by the USDA- Inspection Service.

Apiary inspectors will conduct an
intensive survey for additional bees in
that county beginning Monday. Addi-
tional traps also will be set up there to
determine whether the bees found in
Gillespie County have migrated natu-
railly or been carried there inadvert-
ently by travelers.

low-fat meal, the dining halls have
tried different types of fat-free or low-
fat foods from time to time.

“This year we will be trying about
four or five different types of all natu-
ral cereals that will run on a tnal ba-
sis,” said Cyndi Turnipseed, a product
and nutrition specialist. “We have even
tried some low-fat desserts. Recently
we tried a chocolate pound cake that
was very good and got good response
on it.”

One of the newer items on the menu
that was not such a success with stu-
dents was the cholesterol-free eggs.
They received bad reviews from stu-
dents and will not return back to the
dining halls.

Razey said dining services is look-
ing at an alternate egg that is 88 per-
cent cholesterol free. But in spite of
past attempts, students’ response and
acceptance has been low.

“Students do not want this stuff,
they want the real thing and thatis all,”
Turnipseed said.

Food preparation also has been al-
tered with the new craze to eat healthy
or vegetarian. Instead of using beef or
chicken-based flavoring, the dining
halls have begun using a vegetarian
base to take the meaty flavor out of
some of the meals and allow the veg-
ctarian to enjoy them also, Razey said.

A recent strike-out with students
was the vegetarian patty.

The patty was advertised as healthy
and as good as a meat patty, but de-
spite being cholesterol free, the patty
was higher in fat content. Aside from
the health and content factor, Razey
said it was not appcaling to students.

Dining services has added a large
number of new recipes to its menu
including more fish and poultry dishes
as well as pasta.

But despite the trend toward healthy
food, the lite-line theme line will be
discontinued in the fall and there cur-
rently are no plans for another one or
a vegetarian line, Razey said.

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Trade ministers looking to
conclude free trade talks

WASHINGTON — As negotia-
tors rushed tocomplete a North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement, itappeared
Thursday that differences over auto-
mobiles were among the last techni-
cal obstacles tocreation of the world’s
largest trade zone.

Trade ministers for the United
States, Mexico and Canada met Thurs-
day ina Washington hotel for the fifth
straight day, hoping to conclude the
nearly 14-month-old talks.

Trade watchers said a handshake
agreement could occur Friday, al-
though earlier rumors thata deal would
be reached Wednesday or Thursday
proved unfounded.

Assistant U.S. Trade Representa-
tive Kathy Lydon said the negotiators
were making progress ‘‘but we still
have no sense about when they might
wrap it up.”’

Ms. Lydon denied published re-
ports that the administration was plan-
ning to distribute copies of the text
Saturday to industry advisory groups
that will evaluate the pact before it is
presented to Congress.

““There 1s no way that we can pre-
dict when (negotiators) are going to
get the final text or even when they

are going to get the handshake agree-
ment,”” she said Thursday.

Even if a pact is concluded now,
Congress would not be expected to
vote on it before next year under the
fast-track provisions. But the White
House s said to be pushing forcomple-
tion of an agreement so President
Bush can use the issue in the cam-
paign. The trade agreement, stretch-
ing from the Yukon to the Yucatan,
would create a market of 360 million
consumers with an annual output of
$6 trillion.

Ms. Lydon, Gagnon and Javier
Trevino, a spokesman for the Mexi-
can government, declined to discuss
the sticking points that remain, saying
it wouldn’t help the ongoing talks.

But Gary Hufbauer, a trade expert
with the Institute for International
Economics, was among those who
said differences over automobiles
appeared to be the final barrier to an
agreement.

Mexico and Canada apparently re-
mained at odds with the United States
over the content requirement neces-
sary In automobiles to qualify for
duty-free treatment. U.S. negotiators
are insisting that automobiles consist
of at least 60 percent North Ameri-
can-made parts, while Canada and
Mexico don’t want over S50 percent.

WASHINGTON — Democrats
on the House Banking Committee
voted Thursday to grant Chairman
Henry B. Gonzalez new subpoena
powers to pursue his investigation
of the Bush administration’s prewar
ties with Iraq.

The subpoenas would cover
documents from Texas and New
York banking regulators and the CIA
and other federal agtncies, and five
banks — including Houston-based
First City Bancorporation of Texas.

The vote was 31-19, with 28

Democrats, two Republicans and one
independent voting to give Gonzalez,
D-San Antonio, the authority to issue
the subpoenas. Only one Democrat
voted against the request.

House Democrats have accused
the Reagan and Bush administrations
ofaiding Iraq’s efforts to build nuclear
and chemical weapons and propping
up the Iragi economy with loans sub-
sidized by U.S. taxpayers.

Administration officials have ad-
mitted their prewar policy toward Iraq
was a failure, but they have denied
any wrongdoing.

The documents being sought with
the new subpoenas are related prima-

rily to Italy’s Banca Nazionale del
Lavoro (BNL), whose Atlanta of-
fice illegally loaned $5 billion to
Iraq before the Persian Gulf War.
Gonzalez and other Democratic law-
makers have alleged that Iraq used
the money to develop its military
and nuclear arsenals.

““The subpoenas I am asking for
are necessary in order to ensure the
committee can complete its thor-
ough investigation of the BNL af-
fair,”” Gonzalez said.

‘‘Document subpoenas are
needed to complete the study of how
BNL-Atlanta financed Iraqi front
companies.”’

Tech’s McMillan starts new career in Brazilian league

For most female basketball play-
ers across the country, fulfilling the
dream of playing professional basket-
ball is tough. But for former Texas
Tech women’s basketball team
standout Teresa McMillan, that dream
has come true

McMillan signed a professional
contract for the 1992-93 season with
the Esports Clube Santo Andre of Sao
Paulo in the Brazilian Women's Bas-
ketball League. The city is west of
Rio de Janeiro.

“This is something I talked about
lo coach Sharp even before the season
started,” McMillan said from her sub-
urban Dallas home Thursday. *I told

here that I wanted to
play overseas. We got
a letter from Jennifer
(Green), who is the |
assistant coach down
there, and we sent her iy
some video. T}?‘mgs McMillan
Just worked out.

McMillan is the first Lady Raider
to sign a professional basketball con-

tract.

The Brazilian women's basketball
season begins this month, with the
regular season lasting until Dec. 30. If
McMillan and her teammates make it
to the playoffs, they will play until
Jan. 30,1993.

She said her transportation, food
and housing is taken care of, and the
big thing is that she is getting paid to
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do something she likes.

“It (the pay) isn’t as much as Italy
or Japan, but it is a start. It just feels
good that someone is paying me to
play basketball,” McMillan said.

She said professional women’s
basketball is popular in most coun-
tries, with the exception of the United
States.

“It is popular anywhere but in the
U.S.,” she said. “The top players in
the U.S. have to go oversees.”

McMillan said most of the team’s
players are native Brazilians, but that
there are a few American players on
the roster.

“The players are mostly Brazilian,
but there are three or four Americans.
My roommate is from North Carolina
State,” she said.

One of the things that may be in the
future for McMillan is the possibility
of competing on a future U.S. Olym-
pic team.

“It (the Olympic team) is some-
thing that is in the back of my mind,
but I am just taking it one season at a
time,” she said.

McMillan was a four-year
letterwinner at Tech, averaging 10.4
points and six rebounds per game for
the 1992 Southwest Conference cham-
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
