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Congress sends riddled jobs bill to president

WASHINGTON (AP) —Vacation-bound
lawmakers sent President Clinton the
shrunken remnants of his jobs bill Thurs-
day, 10 weeks after Senate Republicans killed
what once was one of his chief economic
priorities.

The House approved the measure by a
mostly party-line 280-138 vote as lawmak-
ersrushed through a final day in the Capitol
before their 11-day July Fourth break. The
Senate then sent the measure to Clinton by

voice. The legislation was considered a day
before the government was due to release
June unemployment figures.

The bill contained about $1 billion for
summer jobs, small businessloans and other
programs Clinton sought earlier this year in
hopes of quickly boosting the economy. It
was a dwarf compared to the nearly $20
billioninspendingin Clinton’s original pack-
age.

The administration claimed its original

bill would have created 500,000 jobs. No
estimate was provided for the smaller pack-
age.

The money was included in a measure
that provided $3.5 billion in new spending
and $2.5 billion in cuts. The legislation also
has money to pay for U.SS. operations in
Somalia and Iraq, veterans’ benefits and
other programs.

The Democratic-controlled House ap-
proved the jobs package in March. A month

later, it ran into a buzz saw in the Senate,
where the chamber’s minority Republicans
stood firm and killed most of the legislation
by filibuster.

All thatremained was $4 billion to extend
coverage for 1.9 million jobless Americans.
Clinton signed that measure into law in
April. The original jobs bill also contained
$3 billion for road building and repair, $2.5
billion for community development grants
and other funds.

Judge denies
Valdez right to
new trial

AUSTIN (AP) — A state district
judge has denied a new trial for a
man sentenced to 40 years for rape
who contended his victim’s request
for him to wear a condom meant
consensual sex.

Attorneys for Joel Valdez, 28,
argued over the course of a two-
day hearing that he should be re-
tried because of jury misconduct.

But after listening to the testi-
mony of several jurors in the case,
District Judge Bob Perkins ruled
against Valdez.

“It's clear to me this jury did
attempt to follow the law as closely
as they could,” Perkins said. “I
think the jury system in this case
worked. Based on that, [ will over-
rule the motion for a new trial.”’

Defense attorney Malcolm
Nettles said he would appeal the
decision.

“I think the appeals court will
find in our favor, and we wiil redo

- the punishment phase of this trial,”
Nettles said. “Joel Valdez was de-
nied a fair trial on the issue of
punishment.”

Prosecutor Dayna Blazey said
she is happy with the decision.

“There was no jury misconduct.
The jury did what they were sup-
posed to do,” she said.

Valdez was convicted in May
and sentenced to40 yearsin prison
for an early morning attack last
year on an Austin woman in her
apartment.

. The case drew national atten-
tion after a grand jury declined to
indict Valdez, drawing outrage
from the community and women's
groups. A second grand jury in-
dicted Valdez. Elizabeth ““Xan”
Wilson, who released her name
after the trial, said her request for
her attacker to wear a condom was
a desperate attempt to fight off
AIDS and other diseases.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — A
gunman opened fire in a law firm
on the 34th floor of a high-rise
Thursday, fatally shooting at least
three people before killing him-
self, authorities said. At least eight
were wounded.

The gunman apparently shot
himself to death as police search-
ing the building closed in, said
police spokesman Dave Ambrose.

After the midafternoon shoot-
ing spree ended, police continued
tosearch the 48-story circular glass
skyscraper from the 34th floor
down, Ambrose said.

Five women and two men were
admitted to San Francisco General
Hospital, said spokeswoman
Gloria Rodriguez.

The gunmanapparently walked
into a conference room at the law
firm of Pettit & Martin with an
automatic Uzi-type weapon and a
semiautomatic

This enables me to
love him as I never could when I
saw only my own splayed reflec-
tion in the lenses of his glasses.
His expectations were hard onme,
but they took me places I would
never have gone otherwise.

[ have never understood those
people who believe it is possible
to cut the ties that bind without
taking a big chunk out of yourself.

to answer letters from commoner
humanity. He has a point. The
only way most Americans can get
an audience nowadays is by lis-
tening carefully when they talk to
themselves.

There are radio talk shows, of
course, but the people who screen
callers usually look for somebody
likely to provide entertainment
value.

Why do “names” fail toanswer
from “ordinary” people? Many
reasons. llliteracy, forinstance. No
“name” wants to betray it to “or-

dinary” people by sending them
mail filled with graceless sen-
tences.

Many "names" have lost their
writing know-how after years of
communicationonly by telephone
and fax.

“Names” who communicateby
mail are swiftly stigmatized as
behind the times, which can be
death to a “name’s” reputation.

Some “names” who could write
an intelligible letter if forced at
gunpoint to take a pen in hand tell
me they never do so because
stamps are prohibitively expen-
sive. Ten responses to “ordinary”
people cost a “name” $2.90.

