This
steamship line now proposes to estab-
lish regular service of ocean going car-
goes on submarines between this coun-
t¢ry and Germany.

RIO JANEIRO, July 11.—Newspa-
pers say here in this morning’s® issues
that State Chancellor has been inform-
ed that a sister ship of the Super-sub-
marine Deutchsland, which arrived on
the American coast Sunday night, is now
crossing the Atlantic and will atrive
here within ten days. The Deutchsland
brought 1000 tone of dyes and chemi-
cals, and it is reported that the coming
submarine is bringing another such like
«cargo for the manufacturers of the
United States.

DEUTSCHLAND TO RETURN
WI1tTH CARGO

Newport News, July 11.—Plans have
been completed_for bringing the Deut-
schland here where it will complete
loading a cargo for the return voyage
to Germany. [t is believed that the de-
parture will be sooner than was at first
indicated by the officials of the German
Lloyd, under whose directions it is be-
lieved the undersea merchant ship is be-
ing operated.

U-BOAT EXPECTED SOON

BALTIMORE, July 12—The United
Press learns officially that the Bremen,
a sistership of the German supersub-
marien Deutschland, is now at sea
and is making good time towards the
American port. The time of the ar-
rival of the ship is being guarded with
careful secrecy, but it is believed that
it will arrive within two weeks.

MEXICAN

EL PASO, July 12—An army of
Carrancistas under General Garcia, at-
tadked the Villistas under Generals Con-
treras and Palizo at Sombrereto, Dur-
ango, today.

EL PASO, July 1o—Mexicans who
refuse to join Villa are being branded
by the Villistas, according to a report
received by Gen. Gonzales at Juarez this
afternoon. All Mexicans who refuse to
enlist in the Villista army are .branded
by cutting off the top of the ear. Gen.
Gonzales received the information
through reliable sources and reported
the matter to the state department this
afternoon. The report reaching Gon-
zales headquarters says |that several
hundred Mexicans in Southern Chi-
huahua have already been branded.

Gen. Gonzales has also received a re-
port saying that a large Villista force
is moving, toward the Big Bend country
and that a revolt has occurred in the
Carranza ranks at several places, in-
dicating a Villista victory south of
Jiminez.

EMBARGO OFF ON MEXICO.

El Paso, July 10.—Among the latest
developments in the Mexican situation
was the lifting of the embargo on
foodstuffs and fuel to Mexico. It is
believed that large quantities of food-
stuffs which had accumulated at bor-
der points will be now rushed across the
border to their destination.

MEXICO CITY, July 11.—As an evi-
dence among officials that it is believed
all danger of war with the United
States has passed, employees of the
various government departments who
were being drilled for military service,
have been ordered to discontinue train-
ing.

G. W. Harmon is in the Ballinger jail
and Minet Sims is near death’s door,
and may be dead by the time this is in
print, as the result of a family quarrel
and shooting scrape at Wingate, in the
northwest part of this county, about
eight-thirty o'clock Wednesday morn-
ing.

A report of the trouble reached the
officers at Ballinger over the telephone
shortly after the shooting occurred, and
County Attorney Shepherd and Sheriff
Perkins were arranging to go to Win-
gate when a telephone message stated
that the man doing the shooting was in
the custody of the deputy sheriff and
who was en route to Ballinger.

| with G. W. Harmon, and turned him

over to the sheriff. Minet Sims was
carried to Merkel as soon as an auto
could be secured, and those who saw
him say there is no probability of his
recovering from the wounds received
from two loads of number four shot
fired from a shot gun in the hands of
Harmon.

GATTLE TIGKS AND
THE TWO-COW MAN

WASHINGTON, July 8—Or-
ganized county action is the only
way by which the small Iland-
holder and the man with a  few
cows can obtain the benefits of
tick eradication. In many cases
the big stockowner can afford to
build his own dipping vat and, ir-
respective of what his neighbors
are doing, ean keep, to some ex-
tent at least, his herd comparative
ly clean. For the man with a cow
or two this is out of the question.
He must either keep on feeding
the ticks or get rid of them thru
his eounty’s voting for systematic
eradication under Federal super-
vision and in acecordance with pre-
seribed regulatious.

