've t each year. These losses 
are due to excessive split 
kernels, l o o s e  s h e l l e d  
kernels and foreign m aterial. 
The combined losses due to 
these deductions am ounted to 
over S130.000.09 for Eastland 
County producers alone.

There a re  a num ber of 
causes for these losses. Some 
of the mam ones a re  exces­
sively fast combine field 
speed, excessive combine cy­
linder speed, im proper com ­
bine adjustm ents, rough hand­
ling and w alking on loose or 
bagged peanuts, a lternate  rain 
and partia l curing in the field, 
and high air tem perature in 
the field while peam its a re  
curing. Not much can be done 
about the last two items but 
much can be done about the 
others.

Information supplied by 
some 25.000 Texas farm ers 
and ranchers will become the 
basis for the field official 
crop production estim ates for 
each county and the State.
