Small Businesses 
In Line For Refunds

S*ate Comptroller Bob 
Bullock said Thursday that 
16,000 small business cor­
porations in Texas are in 
line for refunds ranging 
from $10 to $450 because 
they overpaid their corpor­
ate franchise taxes last 
year.

“ A refund on taxes ov­
erpaid is just as important 
to us as a due bill on taxes 
underpaid,” Bullock said 
of the refunds to small 
corporations who filed the 
franchise “ long form” 
when the “ shorty form” 
would have saved them 
money.

The businesses were id­
entified by computer pro­
grams developed by Bull­
ock’s office to spot over­

payments as well as tax 
delinquents.

A corporation with less 
than $1 million in assets 
that does 90 to 100 percent 
of its business in Texas is 
eligible to file the shorter 
return. However, the law 
requires that copies of a ' 
federal income tax return 
accompany the state short 
form.

Although these smallest 
corporations account for 18 
percent of the 165,000 
firms that pay the Texas 
franchise tax, they produc­
ed only about one percent 
of ther $417.4 million the 
state received from this 
form in 1981.

“ The short form is far 
easier for the taxpayer to

complete and cheaper for 
us to process,” Bullock 
said. ‘After we show these 
companies how much they 
can save by using it, we 
expect more of them to 
take advantage of it next 
time they pay their taxes.”

The Comptroller's Busi­
ness Tax Division will re- 
figure the companies’ tax­
es and issue refunds.

A total of $13 million, 
almost a dollar per Texas • 
man, woman and child • 
was spent just to pick up 
trash along the state's

Cont. from Page J 
stnctions could encourage 
participation. Charles 
Bragg of the National Cot­
ton Council stated that the 
USDA’s announcement re­
cently of a 7.67 cent de­
ficiency pavment for 1981 
will also enter into a pro­
ducer’s decision of par­
ticipation.

Growers who do not par­
ticipate in the acreage re­
duction program will not 
be eligible for 1982 defi- 
.ciency payments. If such 
payments should be re­
quired. These 1981 defi­
ciency payments would be 
the first such payments 
made to cotton producers 
since the inception of the 
target price program. 
These payments are re­
quired when the average 
calendar year cash price 
for cotton falls below that 
year’s target price. The 
target price for 1981 was 
70.87 cents. Thus, this 
payment must equal the 
difference between the av­
erage weighted price and 
the target price.

In an American Agricul­
ture Movement meeting in 
Plainview Thursday night, 
Ted Godfrey, National 
Marketing committeeman, 
urged all farmers to com­
ply with the proposed set- 
aside program. Godfrey 
further stated that a de­
crease of inventory will be 
necessary before an incre­
ase in prices to the farmer 
is available.

In Low Set-Aside
WASHINGTON--U. S. 

Rep. Kent Hance express­
es disappointment Friday 
with the "too low" set- 
aside program announced 
by the Department of Ag­
riculture on feed grains, 
wheat, rice and cotton.

Secretary of Agriculture 
John Block Friday announ­
ced a voluntary set-aside of 
15 percent for cotton, rice 
and wheat and 10 p&cent 
for feedgrains. Farmers 
who already have wheat 
acres planted will be al­
lowed to graze that 15 
percent and still participate 
in the program.

"W e needed at least a 
25 percent mandatory set- 
aside with a substantial 
increase in loan rates to 
encourage participation in 
the program,” said Hance. 
"The farmers of this nation 
are suffering from depres­
sed commodity prices and 
a large inventory of grain 
and cotton due in part to 
the Russian grain embargo 
of 1978. Coupled with the 
failure of the government 
to implement a farm pro­
gram that will guarantee 
an adequate supply of food
and fiber for the nation and

Cotton Classing Totals 
Pass Two Million

About 214,000 samples 
were classed at Lubbock 
during the week ended 
January 28, according to 
Mack Bennett, Area Direc­
tor for USDA’s Marketing 
Services Office at Lubbock. 
This brought the season’s 
total to 2,144,000, well past 
the record for one season’s 
classing total at one office. 
The previous record was 
1,805,000 set in 1962. also 
at Lubbock, Bennett said.

The night shift was ter­
minated Thursday after ten 
weeks of operation. Out-of- 
town cotton classers were 
returned to their homes all 
across the cotton belt.

About 13 percent was 
grade 42, 42 percent was 
grade 52 and 25 percent 
was grade 52 during the 
week.

Seven percent was classed 
below grade.

Staples were 12 percent 
staple 29, 37 percent staple

COLLEGE STATION — 
Recombinant DNA, a practice 
more commonly known as 
“cloning” or “genetic engineer­
ing,” is under study by Texas 
AfitM University veterinary 
scientists to determine if it can 
produce healthier, heftier 
cattle.

Dr. James Womack, a genet­
icist, and Dr. Duane Kraemer, 
a pioneer in embryo transfer 
studies, are about to begin ex­
ploratory tests with cattle re­
garding the insertion of genetic 
material from one strain of 
mammal to the embryo of 
another.

“This study will concentrate 
on adapting microinjection and 
cell nuclei fusion techniques 
already developed in mice to 
cattle ova,” said Kraemer, who 
will oversee microinjection 
work on the study.

Government Fiddles While Texas Burns
Texas Municipal Lea­

gue President Alan 
Herry today announced 
the formation of a state­
wide task force of may­
ors to develop plans for 
meeting Texas’ long 
range water resource 
needs.

