Teams Conclude 
Regular Play

Crops, animals and people 
have all wilted in one of the 
longest recorded heat 
waves in Texas’ history. 

Dailey, the temperatures 
are reaching 100 degrees 
and above, and during the 
last few days, the humidity 
had added to the woes of 
the heat wave.

But, it’s no reason for 
farmers and ranchers to 
reach for the panic button, 
agree two Texas Tech Uni­
versity professors and a 
meterologist at the National 
Weather Service Office in 
Lubbock.
‘‘The quality of the range- 

land is going down, but 
there’s nothing critical 
yet,' Dr. Donald F. Burz- 
laff. chairman of the De­
partment of Range and 
Wildlife Management, said 
Monday as temperatures 
again soared to the century 
mark.
Most rangeland “ got a 

reasonably good start this 
year’’ and matured early, 
'he said. But continued dry 
weather created low-quality 
forage. This caused declin­
ing weight gains for cattle, 
down from a normal one 

and one half pounds per 
day to about three quarters 
of a pound, he said.

If the heat wave were to 
continue for a couple more 
weeks, Burzlaff said, cattle 
would require supplemen­
tal feed or would be mar­
keted early. An early break 
in the heat wave would 
produce “ no noticeable 
loss” in weight gain, he 
added.
Jim Irwin, Assistant Ex­

tension Agent for Bailey 
County, agreed with Dr. 
Burzlaff on what is hap­
pening in this county. Irwin 
said Friday that range con­
ditions in this county are 
fair to poor. “ We are 
extremely dry,” he com­
mented and added, “ the 
quality of forage is very 
poor. However, in some 
places we have a lot of 
shinnery, and this makes 
something green for the 
cattle to eat.”

Cotton is enjoying the very
hot weather where it is 
irrigated, added Irwin. 
Where the dryland cotton 
has been planted, some of 
the small plants are begin­
ning to wilt. If moisture is 
received within the next 
week to 10 days, the cotton 
will really take off and 
grow, believes the assistant 
county agent.
He also warned that some 

corn is beginning to show 
white leaves. Irwin ex­
plained this condition as 
being that com is growing 
rapidly, it is pulling the 
water and nitrogen out of 
the leaves at the tip, and is 
making nitrogen salt at the 
tip of the leaves, which is 
bleaching them out and 
killing the tips.

Most com has grown a 
t"Ot to a foot and a half 

ring the past week, and 
vwin said if the conditions 
continue, it will severely 
cut down on corn ears, as 
the part of ♦*»« cr"m 'vnng 
affected is the growing 
part.
Heads won't form if the 

dry weather continues, ad­
ded the assistant county 
agent. What is needed for 
corn is cool, humid weather 
where water is not being 
pulled out of the tips of the 
leaves. If they can go back 
to natural growing, they 
will be all right, he said, 

Irwin also said the broom- 
weed. an annual plant 
which tolerates a lot of heat 
and dry conditions is 
“ looking pretty sick” and 
said buffalo grass needs a 
drink of water.
At Texas Tech, Dr. Dwane 

G. Miller, chairman of the 
Department of Plant and 
Soil Science, said cotton is 
better able to withstand a 
continued heat wave more 
than either com or 
sorghum.
“ So far, crops are not 

hurting too much," he said. 
Irrigated crops would fare 
better than dryland crops 
during a prolonged dry 
spell,” he added.

AUSTIN—Seeking 40,000 
signatures needed by July 4 
to put his name on the Texas 
presidential ballot, Illinois 
Congressman John Anderson 
brought his independent pres­
idential campaign to Austin 
last week.

Anderson supporters in 
this state say he is going to 
make the deadline and is 
gaining support. Following 
the gathering of the signa­
tures, Anderson it sure to 
face a tough fight validat­
ing them. Attorney General 
Mark White and Texas Sec­
retary of State George Strake 
have issued conflicting rul­
ings regarding who is eligible 
'o sign the petition.

During his speech Thurs­
day, Anderson blasted both 
opponents. President Jimmy 
Carter and Ronald Reagan, 
and outlined his energy solu­
tions—under blue skies and 
100 degrees heat.

—He would levy a 50 cent 
per gallon tax on gasoline, 
and give half the revenues to 
cut Social Security taxes.

