- Alcoholic Not All Alike Says
s Professor At Texas Tech

Treatment For Children’s Fevers
Overdoses Can Be Dangerous

Not all alcoholics are
alike, says an assistant
_professor of Texas Tech
" University Health Sciences
Center (TTUHSC) Depart-
ment of Psychiatry.

“For example, some
people may have a genetic
predisposition to alcohol-
ism; in others, it may be a
learned behavior; and in a
third group, there may be

underlying medical
causes,’”’ said ‘Rudy Arre-
dondo, Ed.D., assistant
professor of psychiatry,

TTUHSC, and chairman of
the Regional Alcohol A-
buse Advisory Committee,

South Plains Association of

Governments (SPAG).

Arredondo will discuss
various types of alcoholics
and methods of treatment
for each, at the Third
Annual Conference on Al-
cohol Abuse, ‘‘Stop, Look,
Listen’’ May 11-12. The
conference will be held at
the Lubbock Memorial Ci-
vic Center,

The conference is de-
signed to provide parents,
teachers, clergy, counsel-
ors, social workers, crimi-
nal justice professionals
and health care - profes-
sionals with current as-
sessment, intervention and
freatment methods of alco-
hol abuse and other chem-
ical dependencies.

Sixteen workshops will
cover topics including al-
coholism and the family--
the effects of family re-
lationships on alcoholics
and what families can do to
help an alcoholic member
overcome his or her de-
pendency; sex role pres-
sures women face today;
educating and preventing
children from becoming al-
coholics; the extent of al-
coholism in Texas; and
misuse of alcohol and other
drugs.

Keynote speakers of the

The aspirin substitute
acetaminophen, a compo-
nent of such medicines as
Tylenol, Liquiprin and
Tempra, is a preferred
treatment for children’s
fevers, but overdoses can
be dangerous, says Baylor
College of Medicine pe-
diatrician Martin Lorin,
M.D.

Lorin, associate profes-
sor of pediatrics, empha-
sized that while acetami-
nophen is considered by
many pediatricians to be
safer than aspirin when
used in correct dosage,
caution is needed, especi-
ally to prevent children
from accidentally swallow-
ing the contents of an
entire bottle. He is urging
that labels on acetamino-
phen bottles be rewritten
to warn parents of the
dangers of acetaminophen
overdosage.

A study by Lorin and
three colleagues found that
parents are often unaware

gastic ulcers, aggravate
asthma and interfere with
water balance in the body.
Acetaminophen, on the
other hand, has almost no
side effects when used in
correct dosage and has
minimal side effects even
with moderate dosage.”

But when ingested in
excessively large amounts,
acetaminophen can cause
liver failure, he said.

“In fact, a massive
overdose of acetaminophen
can actually be more dan-
gerous than aspirin over-
dose because liver failure
is very difficult to treat,”
Lorin said.

The Bailey study, con-
ducted among 249 Spanish-
and English-speaking par-
ents of patients at a Harris
County health clinic and at
a private pediatric clinic,
indicated that more than 80
percent of the parents rea-
lized aspirin overdose can
cause death, but only a-
bout half knew the danger

dosage instructions on as-
pirin and acetaminophen
bottles. Lorin said for this
reason labeling for both
medications needs to be
studied carefully.

Aspririn labeling was
changed after a 1978 re-

. commendation of the US

Food and Drug Adminis-
tration because of earlier
findings showing that as-
pirin dosages were actually
some age
groups and too high for
others.

Similar revision of ace-
taminophen labels should
be considered, according to
Lorin.

‘““Acetaminophen labels
should carry a warning in
regard to both excessive
dosage and accidental in-
gestions and should be
available in Spanish and

English,”” Lorin said.

One prominent citizen
who is a veteran expressed
the feeling that ‘‘when it
comes down to the bottom
line, when and if the need
arises, we will see many of
our American youth front
and center for ‘God’, Mot-
her and Country."’

Some say patriotism is a
thing of the pas -- dead --
gone. Other local veterans
refute this idea by words
and most of all by deeds.

old fashioned Americans
believe they will come
through with shining
colors; doing what has to
be done, as their fathers
and grand fathers before
them."’

Judge Williams express-
ed the hope that ““On this
special day, let us all give
thanks for the good things
we do have, instead of
lamenting the fact that we
don't have more. Let us be
proud of our country, our
people and especially our

heritage.”* He further stat-
e; "'l hope that Memorial
Day will be observed in a
dignified way with a deep
appreciation for the great
and good land that we have
inherited; and with a firm
determination to preserve
it.”’

the Board. We were not
looking for thanks, nor did
we expect any. We enjoyed
working for the ultimate
goal that we have come to
realize."

