They, too, lived in a time of great |
darkness. They were part of the
people of whom the prophet said:
“The peaple that walked in dark- |
ness have seen a great light: they |
that dwell in the land of the shadow

of death, upon them hath the light
shined” (Isa. 9:2). That light was
Christ, the “light of the world.”

There could be no more appro-
priate time to testify to the world,
whose lights have failed, that we
keep Christmas because it tells of
the coming into this world of the
unfailing Light, the One who said
of Himself: “I am the light of the
world” (John 9:5).

The writer of these notes does not
often hear from his readers, scat-
tered all over the continent (yes,
and in foreign lands), but he counts
them all as his friends.
