Sales Tax Checks 
Reflect Increase

State Comptroller Bob Bullock 
sent checks totaling $57.5 mil­
lion to 908 cities that collect 
local option sales taxes at either 
one or one-half percent rates.

This month’s allocation brings 
the year-to-date increase over 
1987 to 6.5 percent.

"The state’s economy is on 
the upswing and growing. 
Texans are becoming more 
confident about spending their 
money,”  Bullock said.

Bullock also sent checks 
totaling $5 million to 81 counties 
that collect a half-percent coun­
ty sales tax. Businesses in these 
counties and 55 cities that 
adopted the additional half­
percent tax began collecting it 
on January 1 this year.

Only a part of the allocation 
increase can be attributed to the 
additional tax and the widened 
tax base, according to Bullock.

liquidation firm to sell.

In the event it is sold to a 
private owner, it will not be 
likely that the new owner would 
be a local person, explained Pat 
Moore, who was named chair­
man of the committee chosen to 
explore possibilities for the 
cemetery.

She said the $70,000 in funds 
that had been removed had 
been put back in trust and is in 
a bank in Lubbock. Necessary 
expenses are paid from the 
interest on the trust fund, and 
on the sale of lots. The 
expenses include the caretaker, 
and any necessary supplies, 
equipment or repairs.

“ People seem real interested 
in forming the non-profit cor­
poration,”  said Ms. Moore, 
"And they really want to make 
a go of acquiring the cemetery 
here.”

Committee members chosen 
to tem porarily serve as a 
‘guidance board’ include Ms.
Moore, Todd Ellis, Lewis Way­
ne Shafer, Gordon H. Green, 
Clifton Finley, James Glaze, 
Jim Johnson, Ruby Spurlock 
and Errol Gross.

The new chairman said the 
committee will get an appraisal 
of the land and assets, and from 
the appraisal, make a proposal 
to David Langston, the trustee.

On questioning, she said the 
occupied lots at Bailey County 
M emorial Park are not in 
danger, and no one’s family or 
loved one will have to be 
removed from the cemetery.

Dave Marr ‘Keeps Up ’ With His CityActivities
One of the ’biggest’ and 

’busiest’ jobs in Muleshoe may 
be the one performed by Dave 
Marr, city manager.

Just in case you thought his 
was perhaps ‘just a piece of 
cake,’ let’s make a tour with the 
city manager — a daily task for 
him.

A firm believer that he ‘must’ 
keep up with just exactly what 
is going on in city operations, 
he is definitely not a deskbound 
administrator. Daily, he makes 
a tour of the various city opera­
tions, making sure the city’s 
main function - that of providing 
basic services - is conducted as 
efficiently and smoothly as 
possible -  at the least cost.

First stop is at the Sanderosa 
Wellfield just south of Muleshoe 
on Hwy 214. The wellfield, 
consisting of 1,520 acres, was 
acquired by the city a couple of 
years ago, and contains 11 
water wells.

A lot of work has been done 
at the wellfield, said the city 
manager, as he drove down 
roads cut all over the acreage, 
leading to wells, the two circles 
on the land, and water lines.

Marr is justifiably proud of

the water system, which is 
expected to be paid for by sales 
of water to the City of Lubbock 
for the next five years.

Nailing down adequate water 
supplies, not only for now, but 
for future use by the City of 
Muleshoe, has been one of the 
priorities of the personable city 
manager.

With a lot of cities facing 
water shortages, and even water 
rationing during summer, peak 
months of use, Marr said he 
never expects such shortages 
here.

M arr’s first big project in 
Muleshoe after coming here as 
City Manager in March 1975, 
was to construct a new water 
tower at the west side of town, 
and drill new water wells.

He said that was basically the 
first need he saw, in order to 
provide adequate, steady water 
supplies.

before the city acquired San­
derosa, which fronts on High­
way 214 for one mile, and is two 
and a half miles west of Hwy 
214, the city had 10 water wells.

Since the city owns the land 
as well as the water rights, 
Marr believes the future poten­

tial usage of Sanderosa is 
unlimited. It has clean, almost 
white, sandhills, with roads cut 
all over the land. Also, the 
pipeline for Sanderosa is only 
one-fourth mile from the city’si 
primary water tank just east of 
Hwy 214 south of Muleshoe.

