Cost of seed will be 4 cents a 
pound and It will take about three 
pounds to plant an acre, making

France, and t h e  
United Kingdom will continue to 
u.se UnlU'd States fru it--h o w  
much depends upon shipping d if­
ficulties and the degree to which 
these goverifments substitute pur­
chases of war material fur fruit.

The exchange situation, in­
creased ocean insurance a n d  
higher shipping rates will also 
tend to decrease exports.

Meanwhile the domestic demand, 
because of generally Improving 
conditions, is expected to Increase, 
perhaps more than enough to o f f­
set any expected loss of exports

There arc relatively large sup­
plies. of fruit in sight for this 
year It is probable that exports 
of apples, pears, and other deci­
duous fruits will drop, while those 
of citrus will hold up pretty well 
Tliat means that supplies of 
deciduous fruits normally exported 
will comp«-te with citrus for the 
domestic market.

All In all. says J  F Rnsborough. 
horticulturist of the Texas A 
M College extension service, in 
interpreting the i n f o r m a t i o n  
given by the economists. Texas 
fruit growers may look for a 
market largely uiulisturbed by war 
conditions.

Have the psoclds come to your 
house to slay?

Psoclds are tiny grayish white 
Insects resembling lice, and while 
they may prove annoying by 
crawling over furniture, walls 
clothing, beds, and other parts of 
the house, they do no harm  Tills 
assurance Is given by R R Rep- 
pert. entomologist for the A. A 
M College extension servlre. who 
says the psoclds' food seem to be 
for the most part microscopic 
molds They do not bite

Otxxl housekrers naturally wush 
to get rid of these unpleasant 
little pests even though they do 
no real damage. Several appllea- 
turns uf sprays, powders, and fum i­
gants are u s u a l l y  necessary 
because psoclds find their way 
Indoors after one lot has been 
eradicated

But the tropical roach, a new­
comer among the fam iliar huu.xe- 
hold cockroaches. Ls an entirely 
different thing Tlie exten.sion 
entomologist says he may be .dis­
tinguished from the American 
•Australian. Oriental, and Oerman 
roach by two light-yellow cross 
bands on the bark Tills smalt, 
brown, tropical roach Is only 
three-eighths of an Inch long.

"D on't encourage the pests by 
leaving even a crumb of ftxxl 
where roaches can gel It." Rep- 
pert advises 'K eep  staples In 
insect-proof containers and cover 
garbage tightly unUl disposed of 
To eradicate the tropical roach 
as well as other roaches. s|>rtnkle 
.sodium flouride along the back of 
shelves and drainboards or dust 
Into cracks where roaches run.”

' Since Bodlum flouride Is a polsoo,
It should be kept out of the reach 
of children and pets and stored 
apart from the food supply An­
other effective remedy, fresh 
pyrethum powler. Is safe to uae.
