Supt. Nat Willlams urges that
every passenger car owner bring
an application blank properly
filled out and his receipt received

when he last registered his car
and received his 1942 number
plates He also called attention

to the proviso that no car owner
could possess more than five tires
per car and that the serial num-
bers of each tire must be given on
the application form. Hours of
registration will be from 9 a. m
until 5 p. m. Application blanks
may be obtained at any bank or
filling station

This registration Is for passen-
ger cars only, and commercials—
pick-ups and trucks will be taken
care of in another manner.

Persons registering this week
will receive a class A book and a
windshield sticker. Those who
think they are entitled to more
gasol may file a statement with
the gasoline rationing board and
their request will be passed on
later. School registrars will issue
no B or C books this week-end.

Field Notes Being
Prepared for Road
To Harman Center

Representatives of the state
highway department were here
Tuesday to start making fleld
notes for building a surfaced road
from Ballinger to the Harman
Training Center. E. Beavers, resi-
dent engineer at San Angelo, will
have charge of surveying the route
and will prepare fleld notes as
soon as possible in order that
they will be received at Austin by
December 3, and indications are
that work will be commenced by
December 15,

The state highway department
is being joined in this work by
the public roads administration
which will make money available
from excess funds .or the actual
construction. The city is to furnish
the right-of-way and a route was
staked Tuesday which will require
about one mile of new land

The first straight stretch of road
leading towards Ballinger from the
fleld will be used and at the first
turn a new route will be cut
straight to the San Angelo high-
way. The road will be graded
and surfaced, making it an all-
weather route to the flying fleld.

A letter from the state highway
engineer announced that plans
had been made for bullding the
road and the opinion was expressed
that construction could be started
& by December 15 and the work
the near future
County authorities are cooperating
in securing approval of the pro-
Ject and will also assist in grading
by the use of county machinery.

The new route will shorten the
distance to the fleld, making it a
little less than three miles.
