TTUs was 
the first banking center quota to 
be attained In Runnels county and 
practically all the work there was 
done In one week. Mr. Cervenka 
and associates began work follow­
ing a meeting here Monday night 
of last week and came back to 
the rally Saturday with their Job 
finished.
