Anniversary 1936
Floods in Region

A large number from Ballin-
ger went to San Angelo Sunday
afternoon to attend the dedi-
cation program at the new dam
on the North Concho River.
This program was held on the
15th anniversary of one of the
most damaging floods In the
history of San Angelo and
other sections of West Texas

Peak of the floods came on |

September 17, 1936, aflter six
days of rain which gauged at

30 inches in many parts of
West Texas. This six-day rain
was more than the average

annual rainfall in this part of
the state and about three times
that of 1951 to date.

At Ballinger the Colorado
River was at one of the highest
stages in many years and those
living in the “flat” were evacu-
ated to living quarters above
the flood waters. The river was
about as high as the flood of
1906 but there was no extremely
high water in Elm Creek which
saved certain sections of the
city.

The morning of September 17
this year set another record
when the temperature dropped
to 45 degrees after a cold week-
end with some rain.
