Tlilrty-four boys r e c e i v e d  
county, state and n a t i o n a l  
medals, with Marcus Hoelscher 
getting the top award of a $250 
scholarship award, given by the 
Texas Farm Bureau. Marcus Is 
now at A & M College taking 
advantage of this award, along 
with a $300 award won In the 
tractor program the previous 
year

Dry weather held the 4-H 
club boys back, but In spite of 
bad conditions, thirty-two boys 
filonted 42(1 acres of maize, two 
boys with t h r e e  a c r e s  o f 
legumes, thirty-eight boys had 
660 acres of cotton, six boys 
liad two acres of garden, and 
three boys worked on 180 acres 
of Improved pastures.
