Absentee voting for the first* 
Democratic primary will start 
In Runnels county Monday Bal­
lots will be found at the office 
of the county clerk and per­
sons who Intend to be a w a y  
f r o m  their voting boxes on 
election day may secure ballots 
at the clerks o f f i c e ,  mark 
them and leave them there.

In previous y e a r s  ab.sentee 
b a l l o t s  were mailed to the 
election managers ol the boxes 
where the voters lived. Under 
the new code, a new voting box 
will be created and all ab.sentee 
ballots will be counted by an 
appointed set of offlclaLs.

Homer Hudgins, county Dem­
ocratic chairman, has named 
Mrs. Lynnle Harris as manager 
of the ab.sentee box and she 
will name assistants to count 
the.se ballots.

This procedure will not be 
followed exactly In the general 
election In November. At that 
time absentee votes In the gov­
ernor's race will be mailed to 
the manager of each box and 
counted there Tills Is d o n e  
because the number of dele­
gates In precinct conventions 
Is determined by the number of 
votes cost for governor In Uie 
general election.

Under the new rode all pre­
cinct chairmen are required to 
telephone the results of their 
boxes to the county chairman 
on the night of the election.
