The Longest Day--June 21

The Texas Department of Transporta-
tion is set to install new traffic signals with 
flashing yellow left turn arrows along US 
60 in the city of Friona as part of an effort to 
upgrade the signals to meet Federal High-
way Administration (FHWA) standards. 
The traffic signals on US 60 at the Cleve-
land Avenue and Main Street intersections 
are scheduled to be installed and set to go 
online next week. Work was scheduled to 
begin on Tuesday, May 30.

“The flashing-yellow, left-turn arrows 

were adopted in 2009 by the FHWA as the 
national standard for permissive left-turn 
signals,” said Steve Warren, P.E., TxDOT 
Lubbock District engineer. “The signals 
are now being used by TxDOT and local 
jurisdictions across the state.”

Motorists should be aware that oncom-
ing traffic has a green light when the flash-
ing yellow arrow is displayed.

“The flashing yellow-arrow, left-turn 
signals are gradually being phased in to 
replace the traditional circular green sig-

nals,” Warren added. “The flashing yellow 
arrow is being used to indicate traffic is 
permitted to turn left but must still yield to 
oncoming traffic. This is different from the 
old green arrow signal which means traffic 
turning left is protected and has the right 
of way.” 

Flashing yellow arrows will continue to 
be retrofitted where appropriate at existing 
signals when traffic control equipment is 
upgraded or replaced.

Work will take place weather permitting.

In Times of Need

I am not a fan of spiders, give me snakes, lizards, buzzards, and 
worms, but spiders are just creepy. At any rate, one day I found a 
little spider making a web in the corner of the men’s restroom in the 
church building in Sudan. I was gracious and did not dispatch the 
creepy little critter and the only reason was he was little. I thought it 
funny this little fellow making a web in the far reaches of any activity 
that might land him a meal. I named him Charlie and tried to explain 
to him his efforts would be futile in such a remote location. (Not 
much happens in a church building during the week so you have time 
to talk to spiders.) Yet he continued to weave his little web. Each day 
he patiently waited and each day I checked in to see an empty web. 
Then one day, I walked in greeted Charlie and to my surprise a fly, a 
really big fly stuck in the web and Charlie was busy processing his 
prize and I think he was smiling.

As Christians we are all in different places at different times. Some 
of us live in small little West Texas towns, others a bit more “city-
fied” yet wherever we are we must trust the One who placed us there 
and do what He needs us to do. You may think Friona is a remote 
little corner of the world where not much happens and efforts here 
to serve the Lord are futile. Yet God weaves people in and out of 
our lives that we have an opportunity to serve to His glory. You may 
never know how many people you touch, but God does and all He 
asks of you is to trust Him enough to spin your web in your place and 
let Him give the increase.

Last Sunday, Skip Hodges, minister at Friona United Methodist 
Church, preached on Acts 1:6-14. Skip’s main question was:  What 
will you be doing when Jesus comes back?  Will your head be look-
ing to Heaven waiting for Him to return, or will your head be down, 
actively serving Him?

Following worship, Feller and I were discussing this.  Skip was 
asking his question from the Scripture, but I believe there will be 
people who won’t be doing either.  

Last week a friend and I visited, and she talked about the differ-
ence between active and passive Christians.  Active Christians are 
the ones with their heads down, living their lives in relationship with 
Jesus, serving Him, studying His Word, trying to become more like 
Him.  Passive Christians believe God exists; they just don’t do much 
beyond their belief.  They go through life trying to make a living, 
thinking they can do everything on their own, never thinking they 
actually need God in their lives.

Just like Scripture says, we have no idea when Jesus will return, 
but we have the opportunity to examine our own lives and what we 
are doing until He returns.  Will we be active or passive?  Will we 
say we are tired of serving and be on a “break” for a while? Will we 
consider it a privilege to serve Him no matter our age, our financial 
situation, or how much we have done to serve in the past?

To be honest, I get tired, or I think I am.  But, when Jesus comes 
back, I can’t think of anything worse or more disappointing than Him 
finding me feeling sorry for myself or having a pity party because 
I think I need to take a break from being an active Christian.  He 
actively serves me and loves me ALL the time, and I should do the 
same for Him, ALL the time.  

The Blackwater Draw Museum at 
Eastern New Mexico University has re-
opened at its new location in Lea Hall on 
the Portales campus. The new gallery is a 
dynamic work-in-progress featuring sci-
entific research that has occurred at the 
Clovis site over the past 85 years.

The museum features artifacts from 
The Blackwater Draw National Land-
mark, a 640-acre landscape of human 
activity areas in an upland containing a 
spring-fed Pleistocene Lake. Not only is 
there a panoply of stone tools and projec-

tile points, but outstanding bone preser-
vation--including of wooly mammoths-
-which gives a glimpse of the more 
perishable possessions of the inhabitants.

Many species of extinct fauna are 
found in cultural levels, as are imple-
ments made from stone, bone and ivory 
by the region’s first inhabitants. As a ma-
jor water source in the area, this local-
ity was used throughout the entirety of 
prehistory and well into historic times, 
leaving an archaeological record of oc-
cupations and cultural activities. The 

Paleoindian occupation of the site is by 
far the most extensive with thousands 
of tools littering the landscape amidst 
an enormous number of megafauna and 
smaller animal kills.

“Seal coating also reduces deterioration and 
cracking of the asphalt surface, which prolongs the 
life of the pavement.”

“With two work crews performing seal coat 
operations, more than one road in an area may 
be affected at the same time. Drivers can expect 
day-time lane closures and traffic to be guided 
through to construction are via pilot car during 
the operations. Motorists are asked to drive with 
caution through the work zone for their safety 
and the safety of the workers,” Craig said.

Seal coat operations and restriping of the 
roadways will take several weeks to complete 
with all work anticipated to be completed by 
late-August. Work will take place weather per-
mitting.
