The Board of Trustees
of the Friona Independent
School District met in a spe-
cial called session on Mon-
day, May 14th at 7:30 a.m.
in the Board Meeting Room
of the FISD Administration
Building, 909 E. 11th Street,
Friona, Texas 79035.

The Board canvassed the
election results from the
May b5th election. Darrin
Gilley was declared the win-
ner for the 1-year at-large
trustee position. Darrin Gil-
ley received 225 votes and
Corbin Riethmayer received
48 votes. Andy Montana,

Jason Rector, and Antonio
Rocha won full terms on the
Board. All three ran unop-
posed. The Oath of Office

was administered to all four
trustees.

The Board also elected
officers for the 2018-2019
school year. Becky Rieth-
mayer will serve as Presi-
dent. Andy Montana will
be the Vice President and
Jason Rector was elected as
Secretary. Regular members
are Jamie Lewellen, Wade
Schueler, Antonio Rocha,
and Darrin Gilley.

The Board also met in
Closed Session. The agen-
da for this meeting can be
found at frionaisd.com, the
FISD website.

County Commissioners renew burn ban

The Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met in regu-
lar session on Monday, May
14 at 10 a.m. in the County
Courtroom of the Parmer
County Courthouse in Far-
well, Texas. All commission-
ers were present. The meet-
ing began with prayer and the
Pledge of Allegiance to the
American Flag and Texas Flag.

The Commissioners re-
viewed the Emergency Action
Plan for the two Watershed
Structures in Parmer County
(Bovina and Lazbuddie). Earl
Behrends presented the com-
prehensive plan and it was
approved.

The Court considered and
approved Duane Oliver as
the Veteran’s Service Officer.
Duane lives in Farwell and is
a retired 20-year veteran of
the United States Air Force.
He was stationed at Canon
AFB outside of Clovis, New
Mexico.

Next on the agenda, the
Commissioners considered
the acquisition of the Right
of Way for FM 145 access to
US 70/84. The railroad bridge
has been hit by trucks several
times in the past and some
changes needed to be made.
The Court approved assuming

10 percent of the right-of-way
and 10 percent of the utilities
on a project that will re-route
the access road. The project is
expected to take 2-3 years to
complete.

Discussion and Possible
action to Designate Reinvest-
ment Zone 2018-01, Establish
the Boundaries thereof and
Provide for an Effective Date,
Pursuant to chapter 312 of the
Texas Tax Code and Discus-
sion and Possible Action to
Nominate Cargill Meat Solu-
tions Corporation for the Tex-
as Enterprise Zone Program
Pursuant to Chapter 2303 of
the Texas Government Code
were both postponed until the
next Commissioners Court
meeting.

The minutes from the pre-
vious meeting were read and
approved. Next, the Court ap-
proved the payment of the Ac-
counts Payables presented to
them by County Auditor Larry
Johnston. Altha Herington
then presented the Treasur-
er’'s Report. Commissioners
approved the calculated pay-
roll and disbursements for all
county employees and elect-
ed officials. The Court also ap-
proved the County Auditor’s
Continuing Education hours.

Next the Commissioners
approved an IT project to be
installed by Southwest Busi-
ness Solutions. This comput-
er/internet project will put
all of the county information
flow under one “domain” This
will make it easier to monitor
and track all information that
flows through the various of-
fices in the Courthouse.

The Court also approved the
purchase of a road grader for
use in Precinct 1, rescheduled
the next meeting for May 29th
because of Memorial Day,
and renewed the burn ban for
ninety days.

The Parmer County Law
Enforcement Center was next
on the agenda. The Court ap-
proved the $16,000 expen-
diture to replace the Server
and update the computer
software. The court then ad-
journed.

All meetings are open to the
public. The Commissioner’s
Court reserves the right to
go into Executive Session at
any time. This agenda may be
found on the Parmer County
website.

On the cross, Jesus bore our sin, and he
even became our sin as God’s perfect wrath
against sin was poured out upon Jesus. In light
of the cross, you can be thankful for God’s
justice, but even more, give thanks for his for-
giveness, mercy and grace in Jesus Christ.

Sales Tax Holidays for Water-Efficient and

ENERGY STAR' Products set for May 26-28

(AUSTIN) — Texas families and businesses can
save on the purchase of certain water- and energy-
efficient products during the state’s Water-Effi-
cient Products and ENERGY STAR’ sales tax holi-
days. Both take place Saturday, May 26, through
Monday, May 28.

The Texas Comptroller’s office estimates shop-
pers will save about $10.7 million in state and local
sales tax during the Memorial Day weekend sales
tax holidays.

“As of May 1, more than 60 percent of the state
was in abnormally dry or drought conditions —
and anyone who's lived through a Texas summer
knows the strain triple-digit temperatures can put
on power grids,” Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar
said. “These two holidays are a perfect time to save
on state and local sales taxes while upgrading out-
dated water systems or inefficient appliances”

This is the third year for the Water-Efficient
Products Sales Tax Holiday. Products displaying
a WaterSense’ label or logo can be purchased tax-
free for personal or business use. These include
showerheads, bathroom sink faucets and acces-
sories, toilets, urinals and landscape irrigation
controls.

The sales tax holiday also applies to lawn and
garden products that help conserve water out-
doors. Items qualifying for the exemption include
soaker or drip-irrigation hoses; moisture controls
for a sprinkler or irrigation system; mulch; and
plants, trees and grasses. These items can be pur-
chased tax-free for residential use only.

There’s no limit to the number of water-efficient
or water-conserving products you can purchase
tax-free. For more information on the Water-Effi-
cient Products Sales Tax Holiday, visit the Comp-
troller’s website or attend a pre-sales tax holiday
kickoff event on May 23, when representatives
from the Texas Water Smart Foundation will join
Hegar at Home Depot, 1200 Barbara Jordan Blvd.,
Suite 100, Austin.

During the ENERGY STAR Sales Tax Holiday,
certain energy-efficient products displaying the
ENERGY STAR logo can be purchased tax-free;
these include air conditioners priced at $6,000 or
less, refrigerators priced at $2,000 or less, ceiling
fans, fluorescent light bulbs, dishwashers, dehu-
midifiers and clothes washing machines. Visit the
Comptroller’s website for more ENERGY STAR
Sales Tax Holiday details.
