WHEAT HARVEST NEARING END
WITH 808,000 BUSHELS REPORTED

With Foard County’s wheat
harvest over 90 per cent complete,
a check with the elevators Tues-
day afternoon showed that a to-
tal of B08,000 bushels of the new
crop had been delivered. A large
amount of the wheat, which 1is
not included in the above figure,
is also stored in bins on farms

The best wheat in the county
was reported in the Thalia com-
munity, while most of the other
areas in the county did not do
as well. The severe drouth and
insects did extensive damage to
this year’s crop. Also, some sec-
tions received extensive hail dam-
age.

Although most of the combine
crews have already moved north,
one elevator spokesman said that
enough remain to complete har-
vesting the remaining fields.

Market price for wheat during
the harvest has stayed at $1.20
per bushel, and most of the wheat
was sold, Homer Johnson, mana-
ger of the Farmers Elevator, said.

Tht county had a total of 63,-
665 acres sowed to wheat this
yvear, the Texas Employment Com-
mission office in Amarillo said.

This time last year, a total of
926,195 bushels of wheat had
bheen delivered to the elevators.

Foard City Methodist Church Served in
Community for Over Half Century

When Dr. John English, District
Superintendent of the Childress
District of the Methodist Church,
presided at the fourth quarterly
conference on Sunday, May 2, at
the Truscott Methodist Church, it
terminated a relationship between
the Truscott-Foard City Methodist
Churches which had existed for
42 years. A similar conference in
March at the Crowell Methodist
Church had merged the Crowell-
Foard City Churches, effective
June 1.

The Truscott Methodist Church
dates back to 1892, but it was in
1923, when Rev. R. F. Russell
was supply pastor, that it first
appeared as the head of a circuit.
The parsonage was built at Trus-
cott and preaching services were
held there on three Sundays each
month and at Foard City on one
Sunday. This arrangement was
followed until 1953 when the
Foard City Church became a half-
time church. Rev. Allen Forbes
was pastor at that time.

The Foard City Methodist
Church dates back to June 16,

Tom Beverly deeded to Rev. W.
L. Fagg, Lots 11 and 12, block
22, in Foard City to become the
property of the Methodist Prot-
testant Church of the Chillicothe
Mission, Northwest Texas Confer-
ence, and to the trustees of the
Foard City Methodist Protestant
Church,

George Eubank, father of the
late Mrs. A. Weatherall, moved
to the community from McKinney,
and it was through his acquaint-
ance with Bro. Fagg that the
church at Foard City was organ-
ized. Frank Weatherall, a small
boy at that time, remembers that
Bro. Fagg stayed with them while
the building was under construe-
tion. “We were Presbyterian at
that time, but denominational la-
bels were laid aside and it was
through combined efforts that
the building became a reality,”
he said.

Owen D. Rader, now of Vernon,
remembers that early one morn-
ing, his father, the late Cal Rader,
said, “Son, get your mules. We
are going to haul lumber for the
church this morning.” Owen said
that five wagons went to Crowell
that morning. The J. M. Glover
and Rader wagons unloaded the
first lumber on the grounds.

Joe Ward of Crowell and W.
T. Gorrell, formerly of Crowell,
were paid workers on the build-
ing. The other work was all do-
nated by men of the community.
Mr. Ward's father, Fred Ward,
owned a lumber yard in Foard
City, and much of the material
came from it. Along with the
lumber business, he had a grocery

“The tendency by
all who handle livestock to hurry
animals too fast is an important
contributing factor in bruising
caused by crowding, bumping and
rushing.”

The picture on causes of bruises
on hogs is a different one because
the hog is a slower moving, less
surefooted animal. The survey
here shows that causes for hruis‘-
ing are: canes, whipe and clubs,
iZ per cent; kicking and prodding,

punctures, 12 per cent: other
causes, 11 per cent,

cation of where work needs to be
