Major changes in state drivers’ 
licciLse law go into effiH't .Mon- 
tluy, .-Vugust 28.

.-\t the same time, inspection 
o f ailditional auto ei|uipment will 
!)«' rei|uircd, and minimum fee 
for vehicle inspections will he 
rai,s«‘d to $1.75. Inspections for 
the ll'*!s sticker will continue un­
til .April 15, the usual deadline.

Under the new law, front seat 
belts will he reijuire«! on all cars 
which have belt anchorages as part 
o f original equipment. Steering 
mechanism, wheels and rims also 
will he added to inspection items.

Other changes effective next 
week include:

•  Licensing law rai.ses minimum 
age to Id for those who have com­
pleted a driver’s education course 
and to 18 for those who have not 
had approved training.

•  Minimum age for operating 
a motor scooter has been raised 
to 15, ami a special examination 
will be requiretl after January 1 
to operate a motorcycle.

•  .All licen.ses i.ssue«! to persons 
untler 21 will be stamped “ pro­
visional" and may be su.spemie«! 
if  the operator is convicted o f two 
traffic law violations in a 12- 
month periiKi. (This jirovision is 
effective January 1.)

•  Motorists convictetl of ilriv- 
ing witliout a license will be sub­
ject to a fine o f up to $200 for 
first offense an«l .stiffen penalties 
thereafter.

•  Those convicte«! o f driving 
while intoxicated (or similar of- 
fen.se) are subject to first sus­
pension o f 12 months (18 months 
for later offenses) and may be 
required to attend a program of 
rehabilitation for problem drivers.

•  Thumb prints wilt be required 
on all original applications.

•  Driving while license is su.s- 
pended or revoked is punishable 
by fine o f $25 to $500 or a jail 
sentence o f three days to six 
months.

•  S tiff penalties are provided 
for counterfeiting or forging a 
license.

•  Department o f Public Safety 
will in the future receive from 
Department o f Public Welfare a 
list o f all Texans receiving aid 
due to visual defects.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU-I 

TION So. 17 proposing an 
amendment to Section 49-b, 
Article HI of the Constitution 
of Texas, so as to authorize 
an increase in the total amount 
of bonds or oblipations that 
may be issued by the Veterans’ 
Land Board to Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000): 
providing for the issuance of 
said bonds or obligations and 
the conditions relating thereto 
and the use of the V'eterar.s’ 
Land Fund; and providing for 
an election and the issuance of 
a proclamation therefor.
BE IT  RE.SOLVED BY THE

I.ECISLATl'RE  OF THE
.STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 49-b, 

Article II I of the Constitution 
of Texas, be .amended so that 
the same will hereafter read 
as follows:

“ Section 49-b. By virtue of 
prior Amendments to this 
Constitution, there has been 
created a governmental agency 
of the State of Te.xas perform­
ing governmental duties which 
has Ijcen designated the Vet­
erans' Land Board. Said Board 
shall continue to function for 
the purposes specified in all 
of the prior Constitutional 
Amendments except as modi­
fied herein. Said Board shall 
be composed of the Commis­
sioner of the General Land Of­
fice and two (2) citizens of 
the .'̂ tate of Texas, one (1) of 
whom shall l>e well versed in 
veterans’ aiTairs and one (1) 
of whom shall lie well versed 
in finances. One (1) such citi­
zen memboT shall, with the ad­
vice and cen.'ent of the Sen­
ate, be appointed biennially by 
the Governor to seiwe for a 
term of four ( t) years; but the 
members .seiwirg on said Board 
on the date of adoption hereof 
shall complete the terms to 
which they wore appointed. In 
the event of the resignation or 
death of any such citizen mem­
ber, the Governor shall ap­
point a replacement to sene 
for the unexpired portion of 
the term to 'which the de- 
ceaseil or resigning member 
had b»'pn appi-'inted.

All bonds or obligations issued 
and sold hereunder .shall, after 
execution by the Boarcl, ap­
proval by the Attorney Gen­
eral of Texas, registration by 
the Comptroller of Public Ac­
counts of the State of Texas, 
and deli\Trj' to the purchaser 
or purchasers, he incontestable

“ Said Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall consi.st of any lands here­
tofore or hereafter purchased 
by said Board, until the sale 
price therefor, together with 
any interest and penalties due,
h. ave been received by said 
Board (although nothing here­
in shall be construed to pre­
vent said Board from accept­
ing full paj-ment for a portion 
of any tract), and of the 
moneys .attributable to any 
bonds heretofore or hereafter
i. 'sued and sold by said Board 
which moneys so attributable 
shall include but shall not L.e 
limited to the procee»i.s from 
the is.suance and sale of such 
bonds; the money.s rereived 
from the sale or resale of any 
lands, or rights therein, puf- 
rhased with such proceeds; the 
money« received from the sale 
or re.«.alc of any lands, or

' rights therein, pureha.sed -wath 
other money.s attributable to 
such bonds; the intere.st and 
penalties received from the 
sale or resale of such lands, 
or rights therein; the bonuses, 
income, rent.«, royalties, and 
•any other pecuniary be-nefit rc- 

. ceived by said Board from any 
! such land«; sums received by 
i way of indemnity or forfeiture 
■ for the failure of any bidder 
for the purchase of any sueh 

’ bond.s to comply with his bid 
I and accept and pay for such 
I bond.s or for the failure of air, 
i bidder for the purchase of a’ '.
; lands compri.'L.g a part of , - d 
I Fund to comply with his hid

ce.ved from investments of any 
such moneys. The principal and

interest on the bonds hereto-1 
fore and hereafter issued by ' 
s.aid Board shall be paid out of 
the moneys of said Fund in 
conformance with the Con.sti- 
tutional provisions authorizing 
such bonds; but the moneys of 
said Fund which are not im­
mediately committed to the 
payment of princi)ial .and in­
terest on such bonds, the pur­
chase of Lands as herein pro­
vided, or the pajinent of ex­
penses as herein provided may 
be invested in bonds or obli­
gations of the United States 
until such funds are needed for 
such purposes.

