Student# in Northern Texas wh.i 
work part-time or summer# may 
have a refund cominit on their 
liWiT fetieral income tax returns, 
Flllis Campbell, Jr., District Di­
rector of Internal Revenue, said 
this week.

Student# are required to file a 
tax return if they earned .<*(00 
or more.
