School Board 
Adopts 1%9*7Q 
Budget Monday

The Crowell School Board, faced 
with declining revenues- and in­
creasing expenses, adopted the 
1969-70 budget for the local school 
system at a called meeting Mon­
day night.

E.-timated revenue for the com­
ing year from local, county nnd 
state sources is $274,000.

F7stimated expenditures for the 
year are $2 4,37.'i.00 for adminis­
tration; $187,101 for instruction 
(up about $12,000 due to the pay 
raise for teachers): $150, health 
service; $ 1 ..'iOO.OO, transportation, 
$20,070.(to, operation of plant; 
$8,600.00, maintenance of plant; 
social security for school person­
nel, $10,110.00; insurance, 
$2.000.00; student body activities, 
$1.000.00; recreation .service 
(school’s share of operation of 
the swimming pool), $500.00; cap­
ital outlay, $5,000.00; debt ser­
vice, $56,605.00. Total estimated 
expenditures are about $317,000.

This will leave the school some 
$43,000 in the red at the end o f 
next year, if  collections and 
spending approximate the figures 
on which the budget is based.

The district’s evaluations are 
down some $530,095.00 from the 
preceding year. About $420,000 
of this is due to declining produc­
tion in the oil fields in the dis­
trict. Part o f the remaining drop 
is due to the fewer number o f cat­
tle in the county at the first o f the 
year, school officials said.

The local school is also down 
some 40 pupils in enrollment this 
year, Supt. Henry Black reported 
to the board.

Jeff Bell, chairman o f the Dick 
Todd Field fund, told the board 
that donations to this fund to 
date total $215.50. He said the es­
timated cost o f the proposed en­
trance to the football field is about 
$1200 to $1500.

School secretary J. H. Gillespie 
requested that parking tickets be 
picked up at his office in the court 
house as soon as possible.

Revised Motor 
Vehicle Inspection 
Act Is Explained

Revited Motor Vehicle 
Inipection Act

Part 5 of 5 P„rt$

Au^tin The most sweeping 
changes ever to be made in the 
State s Motor Vehicle Inspection 
Act became effective September 
1. according to Colonel Wilson E. 
Speir, direitor of the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety.

Speir said the amended act, re­
cently a.Iopte«! by the Texas Leg­
islature, will place Texas on u 
12 month inspection period. The 
measure increases the inspection 
fee from to S2.00, and
moves the location o f the inspec­
tion sticker from the right of the 
windshield to the left. It also adds 
exhaust emmission systems on 
1!»68 or later vehicles, and ex 
haust systems on all vehicles, to 
the list of items to be inspected.

Speir said that all vehicles sub­
ject to inspection must he taken 
to an approved motor vehicle in­
spection station between Septem­
ber 1, 1969, and April 15, 1970. 
Upon satisfactory completion of 
the inspection procedure, the me­
chanic-inspector will remove the 
old sticker and affix the new one.

“ The new stickers will expire 
12 months from the date of in­
spection, and will contain a large 
number tab showing the month of 
expiration,” Speir noted. “ For ex­
ample, a sticker issued in Septem­
ber will contain a number nine, 
and will expire on the last day 
of September, 1970. .A sticker is- 
sue<l in January will contain the 
number one ami will expire at the 
end of January, 1971,” he added.

The DPS Director urged all mo­
torists to have their cars inspect­
ed early to get ready for fall and 
winter driving, and to avoid long 
lines which may develop in April 
as the deadline draws near.

In addition to the new items 
to be inspected, inspection sta­
tions will check brakes, lighting 
equipment, horns and warning de­
vices, mirrors, windshield wipers, 
and front seat belts in vehicles 
where seat belt anchorages were 
part o f the manufacturer’s orig­
inal equipment on the vehicle. The 
inspection also includes steering 
and wheel-s and rims.

Parks A Wildlif« 
Cammissian S«ts 
Waterfawl Seasans

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Commission, in a special meeting 
called last week, set waterfowl 
seasons within the framework es­
tablished by the Bureau of Sports 
Fisheries and Wildlife, U. S. De­
partment of the Interior.

Duck season this year will be­
gin one-half hour before sunri-e 
on Nov. 18 and run to sun.set on 
Jan. 11, 1970, for a total of 5.5 
days. Daily bag limit will be four 
ami may not include more than 
two wood ducks, one canvasback, 
or one redhead and one mallard. 
Posse.ssion limit will be eight and 
may not include more than four 
wood ducks, one canvasback, or 
one redhead and two mallards.

Daily bag limit on coot is 10, 
and the possession limit is 20.

Goo.se season will begin one-half 
hour before sunrise on Oct. 18 
and run to sunset on Jan. 11, for 
a total of 86 days. Bag and pos­
session limit will be a total of 
five. No changes were made in the 
species which make up the bag.

West of U. S. Highway 81, the 
bag and possession limit o f geese 
will be one Ross’s goose and in 
the alternative one white-fronted 
goose or one white-fronted goose 
and one Canada goose or two Can­
ada geese. East of U. S. Highway 
81, the daily bag limit may not 
include more than one Ross’s 
goose and either one Canada goose 
or one white-fronted goose. Pos­
session limit east of U. S. 81 will 
be no more than one Ross’s goose 
and a choice of two Canada geese 
or one Canada goose and one 
white-fronted goose.

Sandhill cranes may be hunted 
from one-half hour before sunrise 
on Dec. 13 to sunset on Jan. 11 
in that portion of Texas lying 
west of a line from San Angelo 
along U. S. Highway 277 to Abi­
lene, then along State Highway 
351 from Abilene to Albany and 
U. S. Highway 283 from Albany 
to Vernon; thence easterly along 
U. S. Highway 183 to a point o f 
intersection with the Texas-Okla- 
homa state line in Wilbarger 
County; and east of a line from 
San Angelo along U. S. Highway 
87 to the junction of Highways 
87 and 287 at Duitias, in Moore 
County, and then along U. S. High­
way 287 from Dumas to the point 
of intersection with the Texas- 
Oklahoma state line in Dallam 
County.

