Texas Moves

Up in Teacher
Salaries

Texas has moved up this
year from 35th to 24th place
among the 50 states in
average annual pay for
public teachers, a national
survey shows.

Average classroom teacher
pay in Texas in 1975-76 is
$11,373, according to a
survey of the National
Education Association titled
"*Estimates of School Statis-
tics, 1975-76.""

This still leaves Texas
$1,151 below the national
teacher pay average of
$12,524, as quoted in the
NEA report. These are
preliminary estimates, based
on figures supplied by the 50
state education agencies,
including the Texas Educa-
tion Agency. Revised
estimates will be compiled
after the end of the school
year.

The revised figures for
the preceding year showed
Texas in 35th place among
the S0 states with average
annual teacher pay of $9,807,
which was $1,843 below the
national average of $11,650
for 1974.75.

With the mechanization
and technology that has been
developed in the last
century, there is no excuse
for the abuse of squandering
of resources left to our care.
It has been said by one that
came long before us: “‘The
earth is the Lord's and the
fullness thereof.'’ Psalms
24:1. That leaves us as
caretakers

The most critical time for
the protection of our most
valuable resource is now, our
soil. Theodore Roosevelt
once said when the soil goes,
man must go. This was a
long time ago and much has
happed since then. Since the
settling of our great country
and the westward movement
began, man left worn out
fields in quest of greener
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pastures. Man can no longer
do this because almost 100
per cent of the lands suitable
for cultivation has been
cleared and is now in
production. This, through
necessity, also puts us in a
caretaker’s role

In our area wind erosion, is
a major factor in damaging
our soils due to gusty spring
winds, lack of moisture, and
insufficient cover during the
blowing season

Anyone desiring informa-
