Indicted By Grand Jury

A federal grand jury Tuesday 
Indicted a former Lubbock man 
and two Mexican nationals who 
are accused of operating a her­
oin ring based in O’Donnell.

An O’ Donnell heavy equip­
ment operator, Benito Adame 
Lopez, 45, two Mexican nation­
als and” other persons unknown 
are charged with conspiring to 
bring heroin Into the United 
States and distribute It.

U.S. Deputy Marshal Pat

Davidson said Lopez is in cus- 
tody in McAllen on a federal 
warrant charging him with smug, 
gling 200 grams of heroin In- 
to the United States from Mex- 
Ico.

Federal attorneys did not 
disclose the names of the two

Mexican nationals, who are al­
leged to be couriers. They are 
not In custody.

The eight-coum indictment 
alleges that one or more of the

defendants conspired to travel 
from O’Donnell to other U.S. 
cities to “ acquire heroin from 
sources outside the United 
States”  to tiring It Into the 
country Illegally and to " s e l l  
in various cities in Texas.”  

Asst, U.S. Atty. W illis Tay. 
lor said the Indictment climaxed 
an investigation b\ federal nar- 
cotics agents and that the her- 
oin involved was valued at “ sev- 
eral hundred thousand dol­
lars”  on the black market.

of two new seedless varieties 
recently announced by Texas 
Commissioner of Agriculture 
John C. White.

Seedless watermelons are 
rapidly gaining favor with con­
sumers because of the extra­
sweet and flavorful quality of 
the melons. The fruit Is 
medium-sized, with a good 
textured, sweet meat. As In 
other "s eed less " fruits, the 
undeveloped seeds are there 
but are edible, actually taste­
less, An added advantage of 
this melon is an extended shelf 
life.

I he chem lcal"Colchicine,”  
discovered in 1937 b> Dr, O. 
J. Ligsti, Is responsible for 
the genetic change that pro­
duces a seedless melon such | 
as the two new varieties, *’ T r l-  
.\ 313 "  and "Supersweei."
It has only been until recently 
that seedless melons have been 
developed which are consistent 
In quality and which can be 
co.rmierclally produced and 
marketed.

Yes, we’ re in it. An ex- 
tended dry spsell called a drought 
Even though a very few very 
widely scattered have "perked 
up’ ’ feeling lately, it remains 
we are exp>eriencing drcxsght 
conditions. The Southern Great 
Plains Research Station at Wood­
ward, Oklahoma repjorts that 
April, May, June and July were 
the driest they had been In the 
past 77 years.

Considering all the facts. 
It Is time for llvesttxk men to 
Initiate a drought plan. A 
drought plan Is a plan by which 
the grazing load is adjusted ac­
cording to previous decisions. 
In mid August preannual grass 
plants have already made 70 
per cent of their expected 
growth. Just think about It, 
even if  It starts to rain less 
than normal growth Is expect, 
ed therefore cool weather graz­
ing will be less. Many ranch, 
es and livestock men have al­
ready made adjustments. L.O. 
Sparks of West Point has initi­
ated his drought plan already. 
Other reports reflect an ad­
justment of livestock numbers 
have already started so as to 
take advantage of the current 
good market prices.

I suggest that i f  you haven’ t 
given this a great deal of thought 
that you do so. Don’t kill out 
your good prennlal grasses that 
w ill take many years to replace 
just to save a few cows that 
probably need to be culled any­
way. This is a good time to 
Improve the quality of your 
herd by selling off the low 
producers now.

This dry weather should al­
so make the cropland farmer 
think about the oncoming win­
ter. There Is a great deal of 
cropland In Lynn county that 
does not have any cover on it. 
Diverted acres, toodrytoplant, 
not enough moisture to grow, 
etc., are the reasons, but no 
matter the reason It can be

The good tax (oiks pride 
themselves on having most 
American taxpayers voluntar­
ily comply with the law. IRS 
has a lot o( proof that most 
Americans are fairly honest 
and law-abiding — at least in 
Federal tax matters.

