fng 5,434 bales of cotton had
been ginned here this season,
according to reports given the
News by the five gin plants
here. A little more than 2,000
bales have been ginned since
the report was gathered last
week., They weather has re.
mained ideal for the harvesting
of the crop. Practically all
the cotton is being picked this
year, none of it ‘“‘pulled’’ as
yet. This crop, whatever it
may be, has been made on a
sub.normal amount of rain. In
Tahoka, only 10,78 inches of
rain has fallen since January
1. Considerably more than this
has fallen in some sections of
the county, however, particu-.
larly in July and August, caus-
ing the cotton stalks to grow
rank and promising for a few
weeks a bumper crop. The
price of cottonin Tahoka Thurs.
day was -about 8.10 cents per
pound. Seed was selling at
$25.00 per ton.