Admittedly this i1s not
bankruptive to the average
“name,” but suppose we're talk-
ing of the kind of “name” who
receives 5,000 letters per week.
That's $1,450 a week. Baseball

players can afford that, but most
“names” cannot.

I, forone, certainly cannot. Since
you classify me as a “name,” Mr.
W.C.T., let me make it clear that,
“name” or no “name,” I cannot
afford $1,450 a week for stamps.

True, I do not receive 5,000 let-
ters a week. Last week there were
only three.Iwould haveanswered
them all, but one must consider
his reputation. The three people
getting those responses might
think any “name” who had time
to answer his mail couldn’t be a
5,000-letters-a-week “name,” but
must be a very negligible “name”
indeed. Still, to fight the spread-
ing barbarianism, I might answer
one next week. Not Mr. W.C.T.'s,
though.

Summer is the time for camping
out and for picnics in the park,
especially during Fourth of July
weekend.

Using care in food preparation.
however, is important in promot-
ing safety and avoiding illness from
food contamination.

“The cardinal rule is to keep hot
foods hot, and cold foods cold,”
said Kathy Chauncey, a registered
dietitian at Texas Tech’s Health
Sciences Center.

Cold foods, such as milk, dairy
products or deli meats, should be
kept below 40 degrees in coolers.
Hamburger meat and other hot
foods should be cooked to at least
140 degrees to avoid bacterial con-
tamination, she said.

“That means red meats should
bebrowninthe middleand chicken
should be white all the way
through,” she said. “Any sign of
blood or pink should be a warning
flag for cautious campers.”

Chauncey said it is generally
safer to avoid packing pork for
picnic fare, because it needs to be
cooked to at least 160 degrees in
the center before it is safe.

Meat salads, such as tuna fish
and chicken, are also more suscep-
tible to contamination and are of-
ten difficult to store properly and
protect from the heat, she said.

Chauncey cautioned against
using raw eggsinany picnic items.

“Eggs are something we really
need to be concerned about be-

Director Sidney Pollack’s “The
Firm” is one big disappointment.

Those who enjoyed John
Grisham’s best-selling novel of the
samenamedon’tgo see this movie.
Those whoadmired Tom Cruise in

who anxiously await the oatmeal
commercials starring Wilford
Brimley, don’t go see this movie.

The film doesn’t even deserve
to be called “The Firm” because
it's only about 20 percent Firm
material.

Author Grisham must have got-
ten an excellent deal when he sold
the rights to his novel, but he also
sold out — big time.

Leaving the theater, one might
reach two conclusions: Movie-
goers who have not read the book
either enjoyed the movie or were
utterly confused by it; and, movie-
goers who read the best-selling
thriller were completely annoyed
by the poor adaptation.

TORONTO (AP) — Sports II-
lustrated doesn’t want a bunch
of naked Canadianmen splashed
across its pages, so it has canned
an ad by the athletic equipment
manufacturer Adidas.

The offending advertisement
involves a photograph showing
members of the York Region
Kick of the Canadian Soccer
League wearing nothing but
cleated shoes. Team members
modestly cover their private
parts with their hands, or a ball,
or a trophy.

“Your team won’t be taken
seriously if it's not wearing
Adidas,” the ad copy says.
“Don’tbeseeninanythingless.”

The magazine found it inap-
propriate.

This comes from the same
folks who bring you the annual
“Swimsuit Issue.” Adidas
(Canada) Ltd. will no longer
advertise in the Canadian edi-
tions of the magazine.

“This is not a war between
Adidas and Sports Illustrated,”
said Doug Hayes, vice president
of sales and marketing for the
Toronto-based Adidas (Canada)
Ltd. “We are going to lose that
war. S.I. is a huge, powerful
machine. We're just a little Ca-
nadian company. We aren’t out
to battle S.I., we are out to get
our ads seen by as many people
as possible.”

The advertisement was pre-

ST cans Canadian soccer
team’s shoe advertisement

pared by the Toronto office of
Young and Rubicam as part of a
campaign specifically designed
for Canada and the Canadian
edition of Sports Illustrated. Its
purpose was to promote a new
line of apparel for soccer teams.

“It was shown to people at
the agency,” said Hayes. “We
showed it around here, and ev-
erybody lovedit. Everybody had
the same reaction: It's cute. It
was never intended to be con-
troversial.”’

Roger Jackson, a spokesman
for Sports Illustratedin New York,
said the company had the right
to accept or reject any advertise-
ment for any reason. The maga-
zine did not give a reason.

“It's a policy that cuts across
all Time Inc. publications,” said
Jackson. “We weren’t singling
out Adidas. We justdidn’t feel it
was appropriate.”

Sports Illustrated did provide
Adidas Canada a free make-
good ad.

“Wesaid we expected more,”
said Hayes. “They weren’t will-
ing to give more.”

The company may not have
gotitsad in Sports Illustrated, but
it has reaped no shortage of pub-
licity because of therejected pho-
tograph.

“We wanted it known that
Adidas is into team soccer uni-
forms,” said Hayes. “Now it’s
known.”