The second alternative is much
the cheaper. Dipping costs the
individual, in his eapacity as cat-
tle owner, nothing but the labor of
driving his cows to the dipping
vats and home again. As a tax-
payer, he is of course interested in
the money the county appropriat-
es for building the vats, for filling
them with arsenical baths, and
for the other expenses incidental
to the work. This sum, however,
is relatively very small. Reports
from four counties recently re-
leased from Quarantine in Ala-
bama show that in them the tick
was eradicated at g total cost to
the county of from 19 to 25 certs
for each head of cattle. No guar-
antee, it should be said, ecan be
given thiat the work will be done
at these figures, for the cost neces
sarily varies with the number of
cattle in each county and with
other local conditions, but even
under the most unfavorable ecir-
cumstances, the expense is far less
than the benefits.

The reason is simple. A ticky
cow does not produce as much milk
as a tick free one and, in conse-
quence, the farmer does not have
as much to sell. The amount of
the reduction caused by the tick
has been ascertained in govern-
ment tests to vary from 18 to 42
per cent, depending upon the sev-
erity of the infestation. Even a
few ticks, therefore, may render
the keeping of cows unprofitable.
If such a condition is general thru
out a ecommunity, a cooperative
creamery is lan impossibility for
an abundance of milk is essential
to the economical and successful
operation of such an institution.

to further investigation and Tuesday
of this week, Mr. Bowland and Mr.

It seems that after forging the
check Jones went to Abilene where he
stole a Ford car and skipped out to
some point in Oklahoma. En route he
picked up a partner and confided 1in
him of some of his recent tranpsactions,
including the stealing of the auto. It
was while trying to dispose of the
stolen car at a mere trifle that Jones
was apprehended by the Oklahoma au-
thorities, and an inhvestigation caused
the new made friend to give Jones
away to the officers, who 'communi-
cated with the Taylor County author-
ities, and in a short time Jones was
landed in the Abilene jail. As soon as
Jones answers to the charge of steal-
ing the auto at Abilene he will prgb-
ably be brought to Ballinger and tried
for forgery.

cials who arrived at Sofia last Sunday
brought the request for the wuse of
Bulgarian troops against the Russians
and Itailans.

Ferdinand replied to the request for
his troops by saying that a withdrawal
of the troops would invite immediate
attack from allies on . Salonika, but
promised to submit the Kaiser’s appeal
1o- help to the Bulgarian general staff.

It is estimated lhcre that the Aus-
trian losses in unsuccessful offensive on
Trentino front which were met by Ital-
1an counter offens.ve, totaled meor2 than
one hundred and fiity thousand.

PARIS, July 11.—The allies offen-
sive continues to sweep the Germans
back with heavy blows. Since the of-
fensive along the Somme river began
ten days ago the allies have taken twen-
ty-five fortified ‘villages, some of the
very important German holdings.

Pergnne is now barely a mile across
the river from the French advanced
lines and is the next important prize
for the French and is almost within
the graps of the French army.

The fortified  city of Dompierre
which was within the entire first line
of the German position was taken by
the French in fifty minutes fighting,
and Hardecourt fell to the French wita-
in only thirty-five minutes. The allies
are refortifying their gains and are
preparing to withstand any counter .of-
fensive from the Germans.

WEEVIL PICKING IN
MISSISSIPPI DELTA

WASHINGTON, July 11— Both
“weevil picking” and ‘“square picking”
have been found helpful in lessen'
damage from the boll weevil in the Mis
sissippi Delta. Because of the labo:
involved in these operations, however,
specialisst of the U. S. Department of
Agriculture do not recommend them ex-
cept where picking can be performed by
tenants without any direct cash outlay
and wtihout interfering with the other
plantation work.

“Weevil picking” and “square pick-
ing” are based upon the fact that the
numbers of the boll weevil are lowest
in the spring, for comparatively few of
the insects survive the winter. By pick-
ing th weevils from the plants then or
by collecting the fallen forms which con
tain weevils of the first generation in
their immature stages, very’ much can
be done to prevent the multiplication of
the pest later in the season.

Despite this very definite advantage
however, conditions in the Delta are
such that these methods may prove far
from profitable. In May and June, the

itdw

time when picking should be done,
there is almost always more or less
shortage of labor. Under these cir-
cumstances both “square picking” and

“weevil picking” may compell the plant-
er to slight other operations and the
loss caused in this way may more than
offset any benefit from the picking. It
seems generally inadvisable, says the
bulletin, to practice these control mea-
sures except in the presence of an
abundance of labor. In case it is nec-
essarv to choose between a cultivation
and picking, it adds, cultivate.