The task force is com­
prised of 50 city officials 
representing communi­
ties of every size 
throughout the state.

Henry, who is mayor 
pro tern of Lubbock, said 
the panel would look at 
two inter-related factors 
-water supply and sew­
age treatment-that will 
determine whether Tex­
as cities will continue to 
grow during the 1990s

and beyond.
"Our cities and towns 

face many different 
challenges,” Henry 
said, “ but none is of 
higher priority than wa­
ter resources. Without 
sufficient water supplies 
and adequate means for 
disposing of sewage our 
cities will inevitably wi­
ther; it's that simple.”

According to Henry, 
Texas’ water-related 
problems extend to ev­
ery part of the state -- 
ranging from water 
shortages in West Texas 
to overloaded sewer 
systems in North Texas. 
“ Though varied in 
form,” Henry observed, 
“ these state-wide prob­

lems share one common 
denominator: a growing 
urgency.”

Henry said that solv 
ing the state’s water- 
related problems will 
require the expenditure 
of at least S50 billion, 
and perhaps as much as 
$105 billion, between 
now and the year 2030.

“ The required sums 
are staggering,” Henry 
noted, “ and they are far 
beyond the ability of 
local governments-and 
local taxpayers-to pro­
vide without state 
help.” What is needed, 
Henry said, is a finan­
cing plan that would use 
the resources of the 
state to alleviate the fts-

Bankers Address Financial 
Survival of Farmers

Texas agricultural pro­
ducers are groping for sur­
vival in an unsettled eco­
nomic climate, and they 
must depend heavily on 
their bankers and lenders 
as partners in the struggle. 
Rural banks are also fight­
ing for survival.

At times like these, 
those who provide operat­
ing capital for farmers and 
ranchers must stay abreast 
of changing situations. 
And, that’s the purpose of 
the 30th Texas Farm and 
Ranch Credit Conference 
for Commercial Bankers at 
Texas A&M University on 
March 1-3.

Furthermore, bankers 
and lenders will have an 
opportunity for in-depth 
training in agricultural 
credit during a three-day 
workshop following the 
conference.

“ A major segment of the 
conference will be devoted 
to discussions about, bank 
holding companies, includ­
ing pros and cons, pricing 
and tax considerations, 
management philosophy 
and personnel policy, and 
how to compete with a 
holding company,” points 
out Dr. Bud Schwart. Sch- 
wart is a dairy marketing 
economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Serive, Texas A&M Uni­
versity System, which is 
sponsoring the annual con­
ference.

“ More and more city 
bank holding companies 
are incorporating rural 
banks into the holding 
company system,” adds 
Schwart, “ So there is an 
acute need for credit offi­
cers and b ank executives

to become more familiar 
with the risks, needs and 
opportunities in production 
agriculture.”

Headlining the confer­
ence will be U. S. Con­
gressman Tom Loeffler of 
Kerrville and Phil Gramm 
of College Station. Loeffler 
will discuss “ Banking -  
Now and Future" while 
Gramm will give an over­
view of the nation’s eco­
nomy.

Those attending the 
conference will also hear 
about “ Texas Agriculture 
in the ’80s” from Reagan 
Brown, Texas Commiss­
ioner of Agriculture, and 
about “ The Implication of 
National Farm Policy for 
Texas” from Dr. Ron 
Knutson, Extension econo­
mist in marketing and pol­
icy.

A session on “ Recog­
nizing and Managing Pro­
blem Farm Loans” and 
discussions on the special 
requirements of crop, live­
stock, dairy and farm e- 
quipment loans will also be 
featured.

Because many agricul­
tural landowners have wit­
nessed increased oil and 
gas activity, a discussion 
also deals with "Oil and 
Gas Leasing Hints.”

Discussions on the out­
look for rice, dairy pro­
ducts, soybeans, grain, 
cotton, sheep, hogs and 
cattle will give bankers and 
loan officials an up-to-date 
perspective of the major 
agricultural commodities, 
says Schwart.

Bankers and lending of­
ficials taking part in the 
agricultural credit work­
shop will be involved in

Henry said the mis­
sion of the new TML 
task force would be to 
develop a water resour­
ces package for presen­
tation to the 1983 Texas 
Legislature.

Also, the TML pro­
posal would identify the 
specific kinds of projects 
that would be eligible 
for state financial assis­
tance if it is approved by 
the 1983 legislature.

Henry said the TML 
panel would work with 
members of the legisla­
ture, environmental 
groups and other inter­
ested organizations in 
developing a proposal 
capable of passing mus­
ter with both the legis­
lature and Texas voters. 
Representatives of sev­
eral groups, including

county officials and en­
vironmentalists, had al­
ready contacted the 
TML and expressed 
their interest in formu- 
lating a new water re­
sources plan, Henry ad­
ded.

He said the member­
ship of TML was dis­
appointed by the defeat 
of a similar water re­
sources plan by Texas 
voters last November 3, 
adding that the election 
was “ a valuable learn­
ing experience.”

"The election plainly 
showed that Texas vot­
ers will not approve a 
water financing plan 
that lacks specifics,” 
Henry said.

"It will be our task to 
develop a plan that ad­
vises the taxpaying pub­
lic of exactly what they 
will be getting for their 
do!!ars--and then to 
publicize the plan to 
generate the public sup­
port necessary to pass 
it,” Henry said.