—He would delay build­
ing nuclear power plants un­
til their operation and waste 
disposal systems are proven 
safe.

—He would stress con­
servation and development 
of alternate energies, espe­
cially solar power.

Governors Confer
Governor Bill Clements 

addressed the opening ses­
sion of the ten-member Gov­
ernors Border Conference in 
El Paso, and told statehouse 
heads from Mexico and New 
Mexico, Arizona and Cali­
fornia that illegal aliens 
should be registered and, in 
effect, legalized.

Emphasizing he is opposed 
to the harsh bracero pro­
gram of the 1940s, Clements 
said he nevertheless supports 
a program to allow Mexican 
nationals to enter and work 
in the U.S.

Clements said he had the 
backing of the three other 
U.S. governors involved, but

former radical Tom Hayden, 
representing California’s

Gov. Jerry Brown, said the 
others were opposed to Clem­
ents’ proposals and had been 
for a year. The Arizona gov- 
ernor was unavailable for 
comment; the New Mexico 
governor was uncommittal 
on Clements plan.

Lewis, Bryant
The race for speaker of 

the Texas House of Repre­
sentatives took a few turns 
around the track during the 
recent Republican and Dem­
ocratic party conventions.

Fort Worth Rep. Gib 
Lewis, a Democrat, visited 
the Republican convention, 
apparently seeking pledges, 
and took some mild raps 
from movers and shakers in 
his own party.

Dallas Rep. John Bryant, 
Lewis’ main opponent, failed 
to rally the Democrats be­
hind his candidacy, but aired 
a half-hour television adver­
tisement in some parts of the 
state to take his bid “to the 
people.’’

Higher College Tnitioa?
As January and the next 

legislative session approach, 
more and more issues are 
floated out like weather bal­
loons to see which way the 
wind is blowing.

Last week a special com­
mittee on higher education 
finance recommended that 
tuitions be doubled for un­
dergraduate and graduate 
students, with even larger 
increases for medical and
dental school students.

Galveston State Sen. A. R. 
Schwartz responded the next 
day that backers of the tui­
tion hike can count on a stiff 
fight from him.

Schwartz said the hike re­
flects the prevailing Texas 
philosophy: "tax anybody 
who doesn’t have a lobby 
representing them in the Leg­
islature.”

Frets Shield Law
The House Judiciary Com­

mittee last week recom­
mended new protections for 
press freedom in Texas:

—Adoption of a shield 
law giving reporters the right 
to protect the identity of 
news sources.

—Courtroom access for 
television cameras and tape 
recorders in certain proceed­
ings.

—Attorneys fees for per­
sons who successfully en­
force open meetings and 
open records laws.

The Governor
Clements' impatience with 

the slowness in reducing the 
number of state employees, 
one of his key campaign 
promises two years ago, was 
manifested last week. Agen­
cy heads were notified to in­
crease their efforts to reduce 
their staffs.

Clements will head up the 
Texas presidential campaign 
for Reagan, who plans to 
spend some $2 million 
stumping in this state.

Most 
recently this Court was 
appropriated a budget of ap­
proximately one-third of 
one percent of the total 
amount of monies ap­
propriated by the Leg­
islature for the present 
biennium. This is a com­
paratively small amount of 
investment for the 
numerous tasks performed 
by the Supreme Court.

Duties for which the 
Court is responsible include 
promulgating rules of civil 
procedure, rules of ad­
ministration for the judicial 
system, rules of procedure 
for the Commission on 
Judicial Conduct; equalizing 
dockets in the 14 Courts of 
Civil Appeals; overseeing 
the State Bar and the 
licensing of new attorneys; 
and, of course, writing 
opinions on individual cases.

The work done by this 
judicial body has increased 
during the last few years at 
an unprecedented rate due 
primarily to the increased 
number of cases. While the 
Justices write all of the 
increasing number of 
opinions, they need an 
increased staff of attorneys 
to research past cases and 
write briefs on such cases. 
Furthermore, the increased 
work load puts a strain on 
the available facilities and 
equipment necessary to per­
form these du ties '

Thus far the Court has 
managed to keep up with 
the duties assigned them. 
However, 1 feel it is now 
time to conduct a com­
prehensive review of this 
Court to determine what 
increased support services 
are needed and to recom­
mend appropriate funding 
for them. Therefore, the 
House Committee on 
Judicial Affairs has been 
charged to undertake this 
review.