A large palcque was also
presented which will hang
in the lobby of the hsopital
with each board member’s
name and dates of service
inscribed.

After the appreciation
ceremony, guest and board
members were given a tour
of new hospital facilities.
The most impressive and
updated of these is a Diog-
nostic Ultra Sound Mach-
ine, more commonly known
as a '‘Sono”’. This new
innovation for the West
Plains Medical Center was
demonstrated by Dr. Bruce
Purdy and Dr. Gary Albert-
son.

In explaining the proce-
dures used and what possi-
bities the machine has in
the diognostic field, Purdy
stated that ‘‘when examin-
ing expectant mothers or
one who possibly might be
Jpregnant, the new equip-
ment can cometimes be a
lifesaver. Pregnancy may
be detected as early as 4 to
S weeks; tubular pregnanc-
ies are detectable with the
Sono. With this equipment
we can detect a lot of
possible complications and
act upon them before they
become emergencies, We
can detect movement of
the fetus before the mother
can feel it; we can see
babies sucking their
thumbs and moving around
inside the womb. Sex of
the unborn child can also
be determined sometim-
es.’

The doctors used on of
the board members to de-
monstrate how internal
problems with organs such
as the gall bladder, pancr-
eas and blood clots can be
detected. The Ultra Sound
machine may also be used
for detection of masses in
the breast or clots in the
veins, ‘‘This is  strictly
sound waves and no radiat-
ion is involved.”” Whereas,
people of the community
formerly had to travel to
Lubbock or Clovis for this
type of service, we can
perform it right here and if
there is a problem, get to it
immediately,”’ said Purdy.

Other equipment shown
was the new  computer
which is hoped will compl-
etely update the hospital’s
billing and cash flow sys-
tem, said Dan Powers, who
is associated with the hosp-
ital in the position of cons-
ultant. Powers resides in
Brownfield and is consul-
tant for several other hosp-
itals, traveling to them
when needed as well as on
a scheduled basis. Powers
also commeded Larry Cal-
vert for his new administr-
ation and the things that
had been  accomplished
since his tenure.

Deep moisture on the High Plains is the best seen by
cotton producers in years. Adequate planting moisture
is in place almost everywhere. The temperature is
right, and even the merciless winds that so often
hamper planting operations on the Plains have been
conspicuously absent, at least to this point.

All of which is contributing to an air of optimism
seldom if ever exceeded in area cotton circles.

There's still the ever present threats of future sand-
storms, hailstorms, another hot dry summer or an ear-
ly freeze, any or all of which could quickly turn high ex-
pectations into bitter disappointment.

And then there's the not-so-common but no less
ominous bollworm that over the past three years has
steadily widened his sphere of activity on the Plains —
and of which warning signs already are beginning to

-

surface in 1981.

“There’s no way to predict with any certainty what
the worm situation will be later this year,” says Dr.
Don Rummel, Research Entomologist at the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station, Lubbock, ‘“‘because
we have nd background resédfch with which to com-

“iite WHAT'WE afé SBRINE now: "« ey
"Rummel is just this year getting a bollworm
research project underway, and when he says ‘“‘what
we are seeing now’’ he refers to the average of 461
bollworm moths caught in each of 38 pheromone traps
during the week of April 26 through May 2. The traps
are scattered over six counties from Patricia in
Dawson County on the South to Northeast Floyd
County. The traps were set about mid-April and began

showing results immediately.

“We don’t have any way to know just how unusual
these numbers may be,” Rummel admits, “‘but the
numbers are large enough at this early date to let us
know we’ll need to be wide awake as the season pro-
gresses, especially as cotton enters the blooming

stage.”

Rummel began his research this year with a one-shot
infusion of funds from the Boll Weevil Control Pro-
gram administered by a committe of Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc., Lubbock. Supplemental funding for this
year's work and funds to continue the project in future

years are being sought from Cotton Incorporated and
other entities with a high stake in the area’s cotton
economy, including the State Legislature.

Original objectives of the research, according to
PCG Field Service Director Ed Dean, are to learn ex-
actly what effect agro-ecosystems changes of recent
years on the Plains have had on both beneficial and
destructive insects; what natural bollworm enemies in
the area are most effective; whether overwintering or
in-migration is most responsible for the increased in-
sect load, and what wild plants are major hosts for

bollworms.

Reagan Stands Firm

On Firearms Issue

President Ronald
Reagan pledged his full
support to American gun
owners and promised to

support  efforts which
would reform the gun con-
trol act of 1968.