But, waitl Why is the city 
manager able to do many of the 
things he has done to update 
and modernize city facilities and 
equipm ent since coming to 
Muleshoe?

“ I am very fortunate to have 
a very supportive city council, 
and through the years, have had 
supportive city councils,” said 
Marr. “ With the great people 
on the council, we have been 
allowed to do what we have 
needed to do, and purchase the 
equipment we have needed to 
purchase.”

When Marr first became city 
manager, there were 45 posi­
tions with the city for employees 
but this has been changed, he 
said, and today, there are 30 
city employees. Some of this 
was done by eliminating posi­
tions, and some by contracting 
services, at a considerable 
savings to the city, as it has

really cut payroll costs.
“ I am very proud of our 

longtim e, capable productive 
people,”  said Marr. “ We have 
w ell-trained em ployees, who 
stay with us for many, many 
years.

“ Once again, we have to 
thank the city council for letting 
us provide working conditions, 
and a general environment, as 
well as a good benefit package 
and good equipment, so our 
employees want to stay with us.

“ Our people receive fair 
wages, they are treated fairly, 
and treated as adults,” he 
continued.

“ We have few employee 
complaints. For our water and 
sewer crew, we have people 
willing to tolerate the wet and 
cold, as we give our people 
proper equipment and good 
tools to do a good job.

“ The last th ree  or four 
garbage trucks have been air- 
conditioned. This is an added 
incentive for the driver who 
goes down alleys at approxi­
mately two miles an hour.”

‘‘Basic Services — that’s what 
the city provides. One of our 
biggest functions is property 
maintenance •• and that includ­
es both the fire and police, 
along with good, dependable 
water and sewer systems.

Crossing Hwy 214 and driving 
by the city’s primary water tank 
squatting among the sandhills, 
Marr explained that it provides 
the major part of the water used 
by the city.

It was a next stop at the city 
water treatment plant, which 
has received numerous com­
mendations for having a ‘super­
ior’ water treatment system.

Marr explained that on an 
‘average’ day, 350,000-500,000 
gallons of sewage flows through 
the plant each day. The 
cleansed water, which is still 
nut ‘potable’ for drinking or 
home use, is then pumped to 
the Muleshoe Country Club and 
used to water the grounds.

He said the Muleshoe water 
treatment plant is 15 years old, 
and son i of the metal is 
v . anng now

Metal ' ; ; beginning to
be rf iuced. For instance, there 
are two ‘tubs and paddles.’ 
l ach costs $12,000, just to be 
delivered -- not installed. One 
was replaced recently -- by city 
workers, after it had been deliv­
ered to the treatment plant.

Coming back into the city, 
discussion turns to the city 
streets, and the fact they are 
b e tte r m aintained, generally, 
than many, many other cities, of 
comparable size, smaller or 
larger.

Credit is given to the annual 
seal-coating process for rela­
tively few potholes. Muleshoe’s 
sealcoat program each year 
provides that 20 percent of the 
city streets be sealcoated. This 
is a five year cycle, with ail the 
streets receiving a new ‘coat’ 
each five years. Potholes that 
may show up in between the 
sealcoating year are filled and 
patched almost immediately, to 
keep major driving problems 
from surfacing.

“ You have to realize,” said 
the city manager, “ this is not 
cheap. But, Muleshoe has good
streets.”

M uleshoe just received a 
grant in the amount of $300,000 
to pave approximately 25 blocks 
that have never been paved 
before. The entire project will 
cost $423,000, with the city 
paying just over 25 percent of 
the new paving program.

The city not only works with 
the street repair program; they 
are also responsible for street 
name signs, stop signs and 
street sweeping. If they are not 
busy at that, they are at 
Sanderosa, the new airport site, 
checking the sewer treatment 
plant, or one of the water wells. 
“ We have NO single-purpose 
employees,” added Marr. “ Our 
people work where they are 
needed, with the exception of 
the garbage truck driver, who 
works four 10-hour days per 
week.”

Marr pointed out new equip­
ment which has arrived to be 
put to work. He explained that 
the city is working on acquiring 
multi-purpose equipment. One 
loader also has attachments of a 
huge steel broom, a blade, and 
other pieces, making it very 
definitely a multi-purpose piece 
of equipment.