“ The Veterans’ Land Fund

other governmental ageney of 
the State of Texas, or owned 
by any person, firm, or cor- ' 
poration. .All land.? thus pur- 
ch.ased .shall be acquired at the 
lowest price oi.tainable, to 
paid for in cash, nnd shall 1k' 
a part of said Fund. Such 
land.« heretofore or hereaftei 
)iurcha«('<i and comprising a

declared to t>c held for a gov- 
eiT.mental jiurjwse, although 
the individual purchasers there- 
if .'liall ho subject to taxation 
to the same extent and in the

“The lands of the Veterans’ 
Land Fund shall be sold by 
said Board in such quantities, 
on such terms, at such prices, 
at such rates of interest and 
under such rules and regula­
tions as are now or may here­
after be provided by law to 
veterans who served not less 
than ninety (90) continuou.s 
days, unless sooner discharged 
by reason of a service-con­
nected disability, on active 
duty in the Army, NaxWi Air 
Force, Coast Guard or Marine 
Corps of the United States be­
tween September 16, 1940, and 
the date of formal -withdrawal 
of United States troops from 
the present armed conflict in 
Viet Nam. and who, upon the 
date of filing his or her appli­
cation to purchase any such 
land is a citizen of the United 
States, is a bona fide resident 
of the State of Texas, and has 
not been dishonorably dis­
charged from any branch of 
the Armed Forces above- 
named and who at the time of 
his or her enlistment, induc­
tion, commissioning, or draft­
ing -was a bona fide resident 
of the State of Texas, or who 
has resided in Texas at lea.«t 
five (5) years prior to the date 
of filing his or her applica­
tion.

“ ,‘taiil Veterans’ Land Fund, 
to the extent of the moneys 
attributable to any bonds here­
after issued and 'sold by said 
Board may be used by said 
Board, as is now or may here­
after 1)0 provided by law, for 
the purpose of paying the ex­
penses of surveying, monu- 
menting, road construction, 
legal fees, recordation fees, 
.advertising and other like 
costs necessary or incidental 
to the purcha.se and sale, or re­
sale, of any lands purchased 
with any of the moneys at­
tributable to such additional 
bonds, such expenses to be 
added to the price of sueh 
lands when sold, or resold, by 
said Board; for the purpo.se 
of paying the expenses of is­
suing, selling, and delivering 
any such additional bonds; and 
for the purpose of meeting the 
expenses of pajing the inter­
e.st or principal due or to be­
come due on any such addi­
tional bonds.

“ All of the moneys attri- 
liutahle to any .series of lionds 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board (a ‘series of bonds’ 
lieing all of the hond.i issued 
and sold in a single trans- 
artion as a single installment 
of bonds) may lie used for the 
purch.a.se of lands as herein
provifieil, to l)e solfl as herein
provided, for a period ending
eight (H) years after the date 
of sale of such series of
bonds; firnvideil, however, that 
■=0 much of such moneys as may 
he necessary to pay interest on 
tionds hereafter is.'ued and sold 
sh.all lie set aside for that pur- 
[lose in accordance with the 
resolution adopted by said 
Board authorizing the issuance 
and sale of such series of 
iKinds. A fter such eight (K) 
year periofi, all of sueh moneys 
hall be set aside for the re­

tirement o f any bonds here­
after issued and sold and to 
pay interest thereon, together 
with any expenses as provided 
herein, in accordance with the 
resolution or resolutions auth­
orizing the issuance and sale 
of such additional bonds, until 
there are sufficient moneys to 
retire all of the bonds here­
after issued and sold, at which 
time all such moneys then re­
maining a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund and there­
after becoming a part o f said 
Fund shall be governed as 
elsewhere provided herein.

“ This Amendment being in­
tended only to establish a 
basic framework and not to be 
a comprehensive treatment of 
the Veterans’ Land Program, 
there is hereby reposed in the 
Legislature full power to im­
plement and effectuate the de­
sign and objects of this Amend­
ment, including the po-wer to 
delegate such duties, responsi­
bilities, functions, and author­
ity to the Veterans’ Land 
Board as it believes necessary.

“ Should the Legislature en­
act any enabling laws in an­
ticipation of thi.s Amendment, 
no such law shall be void by 
reason of its anticipatory na­
ture.

“ This Amendment shall be­
come effective upon its adop­
tion.”

See. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote o f the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
Novem'ber 11, 1967, at which 
election all ballots .«hall have 
printed thereon the following; 

“ FOR the amendment to ex­

Xl MBKU SIX ox THE H.U.I.OT

Soctior. I. That Sectii^n .13. ■ 

Article XVI, Constitution of 
the Stale i f Ti xas. be amended ; 
to read as follows: |

‘•Secti'Ui The Accounting 
Officers of this State shall