Crassbreeds Checked 
in Feedlat

Oossbreeds, involving Charo­
láis, Charbray an¿, Santa Gertru­
dis, gave the highest feedlot 
weight gain in recent tests at Tex­
as A&M University. The research 
involved 1,934 animals fed for 
140'days. In addition to the nam­
ed breeds above, Hereford, Angus, 
Brahman, Brown Swiss and Red 
Poll were also represented. Objec­
tive of the tests was to determine 
how various breeds perform in the 
feedlot when different crosses are 
used.

Tax Reform 
Baffiegab

Bafflegab reaches new heights 
in the language of some provisions 
o f the proposed Tax Reform Act 
of 1969 (H. R. 13270), the Cham­
ber of Commerce of the United 
States notes.

Here is part o f Sec. 277, “ Lim­
itation on Deductions for Individ­
uals” :

“ (a ) General Rule— I f  a tax­
payer (other than a corporation) 
has allocable expenses for a tax­
able year, the deduction otherwise 
allowable under this chapter for 
such expenses shall be disallowed 
to the extent o f ait amount equal 
to the lesser o f—

“ (1 ) the aggregate o f such ex­
penses multiplied by the section 
277 fraction, or

“ (2 ) the allowable tax prefer­
ences.

“ (b ) Section 277 Fraction. —

For purposes o f this section, the 
section 277 fraction is the frac­
tion the numerator of which is 
the allowable tax preferences and 
the denominator of which is the 
sum of the allowable tax pref­
erences plus modified adjusted 
gross income.”

(How ’s that again, please?)

Tax Man Sam Sez

ior. Going back to school doe" 
cre.Mte one small income tax prob­
lem for those students who work­
ed during the .summer. Nowadays 
this includes most of the senior 
high school students, as well as 
college students on summer vaca­
tion. Ordinarily the students 
worked in jobs that required their 
employer to withhold income tax 
and social security tax from their 
pay check. The law requires their 
employer to issue them a W-2 
within 30 days after they leave 
the job. The students will need to 
carefully put away this W-2 until 
January 1, 1970. Ordinarily if 
they do not work elsewhere, they 
will get all o f their income tax 
withheld refunded, provided they 
file a Form 1040 with the Internal 
Revenue Service. O f course they 
are not required to file unless they 
make $600, but IRS can’t send the 
money back until they do file. The 
students that lose the W-2’s usu­
ally find that the employer will 
give them a duplicate— but only 
after at least one, and usually a 
series o f tongue lashings.

Program Offorod 
by U. S. Army

The United SUtes Army hai 
just announced a new policy 
which make» army veteran* dis­
charged in grades E-6 and below 
eligible to re-enlist without a loss 
in grade.

According to Sfc. Bobby Man- 
ley, local U. S. Army recruiter, 
this move will allow thouaanda 
o f former servicemen to bring 
their skills and experience back 
to the Regular Army without aac- 
rificing one o f their hard-earned 
sergeant or specialist stripes.

Under the former ruling, an 
E-6 had just 3 months to re-en­
list and hold his grade i f  he had 
4 years total service. Those E-6s 
with more than 4 years service 
hud just 24 hours. Now both cat­
egories can have been out o f ser­
vice for up to 30 months and re­
turn without penalty.

Those who left the army in 
grades E-7, E-8 or E-9 still have 
only 24 hours to re-enlist and 
those who remain civilians for 
more than a day will have to face 
a drop in grade.

God ha.- done for us in Christ?

In Rom. 8:32 we read that to 
save us from sin, God “ spared not 
His own Son, but delivered Him 
up for us all.”  In Titus 2:14 we 
are told that Christ “ gave Him­
self for us, that He might redeem 
us from all iniquity . . In Rom. 
<5:8 the apostle declares that 
“ while we were yet sinners, Christ 
died for us.”  Gal. 3:13 says that 
Christ was “ made a curse for us.”  

Heb. 9:12 states that “ He en­
tered . . into the holy place (the 
presence * f  the Father) having 
obtained eternal redemption for 
us.”

“ Many people in the Foard 
County area are apparently under 
the impression that they mu.st com­
plete their own claims for reim­
bursement o f doctor bills under 
Medicare,”  Mrs. Helen Rigdon, so­
cial security manager in Vernon, 
-aid last week. “ Unfortunately, 
this incorrect impression has caus­
ed many to delay claiming repay­
ment becau.se they don’t have 
forms, don’t know how to get 
them, and are afraid they can’t 
complete them.”

“ S’our local social security o f­
fice can help you file your medical 
insurance or Part B claim under 
Medicare. Part B is that part of 
Medicare that provides for repay­
ment o f doctor bills,”  Mrs. Rigdon 
explained. “ People covered by 
medical insurance pay the month­
ly premium and are entitled to 
receive 80 per cent o f allowed 
charges after their first $50 in 
doctor bills each year. The doctor 
may take the claim “ on assign­
ment”  and file the papers himself 
or he may ask the patient to ap­
ply for reimbursement. In this 
case, a simple claim form obtain­
able from the doctor or at any 
social security office must accom­
pany the doctor bills,”  Mrs. Rig­
don continued.

“ I f  a person feels he cannot 
complete the form he should visit 
the social security representative 
with his doctor bills for help in 
completing the form. Don’t wait 
until you have $50 in bills,”  Mrs. 
Rigdon emphasized. “ File a claim 
at any time so the charges can be 
applied to the deductible.”