However, in spite of all the 
talk about voluntary compli­
ance, there is a n o ^ r  side. 
A few thoroughly screened tax 
fraud or tax evasion cases 
are selected each year for the 
thorough type of investigation 
re<iuired of the (jovemment

in making a case that will 
send a tax cheater to Jail. 
During the past six months, 
the court records show that 
the United States Attorney and 
the InU'mal Revenue Sp^ial 
Agents who Investigate tax 
cases, took nine taxpayers to 
court- Tbese taxpayers in­
cluded an attorney, two truck 
owners and operators, a sales­
man, two manuiactiirers, a 
TV repairman, a Saving and 
Loan Association Vice Pres­
ident, and a used car dealer.

Six were charged with filing 
false Income tax returns, two 
were charged with not filing 
suiy income tax returns at 
aU, and one was charged with 
withholding Federal taxes

from his employees and keeth 
Ing the mcaiey. The couxt 
records in these snd the 2000 
similar cases across the coua- 
try each year indicate that 
complying with the tax lawa 
can eventually become manda­
tory. ^

Your food freezer is the most 
expensive space In your kltch- 
en. You can keep the cost with- 
In bounds with proper use, but 
carelessness may add consider, 
able cost to every pound of food 
that is stored.

I f  the freezer Is used as 
a bank for Just food storage, 
the cast per pound of food 
stored will be high; however. 
If the freezer is used regularly, 
like a bank checking account, the 
operating costs will be spread 

over more food and the cost 
per pound will be much lower.

Keep a careful watch over 
the kind of food that is put 
In the freezer. High cost foods 
bought as a*‘ bargain” canmean 
quite a saving, but finding a 
bargain large enough to war- 
rent high cost freezer space Is 
a challenge.

Letting food get too old in 
the freezer Is particularly 
wasteful. No matter how low 
the cost, i f  food Is thrown a- 
way, there is no bargain.

Make sure you follow the 
“ the first In, first our’ ’ rule 
to help keep food loss to a 
minimum.

Your freezer can be a faith- 
ful servant and it can save time 
and effort, and in exceptional 
Instance, It may save you money 
and can help you feed your 
family well. However, if the 
freezer Is used Incorrectly, you 
will find that the food freezer 
Is a very expensive servant.

If your freezer stops, don’t 
panic but get into action.

The first thing to remeber 
is to keep your freezer closed. 
How long the food will stay 
frozen depends on the amount 
and type of food In the freez­
er. A full freezer will stay 
cold many hours longer than 
a freezer only a quarter lull. 
Meat will stay frozen longer 
than will baked food. Also, 
the larger the freezer, the long­
er  it will stay cold.

Twenty-five pounds of dry 
ice should hold the temperature 
of a half-ful, 10 cubic foot freez­
er below freezing for two or 
three days. Put heavy card­
board directly on the packages 
of frozen food and then put 
the dry Ice on top of the card- 
board.

For added protection, cover 
the freezer with blankets, quilts 
or some other covering. It 
will also help to put crumpled 
newspaper or excelsior between 
the cabinet and the blankets. 
Don’ t cover up the alr-vent 
openings because the power may 
come on unexpectedly and venti­
lation will be needed.

If the freezer will be out 
of operation for more than three 
days, take frozen foods to a 
locker plant as soon as possi­
ble. Thoroughly wrap the food 
and make the trip from the 
freezer to the locker as qulckley 
as possible.

If  food has partially or com­
pletely thawed before you dis­
cover that the freezer is not 
operating, you may refreeze 
foods If they still contain Ice 
crystals and are still 40degrees 
F. or below. Meats and poul- 
try become unsafe to eat when

the color or odor Is poor or 
questlcnalbe. You should get rid

W IIATS IN A LINE . . . ?
A fishing line is a fishing 

line . . . so what's the big deal 
about line weight, line test 
and whether it’s braided or 
monofilament?

Despite efforts by fishing 
line manufacturers, many ang 
lers don’t understand the im­
portance of chixising the cor­
rect line to matcK their equip 
ment

Having the right line ran 
make a lot of difference when 
it comes to catching Hsh, say 
the angling authorities at Mer 
cury outhoarifs. Nut only does 
the correct line help your cast 
ing, hut it plays a big part in 
how the lure is presented to 
the fish.