DEATH BENEFITS FOR
SANTA FE EMPLOYEES

Mr. A. C. Torbert, Secretary and
Treasurer of the Gult, Colorado and
Santa Fe Railway Company is arrang-
ing to obtain from all of the company’s
employes, the information needed to put
Pto effect the death benefits plan re-
cently announced by President Ripley. ‘It
order to put this new policy in effect,”
said Mr. Torbert, “it is necessary to have
every employe name his or her benefi-
ciary; state the length of service with
j the Company, and the amount of wages
received for the twelve months ending
June 3oth, this year.”

A card will be given to each employe
with the, distribution of pay checks on
July 15th, and a request made that it be
filled out immediateely. Employes will
be permitted to change their beneficiary,
and such beneficiary must, in every in-
stance be a dependent member of the
employe’s family. In the absence of a
named beneficiary, payment will be
made to the next of kin dependent upon
the employe—Ilike life insurance. In case
an employe should die before a benefic-
iary is named, the beneficary in that
case will be determined by the company
and the benefit paid as if régular form
had been followed.

The plan affects the 75,000 employes
of the Santa Fe System.

In the absence of statistics as to the
length of service, it is impossible to
state just how many employes are eligi-
ble at the present writing, but it safe to
assume that at least go percent, of the
men have had more han two years ser-
vice.

The company’s plan, in brief, is to pay
a benefit equal to 5 per cent of the sal-
ary earned by the employe during the
twelve months preceding death multi-
plid by the number of years of continu-
ous service, provided, that the maximum
amount to be so paid, shall be the wages
sarned by such empolye during the past
twelve months, but in no case to ex-
ceed $3,000.000. The minimum amount
to be paid is set at 0250.00, and any ben-
efit figuring less than that amount will
be automatically raised to $250.00.

The' Runnels County Democratic
Committee met Monday morning and
approved the ticket as made up and pre-
pared in copy form for the printers.

DETROIT, Mich., July 10.—Presi-
dent Wilson answered Theodore
Roosevelt in his late talk on the “Spirit
of Militarism” with a message of peace
at the Arcadia Hall here this morning.

All that .came from the hole was
pure oil, as there has been no water
in the hole since it was plugged
some . weeks ago, except what little the
workmen, have used in their operations.

The well will- flow every day after
this, or at least until the cléaning out
operations are finished. The fact that
thes casing was being re-set accounted
in some measure for the overflow, but
by no means all of it.

SEVEN MILES POLES
EADY FOR GABLES

The poles for the transmtssion‘lines
from Ballinger to Rowena have been

near the city. The crew of men, num-
bering about forty who have been ‘on
this job for the past couple of weeks,
fegan work at the crossing about three
( miles south of the city and worked to-
wards Rowe They reached Rowena
early this week, and are moving this
way and will begin. today or tomorrow
filling in the gap near this city. As
soon as this work is completed the cab-
les will be strung, and the work of wir-
ing the Rowena consumers will begin
and everything made ready to turn on
the current by early fall.

The work of building foundations for
engines, dynamos, etc., is well under
way at the ice plant where the mnew
machinery will be instailed, and where
the “juice” for the three towns of Row-
na, Ballinger and Winters will be gen-
erated, as well as for those adjacent to
the line and who live in the country,
and who want to take advantage of the
opportunity to hook on to the wire and
light their premises and operate their
machinery by electricity.

The work being carried on is first-
class. It is said by meh who are fam-
iliar with such matters that there are
no better cable lines for the transmis-
sion of electric current to be found
anywhere in Texas. The poles are first
class and the work is of the most sub-
stantial nature. We understand that
the system in Ballinger will be com-
pletely rebuilt.as soon as the two out-
side towns are connected, and the
plant will be practically a new one
when the work is completed. The work
of setting the poles for the line to Win-
ters will be started just as soon as the
Rowena lize is completed. The line to
the last name town traverses the Santa
Fe right' of way on the right hand side
trom this citv.. The Winters line will
probably follow the A. & S. To carry
on this work a crew of about forty men
will be given employment for the re-
mainder of this vear.