We cannot afford to per­
mit our highest Court to ac­
cumulate a huge backlog of 
cases. We must see to it 
that the 6upreme Court can

Farmers and ranchers are 
suffering from an old and 
persistent ailment -- the 
cost-price squeeze.

Net agricultural income in 
Texas is expected to decline 
to about SI billion this year 
despite higher cash re­
ceipts, points out Dr. Carl 
Anderson, economist in 
marketing with the Texas 
Agricultural Extention Ser­
vice, Texas A & M Uni­
versity System. That would 
put it at the 1978 level. 
Cotton growers, cow-calf 

operators, sheepmen and 
dairy farmers will likely fair 
somewhat better than 
wheat, milo, corn and soy­
bean famers, swine pro­
ducers and poultrvmen, 
speculates the economist. 
Anderson foresees pro­

duction costs this year 
jumping up around 12 per­
cent, with fuel, fertilizer 
and interest expenses leap­
ing much higher. Although 
this rise trails last year’s 
big jump, cash receipts 
may increase only 4 to 6 
percent. With the cost of 
pumping water skyrocket­
ing, Texas farmers will be 
especially hard hit since 
production from irrigated 
farms represents about 60 
percent of the state’s total 
crop sales.
While money is generally 

available for farmers to 
borrow, the greatest con­

cern is the cost of that 
money and the income that 
it might generate, says 
Anderson. With the current

cost-price squeeze, farmers 
and ranchers will be hard- 
pressed to repay high-cost 
loans.
All this is putting a grow­

ing number of agricultural
operators in financial stress 
particularly young farmers 
and those depending heav­
ily on credit capital to run 
their farming business.
It's also changing the 

financial potential of oper­
ators using a lot of credit 
compared with more con­
servative farmers that de­
pend less on credit and 
more on debt-free capital. 
When the rate of inflation 
exceeds the cost of money, 
it generally pays to borrow 
money to expand your op­
eration.

Inflation boosts the net 
worth of assets which helps 
support weak cash flow 
statements. But interest 
rates higher than inflation 
shifts the financial situation 
in favor of the operator with 
a large proportion of equity 
in his business and little 
debt.
The cost-price squeeze 

places a premium on finan­
cial management skills of 
farmers, contends the e- 
conomist. Some operators 
will reduce their depen­
dence upon credit capital to 
minimize financial risk by 
reducing replacement live­
stock and machinery pur­
chases. Farm expansion 
will also slow down and 
marginal cropland may re­
vert to grassland for graz- 
ing livestock.

High cost of money tends 
to cut down on cash leasing 
agreements and increases 
crop-share renting ar­
rangements. adds Ander­
son. However, prolonged 
inflation strongly favors 
landowners relative to ten­
ant operators. Farming sy­
stems using the amount 
of inputs for maximum 
returns and minimum til­
lage practices gain more 
rapid acceptance.

Getting more beef per 
acre -- that’s the goal of 
every cattleman. So how do 
1300 pounds per acre a year 
on dryland pasture strike 
your fancy? With intensive 
management, it can be 
done.
A year-round pasture de­

monstration program con­
ducted by the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service 
the past year on the Walter 
Krause farm at Olivia in 
Calhoun County shows that 
effective use of both sum­
mer and winter annual 
pastures can give a big 
boost to beef gains.
Krause got exactly 1298 

pounds of grain per acre 
over a 14-month period -- 
610 pounds from sudan 
grazing in the spring and 
summer of 1979 and 688 
pounds from grazing a 
mixture of wheat, ryegrass 
and an experimental grass 
during last winter and this 
spring.
The demonstration in­

volved two one-acre pas­
tures that were used in 
a rotation grazing system, 
points out Don Dorsett,

area forage specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service. The de- 

, monstration was conducted 
in cooperation with Cal­
houn County Extension A- 
gent Gilbert Heidman.
“ These results indicate 

that we can reach a high 
level of productivity
through intense manage­
ment of pastures,” points 
out Dorsett.
To begin the demonstra­

tion, Krause planted Hay 
Grazer about mid-April last 
year at the rate of 50 
pounds of seed per acre. He 
applied 550 pounds of 
14-16-14 fertilzer per acre 
and later topdressed with 
100 pounds of 21 percent 
nitrogen. Krause grazed 
two steers and seven 
heifers on the pasture from 
April 20 to August 17 
during which time they 
gained 1220 pounds or 610 
pounds per acre.