The President’s commit-
ment was voiced by his
deputy counselor, Rear
Admiral Robert M. Garrick
USNR (Ret.), keynote
speaker at the National
Rifle Association’'s 110th
Annual Meeting, held May
1-§ in Denver, Colorado.

““The President’s philo-
sophy on the 1968 Gun
Control Act is exactly the
same as yours,” Admiral
Garrick told the assembly,
“he is a member of the
NRA."”

Admiral Garrick said
that the President suppor-
ted the McClure-Volkmer
Bill, designed to correct
certain areas of the Gun
Control Act which have al-
legedly been used to vio-
late gun owners’ civil
liberties. The McClure-
Volkmer Bill, which was
introduced in both Houses

of Congress on April 29,
will also shift the enforce-
ment emphasis of the
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco
and Firearms, the Federal
Agency which enforces the

‘gun law and which itself

has been subjected to four
Congressional  oversight
hearings for civil liberties
abuse,

At the NRA Annual
Meeting, Admiral Garrick
said that President Reagan
supported efforts to curb
the BATF’s activities and
“‘anything else that assists
in reforming some of the
situations that have placed
gun owners in a precarious
position,”’

“‘Be assured,”’ Garrick
said, ‘‘that President
Reagan stands with you.
He understands the way
you feel about our firearms
rights. He fully under-
stands the issues which
confront America’s law-
abiding gun owners and he

Ay
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State Subcommittee Backs
Alcohol Fuel Legislation

AUSTIN--“We have the
capacity and the technology
now to produce gasohol for
consumers here in our state,
but unless government lends a
helping hand so the new
industry can get a foothold,
gasohol producers have
indicated they will start in
other states,” Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan V.
Brown reported recently in a
meeting of the Agriculturally-
Derived Fuel subcommittee
of the Texas Energy and
Natural Resources Advisory
Council (TENRAC).

Brown is chairman of the
subcommittee.

Carl King, committee
member, farmer, and
representative of the Texas
Corn Growers Association,
said, “Most of the industry
has notified us that if legis-
lation doesn’t get passed this
session, they will be setting up
in other states that already
have favorable laws onr
gasohol production.”

King cited New Mexico,
Oklahoma and Louisiana as
examples. “New Mexico has
legislation recently passed
that would give producers an
8 cent exemption until 1990
while, our legislature is
trimming Rep. Dan Kubiak’s
original bill (HB 24) down
from 5 cents until 1986,” King
said.

Pseudorabies No Threat

Although seudorabies is
on the increase in several
states, it is not a big
problem in Texas, thanks
to action taken a few years
ago by the state’s pork
industry and the Texas
Animal Health Commis-
sion,

Pseudorabies is a herpes
virus disease of swine that
also affects cattle, dogs,
cats and some wild animals
such as skunks and rac-
coons. In swine, death
rates range from almost
100 percent in newborn
pigs to just a few deaths in
older hogs. In other spe-
cies, the disease is most

“ofteri fatdl and is one of the

cruelest deaths an animal
can suffer. In cattle, it is
called ‘‘the mad itch.”

Only three swine herds
are under quarantine in
this state now; only one
herd was quarantined in
1980, Dr. John Holcombe,
executive director, Texas
Animal Health Commission
reports.

About five years ago,
TAHC established regula-
tions relating to im-
portance of swine which
included a test for pseudo-
rabies. In  subsequent
years, the Texas plan was
adopted in large part in a
nationwide federal regula-
tion on the disease.

Pseudorabies is spread
by contact with infected
animals. In addition to the
test, TAHC personnel man
highways leading into Tex-
as and intercept shipments
of swine to make sure the
state’s regulations are be-
ing followed.

“This is an excellent
example of how prevention
is used to thwart the in-

Legislature Giving

Gasohol “Bad

Time Of It”

Gasohol production in
Texas took a major step
forward following the

overwhelming approval by
the House of Representa-
tives of House Bill 24 by
Dan Kubiak of Rockdale.
The legislation provides for
a temporary five cent ex-
emption from the state
motor fuels tax which will
become effective on Sep-
tember 1, 1981.

The overwhelming vote
of confidence given to gas-
ohol by the House through
this vote supports what we
have been stating all
along,”’ said Texas Farm-
ers Union President Mike
Moeller. ““In order to stim-
ulate production of gasohol
shiech will make us more
independent of imported
oil, Texas needs to grant
this exemption to gasohol
which will make it com-
petitive with unleaded
gasoline,””  Moeller ex-
plained. The House passed
the bill on a final vote of
134 to 5 on Wednesday,
May 13.