Muleshoe also does some­
thing that few other cities or 
towns, of any size, does. When 
a heavy snow falls, city workers 
are out on big equipment on 
snow removal.

“ Again, we have to give the 
city council credit for allowing 
us the kind of equipment to do 
whatever job necessary, includ­
ing snow rem oval,’’ added 
Marr. “ During a big snowstorm 
during the past winter, city 
workers kept the equipment 
moving for 72 hours, stopping it 
only for service. “ But, that’s 
the kind of people we have 
working for us. Most of them 
have been with us for a long 
time, and do us a good job. 
When there’s work to be done -  
we don’t have to call them — 
they’re there, ready to work,” 
he said.

Marr drove by the new Earl 
Ladd Fire Station, pointing with 
pride to the building large 
enough to house most of the 
M uleshoe Fire D epartm ent’s 
equipment, as well as giving 
them room to work on the 
trucks and other equipment -- 
as well as a large meeting/- 
training room; an office; and an 
emergency center in the base­
ment.

When the city manager is out 
of town attending meetings — 
he is discussing similar prob­
lems with other city officials -- 
and says there’s a good chance 
someone has already solved a 
problem you may have in your 
city. With cities stringently  
regulated by such as the De­
partment of Health, the Depart­
ment of Human Resources and 
other government agencies, it 
helps to exchange ideas, says 
the city manager.

“ When I attend a meeting 
such as the Texas Aeronautics 
Commission recently,” said the 
city manger, “ I find it very 
helpful to have met them, and 
talked with them personally in 
the past.”

He tries to stay as current as 
possible with all government 
regulations, and changes in 
those rules and laws.

Then, it was out east of 
Muleshoe to the new airport 
site. “ Acquiring this airport has 
been a long, long process,” said 
the city manager, as he pointed 
out the 5,200 foot runway, 
taxiways, access roads already 
cut out, and showed where 
future buildings would be locat­
ed. At the time of visiting the 
a irport site , workmen were 
laying nylon ‘webbing’ on the 
airport. It will be under the 
paved portion of the runway to 
provide stability between the 
airport paving and sand under­
neath.

Around Muleshoe
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annual
As work continues on the 

construction at the airport, Marr 
said he believes the airport will 
be ready for use in September.

After the airport visit, it was 
back to the city hall.

Most people expect a city 
manager to sit in an office and 
‘take care of city business.’ 
That! Dave Marr does, and 
more.

However, when it comes to 
city business, and the paper 
process to keep the city operat­
ing smoothly, also takes a lot of 
hours.

He helps work out a city 
budget of $1.5-$1.75 million 
dollars per year -  and that 
doesn’t even consider signifi­
cant capitol improvements such 
as the air port, fire department, 
or major street improvements.

He explained that the City of 
Muleshoe has no tax supported 
debt, but, does have revenue 
bond debt.

The city also receives no state 
funds, and all operating dollars 
are generated  locally. The 
general fund for the city runs 
from $1-$1.1 million each year, 
with the major source of income 
being ad valorem and sales tax. 
Garbage fees are placed in the 
general fund. Water and sewer 
income is approximately $500,- 
000 per year. Sanderosa brings 
in revenues of about $200,000 
each year, with 45 percent used 
for power cost and the rest is 
used for debt service on the city 
loan.

City taxes have remained 
relatively flat (the same) for the 
past few years, except for new 
property added.

Tax levies for the past few 
years are 1981-4.14; 1982-4.14; 
1983-4.51; 1984-4.27; 1985-4.45 
and 1986-4.87.

The city manager said ap­
proximately 90 percent of the 
city taxes are collected each 
year.

There are 25 miles of paved 
streets to be maintained, as well 
as approximately five miles of 
unpaved streets and about five 
miles of alleys to be maintained 
and kept repaired.

Marr said there are approx­
imately 30 miles of sewer lines 
and just over 30 miles of water 
lines to keep up with.

He keeps his hand in all of it, 
so consequently stays busy con­
stantly. He ‘wants’ to know 
what’s going on with all func­
tions of the city, so stays 
personally involved.

When asked why someone 
with his capabilities has stayed 
in Muleshoe for 13 years, he 
just grinned, and commented, 
“ Just because we like the com­
munity, 1 guess.”