Fly fishermen probably have 
the most critical decisions to 
make. Rod length, its action 
and whether they are fishing 
dry or wet flies are all impor 
tant considerations

Generally, a floating, tapered 
line IS used with dry flies, and 
a level, sinking line with wet 
flies Popping bugs for bass 
call for weight forward lines 
Follow the rod maker's rec 
ommendations as to l i n e  
weight They are usually print 
ed on the butt section of any 
good rixl.

Casting, spinning — or spin 
casting — lines are not as crit 
leal in one respect, when cast, 
they depend less upon rod ac 
tion than do fly lines Other 
wise, the importance of hav 
ing the right line is as great

Braided line is excellent for 
plug casting reels, but should 
not be used for spinning or 
spincasting A hard braid lasts 
longer but is more trouble­
some on the reel than a soft 
braid. Also, braided line floats.

Monofilament line is used 
almost exclusively with spin, 
ning and spincasting equip 
ment. It's nearly invisible in 
the water and will sink.

Match the line’s test weight 
to the size fish you’re after, 
and the size lures you’re us­
ing. Remember, the lighter 
the line the easier it is to cast, 
particularly with light-weight 
lures. However, the lads at 
Mercury advise that you keep 
in mind the reel manufactur­
er’s recommendations

Judlcli* secilon of the State 
Bar will -.«-call Its proposals 
at an October meeting In Gal­
veston.

Judges and practicing at- 
torneys gave the House judl. 
clary sub-commlttee, at a hear­
ing In the Capitol , their ideas 
for improving and speeding up 
court machinery.

Sample recommendations In. 
elude:

Strong court administration. 
Including authority to Ignore 
present district lines in as­
signing judges to duty where the 
action is.

Creation of a "unified”  court 
system (a variety of plans have 
been suggested )  to Insure an 
even work load on courts, a- 
gain by shifting judges to areas 
where dockets are overlooked.

Automatic judicial redlstrlct-

the Legislature refuses to do the 
job.

Removing judges from poll- 
tics.

su ffer fines and Jail sen- 
tences for contempt of court to 
help prevent court disruptions 
like those which have shocked 
the naUon In recent months.

Simplification of the judicial 
article of the state constitution 
so the Legislature can made 
necessary changes without hav- 
ing to submit constitutional a- 
mendments.

"T h e  climate for judicial 
reform  was never so good,”

On Pain of Perjury
Cutting off th« longue is no 

longer considered, as it once 
was. a proper punishment for 
perjury. Nevertheless, the law 
still considers perjury a serious 
offense indeed. The obligation to 
tell the truth under oath is a 
vital cog in the machinery o f 
justice.

In fad. a person may he guilty 
of perjury even when he does 
tell the truth— if he did not know 
it was the truth, hor example:

A witness in a homicide case 
swore that (he defendant had not 
been present at the scene o f the 
shooting I .tier, ihe witness ad-

mited that he himself had not 
been there either. Charged with 
perjury he acknowledged hat he 
had faked his story.

“ But as it turned out." lie told 
the court, “ the story happened 
to be tnie ^fter all. The defend­
ant really had not been present, 
just as I said.”

Yet the court found him guilty 
of perjury. Even though he had 
his facts straight, said the court, 
he had still lied about his knowl­
edge o f those facts.

Nor does a cautious phrase like 
“ I guess” or “ 1 think" protect a 
witness from the possibility o f 
committing perjury. Thus, a wit- 
rtes who says “ I think the defend­
ant was speeding”  would be 
guilty o f perjury if he priv.-itel> 
thought just the opposite— that 
the defendant was not speeding.

O f course, there is no perjury 
if the witness is honestly mis­
taken. Nor is there perjury if he 
is not put under oath.

But the offense may he com­
mitted in many pLices outside of 
the courtroom. The “ pain o f per­
jury" has been imposed for as­
sorted kinds of dishonesty— in 
making a customs declaration, in 
registering to vote, in seeking a 
gun permit, in testifying before 
a Congressional committee.

One luckless hridegrvxvm was 
charged with perjury for swear­
ing. in his application for a mar­
riage license, that he h.ad never 
before been married. Actually, 
he had been married twice under 
a different name.

In his defense, he argued that  ̂
his transgression was simply not ( 
serious enoiighi lo amount to ( 
perjury. But the court said that 
society has a right lo lake strici * 
measures to stifegtiard the insti- • 
tulion o f matrimony. •