SMITH GIVEN 600D
~ HEARING AT QUEEN

o the issues between ludge

) { Abilene  candidate for con-

standpat republican, Congressman W. R.
Smith of Colorado City, candidate for
re-election from the 16th congressional
district, addressed approximately 150
people Tuesday morning in the Queen
I'heatre. A number of issues between
the two candidates, the principal one of
which was that concerning Blanton's
stand with reference to the tariff, were
discussed by Congressman Smih to a
crowd that was heartily in sympathy
with his candidacy.

The speaker was introduced by Judge
Jno. I. Guion, who declared that a
man’s record in Congress is not always
proven by the amount of boasting and
self-praise. Much constructive legisla-
tion, he said, is secured in the House by
quiet working.

“For twenty years, we must remem-
ber,” Judge Guion continued, “Con-
gress was controlled by the republicans.
During that time the democrat side of
the House was able to gain very few
pieces, of legislation. During the past
three years, however. more construc-
tive legislation calculated to improve the
condition of the greatest number has
been adopted than during the previous
twenty. And no democrat has done
more in bringing about this important
result than W. R. Smith.” :

More time was devoted by the speak-
er to the tariff differences between the
two candidates than to any other is-
sue in the congrssional campaign. How
ever, Judge Blanton’s anti-usury plank,
his solution of the Mexican trouble
and his provision for a military highway
extending from Brownsville to El Paso

The principal remarks of the speech
were preceded by references to the
campaign of two years ago when Blan-
ton made the race on a similar platform
to that advocated by him- now.

Judge Blanton's
Smith’s recommendation to
ressional committee for a post-
office at Ballinger and federal buildings
at Bl Paso, San Angelo and other cities
were offset bv the statement that .al-
vays he has had the interests of the peo-
ple in mind. Growing towns, he de-
clared, should be cared for as far as the
government is able by erecting buildings
meeting with the requirements nf pros-
perous communities,

“Why my opponent says my effort to
aid Ballinger, a growing and prosper-
ous town,” Congressman Smith said, is
pork barrel graft. Let me cite you to a
plank in Blanton’s platform that breath-
es with pork barrel graft. I refer to
his proposal to build a military highway
from Brownsville to El Paso. Just be-
fore leaving. Washington I asked Hugh
Scott, chief of staff of the army, his
opinion of Blanton’s highway. What
did that authority say. He said the road
would be impracticable, that the South-
ern Pacific railway that runs up and
down the Rio Grande fills all the re-
quirements of the ‘army. oppose
Blanton’s military highway and 1 al-
ways will as long as army officials who
ought to know tell me that such_g road
woulld be uskless. Such a road would
cost $15,000,000, enough to build 350 fed-
eral buildings. Yet, he tells you that I
have ulterior motives in advocating fed-
eral improvements in ' Ballinger and
other towns of this district.”

Blanton’s proposal for the sale of the
South’s cotton crop was scored when
the speaker declared that anytime the
matter of disposing of the crop is left in
the hands of Uncle Sam, that person
will sell it for the good of the greatest
number. Congressman Smith said that
Blanton’s proposal to allow the govern-
ment to supervise the sale of the crop
would result in lower prices for
staple and loss of independence of the
cotton-growing farmers. He cited the
fact that only eleven states in the
union raise cotton and less than one-
third of the congressmen are from cot-
ton states., What legislation beneficial
to the cotton growers could be passed
under those conditions? he asked.

The grappling problems brought about
by the Mexican trouble during the past
five years and the seriousness of the
matter especially to his constitutents re-
siding on the Rio Grande and Judge
Blanton’s proposal to settle the whole
trouble were discussed. Mr. Smith de-
clared that no other congressman was
more acute to the situation that he him
self. He said he was the first person in
the House following the Columbus raid,
to request that United States troops be
sent in pursuit of the “midnight mur-
derers’ to capture or kill them.

“My opponent says ne has a solution
to the troublesome Mexican question,”
the speaker continued. “What would he
do? He proposes to purchase the north
ern Mexican states, give them sufficient
money to establish a staple government
—one which would be on a sound fin-
ancial basis. What do the Mexicans
care about placing their government on
a sound financial basis or settling their
debts? The Mexican constitution says
that no part of their country can be
sold.

(By One of the Tourists)

I rode on an automobile tour of 300 miles Saturday
and never left Dallas County. I witnessed a six-cylinder
touring car go the 300 miles at an average speed of 28.56
miles each hour and use an average of one gallon of gas-
oline to every 21.8 miles- Its engine never stopped turn-