Krause then planted 
wheat and ryegrass in Sep­
tember and applied 400 
pounds of 12-24-12 fertili­
zer per acre. He topdressed 
the pastures with 200 
pounds of 21 percent ni­
trogen in early November. 
Nine steers and heifers 
grazed the pasture from 
December 20 to April 30 of 
this year, recording a 
weight gain of 1376 pounds 
or 688 pounds per acre. 
During this period Krause 
fed 26 bales of coastal 
bermudagrass hay to pro­
vide a supplemental source 
of filler.

"Through a system of 
rotation grazing, each of 
the two pastures got peri­
odic rest that enabled re- 
growth," explains Dorsett. 
“ This enabled the good 
gains.”
“ This type of grazing 

system offers high quality 
forage for both small and

large cattle producers,” 
notes Dorsett. “ Since both 
summer and winter pas­
tures are annuals, they will 
normally be high in both 
protein and digestibility for 
grazing purposes. Calves 
need this type of forage 
because of their underde­
veloped digestive tracts. 
Also, such forage is ideal 
for heifers that have calved 
and need to be on a high 
level of nutrition for re- 
breeding.”
Intense management of

small pastures can provide 
high quality grazing for 
livestock at critical times 
during the year. More work 
is being planned with this 
demonstration to increase 
the number of pastures as 
well as to use staggered 
planting dates of different 
annual forages for year­
long grazing.

Cattle Feeders Report 
June Very Slow Month

AUSTIN--Texas cattle 
feeders, who arc the nation's 
largest suppliers of choice 
beef, have reported one of the 
slow est m onths ^ince 
October 1977, according to 
Agriculture Commissioner 
Reagan V. Brown.

As of June I, Brown said, 
there were 1.600.000 head of 
cattle and calves on feed for 
slaughter in Texas. This was 5 
percent below a year ago. and 
was the lowest monthly total 
since October I, 1977, with 
the exception of last month.

Six other major cattle

feeding states also reported a 
decline. As of June I, there 
were 6.85 million “head of 
cattle on feed in these states. 
This was the lowest in five 
years, the Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service 
said in its recent report.

“When cattle supplies are 
down, as they are now, it is 
not unusual for beef prices to 
go u p ,"  sard Brown. 
"However, for a variety of 
reasons, beef prices on the 
average are lower than a year 
ago.”

The National Cattlemen’s

Association, in a monthly 
survey of beef prices in 19 
cities, reported that as of May 
10. American consumers were 
paying about 15 cents a pound 
less for beef than a year ago. 
Average prices in these cities 
fo five basic cuts of beef was 
42.33 per pound, compared to 
>2.48 a pound in 1979

WASHINGTON -  The 

Bell Telephone System said 
that it had raised its inter­
state long-distance phone 
rates by 5.1 percent. The 
increase is the first in four 
years for interstate phone 
calls.

Numbers Up 
for Sheep*
Lambs 
on Feed
AUSTIN-Some 117.000 

sheep and lambs were re­
ported on feed for slaughter as 
of June I in Texas, notes Agri­
cu ltu re  C om m issioner 
Reagan V. Brown.

This figure is 34 pcrcern 
above a year ago and 5 
percent more than the 
placement figure for May 
1980, according to the Texas 
Crop and Livestock Report­
ing Service surveys.

The large increase in 
placements and marketings 
over last year is due to 
drought conditions in 1979

which forced ranchers to 
move their stock into feedlots 
much earlier than usual. 
Brown said.

In May 51.000 sheep and 
lambs were sold for slaughter, 
51 percent more than in May 
1980.

Current marketing inten­
tions for the 117.000 head on 
feed a re 48.000 i n J u ne; 33.00 
in July; 27.000 in August.anl 
9,000 at a later date. More 
sheep and lambs areexpeeted 
to be placed on feed and 
marketed during July and 
August.