Passage of the measure
in the house had the sup-
port of the TFU, the Grain
Products Cooperative and
every general farm organi-
zation in Texas except one,
Opponents of gasohol in
the House attempted to kill
the bill by offering a wa-
tered down version of the
measure which Texas Farm
Bureau endorsed. Oppo-
nents wanted a shorter
effective time for the tax
exemption and more im-
portantly wanted the tax
removed when the price of
unleaded gasoline hit $1.80

per gallon in Texas.

“Putting an artificial
ceiling on the bill like the
one proposed by the Farm .
Bureau would effectively
kill gasohol production,”
Moeller stated. ‘“‘No one
can predict when that price
may be reached, lenders
could not be expected to
put up money for financing
alcohol plants under that
kind of uncertainty and
gasoline prices could be
artificially manipulated to
reach the ceiling,”’ the
TFU President remarked.

The task of approving
gasohol now lies before the
Texas Senate. Moeller sta-
ted the Senate should ap-
prove the bill because
‘““gasohol is a proven re-
newable energy resource
which will be of benefit to
both farmers and to con-
sumer,”” Farmers will have
new markets for their grain
products while consumers
will benefit from the com-
petitive price of gasohol
and the reduction of oil
needed.

Texas, which is the
number one refining state
and the number two state
in agriculture in the nation,
is a logical place for alcohol
production. ‘‘Right now we
are the only state in the
Southwest which does not
grant an exemption for
gasohol,”” Moeller said.
“Without this exemption
bill, Texas will lose an
important new industry
which will provide many
new jobs and additional tax
revenues for local govern-
ments and public schools.”

Moeller pointed out the
nickel exemption has also

been endorsed by the
Texas Energy and Natural
Resources Council
(TENRAC). The energy
advisory council is com-
posed of Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Bill Hobby, Speaker
of the House Bill Clayton,
Texas Agriculture Com-
missioner Reagan Brown
and other elected officials
and enargy experts. The
gasohol exemption also has
the endorsement of Gov-
ernor Bill Clements.

In the intensifying de-
bate in Washington over
President’s Reagan’s anti-
inflation program, embrac-
ing both spending and tax
reductions, critics of the
tax plan overlook its favor-
able impact in small busi-
ness. To these critics, mil-
lions of US buisness pro-
prietors and entrepreneurs
are neither fish nor fowl.

To them the question is
not whether the tax plan
helps the economy but
simply another replay of
the favorite old Washing-
ton political game of using
the tax system to redis-
tribute income. All they
want to debate is whether
the rich will get more than
the poor.

Of course, the poor pay
little or no taxes under our
system of graduated -- or
progressively higher -- in-
come tax rates. But that is
beside the point, to those
critics, as is the fact that
fully three percent of all
those interviewed in a sci-
entific nationwide survey,
when asked whether they
would save or spend most
of any tax savings, replied
they paid not taxes at all.

The reductions--totaling
30 percent in individual
income tax rates over three
years--are designed to dis-
tribute the savings in ap-
Proximately the same pat-
tern, or proportion, as
People pay their personal
income taxes. Thus income
groups paying the bulk of
the tax will receive the
largest share of the tax
reductions. In turn, their
savings will enable them,
along with business, to
save and invest in the
creation of new jobs and
improving productivity.

But perhaps more im-
portantly, the poor-versus
rich diversion ignores the
fact that millions of US
small  businesses, the

The Chamber has offici-

- "‘and one that is totally
ignored.”” He adds:

*“The overwhelming
majority of 14 million firms
in America are unincor-
porated small businesses
which are exposed to
steeply graduated personal
rates.

““Even many incorpora-
ted small businesses
more than 350,000 -- are
exposed to the same rates,
because they elect to pay
taxes through individual
shareholders."’

He points out that ap-
proximately 600,000 small
firms failed last year, and
that the economic well-be-
ing of small enterprises is
essnetial to a national re-
covery.

““We must allow entre-
preneurs to retain a great-
er share of their earnings
to recycle back into their

enterprises,’” he says,

In testimony before the
House Ways and Means
Committee, Edwin S. Co-
hen, chairman of the
Chamber’s taxation com-
mittee, explained that al-
most 90 percent of US
businesses taxable in 1977
paid taxes at individual
rates, and thus should
benefit directly from the
proposed reduction in
rates.”’

Is there any doubt that
small businesses -- parti-
cularly those struggling to
grow and prosper-- would
use their extra money left
by a cut in tax rates to
expand and create jobs?