If you think you want to make 
a few of the daily rounds with 
the city manager, get ready to 
go over paved roads, unpaved 
roads, bumpy paths, and no 
roads! It’s an adventure -  but, 
be assured, you can learn a lot.

Alfalfa Weevils Are 
Showing Up; Check 
Closely

April is a critical time for 
alfalfa producers on toe South 
Plains, cautions Spemer Tank- 
sley, Bailey County Extension 
agent for agriculture.

This is , the tin e  when 
producers need to examine their 
alfalfa for the presence of alfalfa 
weevil larvae, Tanksley said.

With the beginning of warm 
spring weather, overwintering 
female weevils begin laying 
eggs. The young larvae which 
hatch out are very sm all, 
yellow-green in color and feed 
in the growing tips and develop­
ing buds. Older larvae are 
green with a wbite stripe down 
their back. i

“ We expect to have our peak 
alfalfa weevil activity in April in 
our area,” said Tanksley. If 
larval numbers are high enough 
to reach the economic threshold, 
one properly timed application 
should give eontrol. Treatments 
should be applied in alfalfa 2 to 
6 inches tall when populations 
average one larva per stem or 
when 30 to 40 percent of the 
plant terminals show weevil 
feeding damage. Taller plants 7 
to 14 inches tall should be 
treated when larvae average 1.5 
per stem or when 25 to 30 
percent cf the terminals are 
damaged. Several effective in­
secticides are registered for 
alfalfa weevil control.

The alfalfa weevil has only 
one generation per year and is

usuallY only a pest of first 
cutting, said Tanksley.

After the larvae finish feed­
ing. usually by mid May in our 
area, the larvae spins a net-like 
cocoon on the plant or in the 
soil debris. The adult weevil 
emerges from this cocoon and 
leaves the field. The weevils 
stay out of the alfalfa fields all 
summer and re-enter them in 
the fall. The adults overwinter 
in the field and the cycle then 
repeats itself.

Since the larvae are a pest of 
first cutting, it is sometimes 
possible to cut a little earlier 
than usual and avoid chemical 
treatments. Cutting results in 
exposure and a lack of foot 
which kills many of the re­
maining larvae. Winter grazing 
by livestock helps reduce weevil 
populations. if

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Voters Ratify Crosby 
County Annexation

Eastern Crosby County resi­
dents have joined the High 
Plains Underground Water Con­
servation District No. 1, ac­
cording to complete but un­
official returns from the Sat­
urday, April 2, 1988, annexation 
election.

The newest addition to the 
Water District’s service area 
includes the parts of County 
Commissioners Precincts One, 
Two and Four located above the 
Caprock. The western precinct 
of Crosby County above the 
Caprock joined the Water Dis­
trict in April 1969.

A majority vote in separate 
elections within the proposed 
area and within the existing 
Water District was needed to 
approve the annexation.

Crosby County residents also 
approved levying and ad val­
orem tax up to $0.05 per $100 
valuation to pay for their pro 
rata share of the operation and 
m aintenance of the W ater 
District.

“ Since joining the District, 
Crosby County residents will 
receive almost immediate bene­
fits from several of our pro­
grams,”  says Ken Carver. High 
Plains Underground Water Con­
servation District No. 1 As 
sistant Manager.

Rural domestic water quality 
sampling and pump plant ef­

ficiency testing are just two of 
the D istric t’s services now 
available to eastern  Crosby 
County residents upon request, 
Carver notes.

Eastern Crosy County pro­
ducers are now eligible to 
request funds through a pilot 
agricultural water conservation 
equipment loan program avail­
able through the Water District. 
Funds are loaned at 6.48 
percent interest to purchase 
items such as center pivot
irrigation systems, surge irriga­
tion valves, low pressure drip 
irrigation sytems, soil moisture 
monitoring devices and under­
ground pipelines.

Other District programs to be 
im plem ented in the county 
include water well permitting 
for proper spacing, open, aban­
doned well investigation, and 
enforcement of tailwater waste.

Long-term programs, such as 
measuring the depth to water in 
the observation well network 
and measuring soil moisture foi 
the pre-plant soil m oisture 
availability maps will be added 
gradually to the newly annexed 
area, Carver says.

The High Plains Underground 
Water District Board of Direc­
tors will meet on April 5th to 
canvass the election returns and 
officially declare the results.

USD A Sets Beef 
Referendum Date

The U.S. D epartm ent of 
Agriculture will hold the beef 
checkoff referendum vote on 
May 10.

The vote, by eligible cattle 
producers and importers of beef 
or beef products, is to decide 
whether to continue the beef 
checkoff program, says Spencer 
Tanksley, county Extension ag­
ent with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, The Texas 
A&M University System. Pro­
ducers are being assessed $1 a 
head on all cattle they sell. 
Funds from the checkoff are 
presently financing the Beef 
Promotion and Research Pro­
gram.

Eligible voters are producers 
who owned cattle between Oct. 
1, 1986 and March 31, 1988 or 
persons who imported cattle or 
beef products during the same 
period, Tanksley says.

Voting will be by secret ballot 
in the local Extension office of 
the county where a producer or- 
importer resides.

Persons who need to cast an 
absentee ballot must request 
one between April 1-29. Eligible 
Texas voters may request ab­
sentee ballots from Dr. Milo

Shult, Associate Director, Texas 
'Agricultural Extension Service, 
System 105-A, Texas A&M 
University, College Station, TX 
77843.

“ Mark the absentee ballot 
and return it by May 3 to the 
Extension office in the county of 
your residence,”  Tanksley says.

The Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service will 
count ballots, determine the 
eligibility of challenged voters 
and ballots, and report Refer­
endum results.

"There’s more money being 
spent in the state. Cities and 
counties are finally beginning to 
reap the benefits of Texas’ 
recovering economy,” Bullock 
added.

Muleshoe’s payment for thef 
current period was $13,030.27, 
compared to $11,851.80 for the 
same time a year ago, reflecting 
a 9.94 percent change.

To date for the year, Mule­
shoe has received $68,141.07, 
up 20.01 percent from the 
$56,777.91 received at this time 
a year ago.

To the south of Muleshoe, 
Morton shows a 29.31 percent 
increase for the year, with 
current payments of $19,953.24, 
compared to $15,431.12 at the 
same time last year. However, 
their current payment was down 
some 6.53 percent. The current 
payment was $3,227.17, com­
pared to last year’s payment at 
this time of $3,452.51.

Littlefield shows an all-around 
decrease this year. Their cur­
rent payment was $15,009.48, 
down by 2.17 percent from the 
$15,342.01 at the same time last 
year. Payments to date for the 
year show a 0.90 decrease, with 
payments last year at this time 
of $79,320.88, compared to the 
$78,604.22 at the same time this 
year.

Friona had an increase in 
their current payment, but a 
decrease for the year, with the 
latest report.

Friona received $6,106.% for 
their current payment, compar­
ed to last year’s $5,181.10 for 
the same time, for an increase 
of 17.87 percent. To date for the 
year, Friona has received $26,- 
936.52, down 13.04 from the 
$30,975.85 of a year ago.

The largest city allocation this 
month, $9.6 million, went to 
Houston.

El Paso County received 
$772,626, the largest county 
allocation.

Bullock also sent checks 
totaling $26.1 million to the 
state’s six metropolitan transit 
authorities.

April’s checks represent taxes 
collected by monthly filers in 
February and reported to the 
Comptroller’s office by March

On the 
other hand, a tornado or severe 
thunderstorm ‘warning’ means 
that tornadoes or severe weath­
er are occurring. Persons in or 
near the storm path TAKE 
COVER IMMEDIATELY!!

Cleve Bland. Bailey County 
Civil D efense Coordinator, 
reminds that in the event o f 
threatening weather, persons 
with cable television will have 
immediate access to a ‘TV 
Override' where the emer­
gency services can cut into 
any channel, and all channels 
simultaneously, giving wea­
ther warnings and storm in­
formation.

He suggests that in the 
event o f severe weather, turn 
your TV on -  but DO NOT

call the emergency services, 
such as police, fire, or other, 
to keep the telephone lines

The County Agent lists these

precautions if a tornado or 
severe thunderstorm warning is
issued: . ,

-Stay away from windows,
doors and outside walls.

- In  small buildings or homes, 
go to a basement or an interior 
part of the lowest level. Closets, 
bathrooms and interior halls 
offer the best protection in 
many cases. Seek cover under
something sturdy.
-In  schools, factories, hospitals 

and shopping centers, go to a 
pre-designated shelter area. In­
terior hallways on the lower 
floor are usually best.

- In  high-rise buildings, go to 
interior small rooms or hallways 
on the lowest floor possible.

-In  mobile homes or vehicles, 
leave and take shelter in a 
substantial structure. If none is 
available, lie flat in the nearest 
ditch or ravine and shield your 
head with your hands.

The key to surviving severe 
weather such as a tornado is 
prior planning, emphasizes the 
county agent. All family mem­
bers should know where the 
safest areas of the home are in 
event of threatening weather.

Good Range Management 
Critical After Wildfires

Ranchers that have seen 
much of their rangeland en­
gulfed by wildfires in recent 
weeks need to give particular 
attention to certain range man­
agement practices in the days 
ahead.

Wildfires have run rampant 
over an estimated 400,000 acres 
of western Texas, destroying 
buildings, pens, equipment and 
hundreds of animals.

With those losses comes the 
rebuilding of fences and related 

L-j properties, and special atten­
tion to range m anagem ent, 
points out Dr. Jake Landers, a 
range specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
who is located at San Angelo.

“ The most critical thing is not 
to put livesotck on the burned 
area too early,” says Landers. 
“The worst damage from a fire 
comes from too heavy grazing to 
early.”

“ How fast burned ranges 
recover will depend greatly on

weather conditions,” he notes.
And that will dictate how soon 

they can be restocked. Grass 
must be allowed to recover, 
though, and a rule of thumb to 
follow in this regard is 60 to 90 
days. However, in a dry year, 
recovery will take much long­
e r.” 8

Landers points out that range 
grasses are adapted to fire and 
will resprout when moisture and 
temperatures are adequate.

In addition to paying par­
ticular attention to grass re­
growth, the specialist recom­
mends balancing animal num­
bers with the amount of pasture 
burned. If half the pasture is 
burned, restock when the burn­
ed portion has recovered, using 
only the number of animals that 
the burned portion can handle. 
This would be about half the 
usual amount stocked on the 
particular pasture.

Another option, says Landers, 
is to fence off the burned

portion and to treat the burned 
and unburned pastures separat­
ely.

The specialist also advises 
ranchers to follow through with 
a good brush control program. 
That means controlling prickly 
pear and tasajillo with picloram, 
since these normally resprout 
after a range fire.

“ Apply a small amount of 
picloram in April or May to 
wipe out prickly pear and 
tasajillo,” recommends Landers. 
“ In studies involving prescribed 
burns in February, an aerial 
application of picloram in late 
April at 1/8 to 1/4-pound per 
acre gave a 98 percent control 
of these two brush species.”

470’s Farmers
Are Eligible 
For Rebate

Forget here and now, this a 
matter of here and then. If you 
were a farmer in the 1970’s, 
you’re entitled to a refund for 
some of your fuel expenses. But 
you have to act before June 30, 
reports Spencer Tanksley, coun­
ty agent with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, The 
Texas A&M University System.

The refund is a result of a 
settlement reached by the Dept, 
of Energy with oil companies 
that allegedly overcharged for 
crude oil during a period 
regulated by price ceilings.

Consequently, farm ers can 
get back about $80 or more for 
every 100,0(X) gallons of fuel 
used between August 19, 1973 
and January 27, 1981, says
Tanksley. That equates to a 
little over $14 for every 100 
acres of cropland in production 
during the seven-and-a-half year 
period, according to economists 
with the Extension Service.

Tanksley notes that this 
refund should not be confused 
with the income tax credit for 
federal excise taxes on fuel.

The Dept, of Energy will base 
refunds on actual gallons purch­
ased, estimated gallons used or 
a USDA estimate of 23.8 gallons 
per acre of cropland per year. 
An explanation of filing pro­
cedures for the refund and a 
simple-two-page filing form can
be obtained from Tanksley at 
the County Extension Office.

Be sure 
and buy Pure Live Seed pounds 
with seed tags and a tested date 
no older than 9 months of 
planting date.

Weed control and rainfall are 
essential for establishing grass 
stands, weeds may be controlled 
by shredding or chemicals.
