24 H our Tornado W atch By Local OHicers

IN CASE OF TORNADO 
WARNING WILL BE SOUNDED

The News has beenlnformed 
that the Tahoka fire depart­
ment, pwllce, sheriffs office, 
and DPS will be watching for 
tornado clouds, twenty-four 
hours a day. The warning slg- 
nal will be 4 (four) or more 
whistles from the fire slrene, 
which means a tornado has 
been spotted.

To know what to do when 
a tornado Is approaching, are 
as follows.

If you are near a tornado 
cellar: When time permits,
go to a tornado cellar, cave 
o r underground excavation 
which should have an air out­
let to help equalize the air 
pressure. It should be kept 
fit for use, free from water, 
gas or debris; and prefer­
ably equipped with pick and 
shovel. There is no unlver- 
sal protection against torna­
does except underground ex­
cavations.

If you are in open country: 
Move at right angles to the 
tornado’s path. Tornadoes us- 
ually move ahead at about 25 
to 40 miles per hour.
If there Is no time to escape, 
lie flat In the nearest de­
pression such as a ditch or 
ravine.

If In a city or town. Seek 
lr,side shelter, preferably In 
a strongly reinforced building. 
STAY AWAY FROM WINDOWS 
In homes: Th« corner of the
basement toward the tornado 
usually offers greatest safety.

particularly In frame houses. 
People In houses without base­
ments can sometimes be pro­
tected by taking cover under 
heavy furniture against Inside 
walls. Doors and windows on 
the sides of the house away 
from the tornado may be open­
ed to help reduce damage to 
the building. Standing against 
the Inside wall on the lower 
floor of an office building of­
fers some protection.

If In schools: In a city
areas: If school building Is
of strongly reinforced con-

structlon, stay Inside, away 
from windows, remain near 
an Inside wall on the lower 
floors when possible. AVCMD 
AUDITORIUMS AND GYMNA­
SIUMS with large, poorly-sup­
ported roofs I
In rural schools that do not 
have strongly reinforced con­
struction, remove children 
and teachers to a ravine or 
ditch if storm shelter Is not 
available.

DROUTH BROKEN BY RAINS LAST WEEK
Rains late last week covered 

much of dry West Texas and 
g a v e  farmers hopes more 
would come In time for plant­
ing crops.

Although not quite enough 
for planting In most places, 
the rains made a big dent In 
the long drouth that began 
last mid-October.

Most of Lynn county re­
ceived from an Inch to two 
or three Inches. Tahoka of­
ficially recorded 1.17 inches, 
.44 Thursday night, .73 Frl- 
day and Saturday morning.

Up to two or three Inches 
were reported over parts of 
the West Point, Petty, Lake- 
view, New Home, and Wll- 
aon areas, and also a strip

east and southeast about two 
to four miles out of Tahoka.

Tahoka had recorded only 
.25 inch of moisture from 
showers and snow since Oct­
ober 16, 1970, six months to 
a day-the longest period that 
dry ever recorded by the lo­
cal station of the National Wea­
ther Service.

The rains were followed, 
however, by high winds Sunday 
Monday and Tue-sday and tor­
nadoes and threats of torna­
does kept many people on edge.

A twister dipped down on 
Hereford and heavily damaged 
a ten-block area of the town. 
There were no deaths, but 
about flfly people received In- 
juries and property damage

was reported to be possibly 
92 million or more.

Much of Garza county re­
ceived little moisture, but on 
the other hand the bone-dry 
San Ziigelo and Edwards Pla- 
t€«iu tc’AT«
were running out of drinking 
water rccviveii upiosix i'iclies 
In i>laces.

Many farmers here have been 
enabled to re-lUt or list their 
land as a result of the rains. 
Most ofthedownfallcameslow 
and easy, but fall was suf­
ficient In some places, south­
east of Tahoka and In the north­
west section of the county, to 
put water In lakes.

For Irrigation farmers, the 
rain proved a saving In pump­

ing bills and helped saturate 
the soli.

Most farmers prefer to plant 
crops the latter part of April 
or early In May, but havt a

fair chance of success with 
even later planting, even late 
In June.

Farmers have reported there 
Is a surm'lslng amount of deep 
moisture, in sptt of dry 1970

and the long drouth since Oct- 
ober, but most will want aiv 
other Inch or two to begin 
planting both cotton and mllo.

tlal plants: On receiving a tor- 
nado warning, a lookout should 
be posted to keep safety of­
ficials advised of the torna- 
do's approach. Advance pre­
paration should be made for 
moving workers to sections of 
the plant offering the great- 
est protection.

Keep calm. It will not help 
to get excited. People have 
been killed by running out In­
to streets and by turning back 
Into the path of a tornado. 
Even though a warning is is­
sued, chances of a tornado 
striking one’s home or loca­
tion are very slight. Tor- 
nadoes cover such a small 
zone, as a rule, that rela­
tively only a few places In 
a warned area are directly 
affected. You should know a- 
bout tornadoes though, “ just 
In case.’’

Keep tuned to your radio 
or television station for lat­
est tornado advisory infor­
mation. Do not call the Wea­
ther Bureau, except to re­
port a tornado, as your In­
dividual request may tie up 
telephone lines urgently need­
ed to receive special reports 
or to relay advisories to ra­
dio and television stations for 
dissemination to thousands In 
the critical area.

Now Is a real good time 
to take an Inventory of your 
Water Conservation Program 
on yxjur farm. If there is 
any sign of water having left 
your field or even your farm 
you need to do something. 
This long dry spell that was 
broken by recent rains,Thank 
the Lord, should have all gone 
Into the ground. There are 
several areas and places in 
the county where water did 
get away.

Some sign that would indi­

cate to you that previous wa­
ter got away are washes or 
eroded areas at the end of 
the row, all the loose dirt 
gone, sanded or sil ed areas 
in turn-rows and roads. These 
indications are easily seen 
by simple observation. Upon 
examination in the field the 
signs will be deep steep fur­
row side show that water has 
run, bed filled full of soil 
wash in, and rows that have 
broken from one furrow to 
another. People should ob-

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serve in general all of the 
obvious sings on all ’.and. 
They should examine their 
land closely for these signs 
and any of the many other signs 
of water lose.

Several things can cause 
or contribute to this costly 
lose of productive water. Row 
direction and slope is the 
main cause but not the only 
cause. Many times is the fac­
tor effecting infiltration rate 
is the cause. For example 
the soil may be to close to­
gether to allow water to soak 
in. The location and direc- 
tion of turn rows many times 
is the cause. Structures that 
cause water to constrate and 
travel a determined course 
can cause this loss. All, one, 
or combinations of these can 
be your problem. The thing 
that bothers me so about this 
is all of these problems have 
solutions and can be remedied.

Each problem is different 
and needs evaluation, this is 
our job. But in general these 
things help terrace, manage­
ment of crop residues, con­
tour farming, conservation 
cropping systems and some­
time minimum tillage.

The use of additives in swine 
rations has enabled producers 
to Increase feed utilization 
and the growth rate of pigs 
in addition to making today's 
production system jxisslbleby 
controlling disease.

The use of additives is 
under real pressure and the 
final outcome rests largly with 
swine producers. All feed 
containing antibiotics or ad­
ditives must be labeled,show­
ing the number of days the 
materials must be withdrawn 
before the hogs are sold for 
slaughter.

producers should carefully 
read the warnings on the tag 
attached to each bag of feed 
or on the invoices that accom­
pany each load of bulk. Then, 
make sure all feeding recom­
mendations are closely fol­
lowed.

The withdrawal is made 
necessary since some anti- 
blotlcs and growth stimulants 
are depolsted in the animal’s 
body tissue. The withdrawal 
periods allow ample time for 
the excretion of these mater- 
lals to the point that body 
tissue or meat will not con­
tain levels above those accept­
ed by the U. S. Food and 
Drug Administration.

The FDA has Increased it 
surveillance of drug residue 
In meat and that producers 
should make doubly sure that 
pork they produce has been 
fed In accordance with tag­
ged recommendations.

A large portion of Lynn county 
was visited by good rains last 
Sunday. Over a considerable 
area the rain was heavy. More 
than half of the county, how­
ever, received an In suffi­

cient amount to enable the far­
mers to begin planting, and In 
some localities the showers 
were very light.

The precipitation In Tahoka 
amounted to .41 of an Inch. 
On Saturday afternoon there 
had been a shower yielding 
.08 of an Inch and on Mon­
day afternoon another .05 fell 
making a total of .54.

At O’Donnell and much of 
the surrounding territory the 
rain was heavy. Much of the 
Joe Bailey, Midway, South 
Ward, Edith and New Lynn 
communities received from a 
half inch to 1 Inches or 
more. Wilson and vicinity re­
ceived a heavy rain, and we 
understand that most of the 
territory lying between Wilson 
and Southland was favored with 
a heavy downfall. Just east 
of Tahoka also the rain was 
heavy. Many farmers In the 
favored territory are making 
preparations to begin planting, 
though most people regard It 
as a little early yet to plant.

The rains were not only 
helpful to the cultivated lands 
but were also beneficial to the 
pasture lands. Good general 
rains, however, are needed.
While these rains were falling 

In Lynn county and over the 
South Plains, most of Texas 
was likewise being visited by

heavy precipitation. Even a 
large portion of the Panhandle 
received heavy down-pours. 
Wheat In that section of the 
state was helped but the crop 
will be exceedingly light at the 
best.

Some years ago a clerk in a 
bookstore, unpacking a shipment 
of new books, found one on the 
subject of "estate planning." 
Thinking il must be about the 
landscaping <if large homes, he 
placed it in the gardening section.

He would hardly make that 
mistake today. Estate planning 
has come into its own. used by 
thoughtful people everywhere to 
preserve assets curing their life­
time and to pass them on wisely 
—and economically—at death.

One reason for the growth of 
estate planning is the growth of 
estates. Nowadays even the ordi­
nary citizen is likely to have an 
estate of substance. It may well 
include not only a home and a 
savings account but also personal 
life insurance, group insurance, 
stocks, pension plan benefits, 
profit-sharing options, and social 
security rights.

Another reason is that estate 
planning has become far more so­
phisticated. Its techniques have 
gone well beyond the traditional 
"testamentary trust" for a rich old 
lady and "spendthrift trust" for a 
rich young man.

Unfortunately, there are pit- 
falls aplenty for the amateur 
planner. For example: many peo­
ple think avoiding probate is the 
same as avoiding taxes. But the 
federal estate tax is based on the 
entire estate, whether it passes 
through probate or not.

Likewise, many people think 
life insurance is not taxable. But 
life insurance proceeds are in­
cluded in determining a person's 
gross estate for federal estate tax 
purposes unless he has retained 
none of the incidents of owner­
ship of that policy.

True, it may be sensible in cer­
tain circumstances to avoid pro­
bate. .And it may he possible in 
certain circumstances to avoid 
taxes on life insuraiwe. But dearly 
this is a field in which the lay­
man needs expert help.

Much information is available 
from trust departments, accoun­
tants. insurance men, and invest­
ment counselors. The ultimate ad­
viser, however, should usually be 
an attorney, since he alone is fully 
qualified to give the personal legal 
guidance a program should have.

Some people shrink from the 
thought of estate planning. But. 
like it or not, some plan is going 
to govern the care and distribu­
tion of your possessions. The plan 
could he yours, if you make one. 
If you don't, state and federal 
laws—oblivious of your wishes— 
will do it for you.

Water, Inc., Favors
Amendment Four

Water, he., has gone on 
record as officially favoring 
Constitutional Amendment No. 
Four on the May 18 ballot which 
will be presented to Texas vo­
ters.

“Our future water quality and 
quantity, ‘water importation,' 
lias In the support that the peo­
ple in West Texas are willing 
to give in voting “ Yes' for Am­
endment 4« No stone should 
be left unturned to make cer­
tain this amendment carries by 
a large majority,”  officials em­
phasize.

Gene Collins J r . ,  presldentof 
F irst National Bank In Lockney 
and Floyd County director on 
the Water, he., board says 
that leaders are pushing hard 
for passage.

Amendment Four would pro­
vide for $100,000 In Texas Wa­
ter Development bonds ear­
marked for state assistance 
to local governments In con­
struction of waste water treat­
ment facilities, thereby clear­
ing the way for Increased fed­
eral matching funds.

Three major advantages to 
the proposal are outlined by the 
water organization:

1. Disposal of improperly 
treated wastes is causing a 
serious threat to the quality of 
the water supply In all parts of 
the state.

2. Approval of bunds could 
reduce local moneys needed to 
provide new and Improved waste 
water treatment facilities from 
70 to 20 per cent. (Under the 
present local-federal matching 
program for construction of 
waste water treatment facili­
ties, the federal government 
supplies up to 30 per cent of 
the cost of the facilities with 
'ocal governments financing 70 
per cent of the project finan­
cing. By bringing the state gov­
ernment into the financing pro­
gram, and with the proposed 
facilities complying with both 
federal and state standards, 
the local share would drop to 
20 per cent of construction 
costs; the federal share rises 
to 55 per cent, with the state 
bonds providing 25 per cent.)

3. Assuming all Water De­
velopment Board bonds are sold 
and federal construction money 
is available at the present for­
mula rate, the state would be 
eligible for more than $180 mil­
lion In federal funds.

Constitutional Amendment 
Four raises the maxiir.um in­
terest that can be paid on all 
T ex a s  Water I^velopmenl 
Bonds from the present four 
per cent to six per cent.

This provision applies to the 
$100,000,000 Included In this 
amendment and earmarked for 
waste water treatment facility 
assistance as well as to about 
$300,000,000 previously ap­
proved and unsold bonds which 
are to be principally used for 
assistance In the form of loans 
for development of water sup­
plies for cities and towns.

Mackenzie Municipal Water 
Authority was ‘bottlenecked" 
for over two years because 
state law prohibits sale of bonds 
above the four per cent level, 
and existing state funds have 
been spent. Naturally, there 
were no “takers'* for state wa­
ter bonds at four per cent when 
the higher interest was avail­
able.

Since most of the previously 
approved bonds • for projects 
such as Mackenzie - would go 
into construction of reservoirs 
the state would be obtaining 
reserve storage space, thus 
providing a concrete beginning 
of Implementation of the Texas 
Water Han.

Another important feature of 
Amendment Four Is that It would 
remove the 1982 cutoff date for 
assistance through the Texas 
Water Development Fund.

The proposal '^effectively 
binds water quality and water 
quantity together, paving the 
way for future cooperation be­
tween ecologists and the envir-

Steadlly-rlslng welfare costs 
will "bankrupt” state govern- 
ment unless prompt braking 
1 s applied, Lt. Gov. Ben 
Barnes has warned.

Barnes — acknowledging that 
a tax bill which may climb to 
nearly a billion dollars Is nee- 
essary to balance the Senate’s 
$6.99 billion version of the bi­
ennial state budget - named 
a special committee to recom­
mend how to effect welfare 
economies.

Senate, meanwhile, approved 
the record budget while a sub­
committee drafted a tax bill. 
The house Is expected to move 
out this week vrtth Us appro­
priations bll .

Only one year of welfare 
financing Is Included In the 
Senate bill. With a half-way 
welfare budget, about $688 
million In new taxes will be 
needed this year. Appropriat­
ing for welfare In a later spe­
cial session will require near­
ly $300 million more, unless 
the federal government steps 
in with additional aid.

Barnes’ staff calculates 
Aid to Families with Depen­
dent Children rolls are In- 
creasing by 3.10 per cent per 
month. Wliere 288,826 AFDC 
beneficiaries are anticipated 
by September 1 this year, 906, 
236 are seen by August 31, 
1973. The latter figure would 
bring the AFDC cost to $76 
million a year -  $16 million 
above the proposed new $55 
million annual celling to be 
voted on May 18.
The Lieutenant Governor also 

noted that Medicaid costs have 
Increased from $22 million In 
1968 to an estimated $144 
million for next year. He 
said state medical services to 
the needy -  financed through 
Blue Cross family Insurance 
policies which will cost nearly 
$72 per family next year -  
are better than those received 
by all but the very wealthy.

"1 am convinced we are 
going to have to reduce the 
cost, or the state Is going 

( bankrupt,” said Barnes.
OIL ALLOWABLE CUT-May 
oil production allowable will 
be cut to a maximum daily 
flow of 184,076 barrels.

Railroad Commission cited 
reasons for the cut as sub­
stantial stocks of crude oil 
on hand, overall reduction in 
demand, and rising Imports.

Commission’s decision trim­
med the allowable from 82.1 
per cent In April to 77.2 per 
cent for next month.

May allowable, lowest In 
eight months, permits a max- 
Imum dally production of 3, 
637,654 barrels. Actual pro- 
duction Is expected to be about 
3,362,000 barrels dally, ap­
proximately what major buy­
ers asked for.

Crude oil stocks on April 9 
came to 108.3 million barrels, 
a million more than the week 
before and 2.4 million more 
than the year before. Ten 
of 14 big crude oil purchas- 
ers asked for the same allow­
able next month as In April. 
Three asked less, and one 
requested more.
INSURANCE CHANGES VOT- 
ED-The Legislature had some 
good news for Insurance pur- 
chasers last week.

A bill to create a special 
pool to guarantee coverage to 
property owners In "catas­
trophe areas” (subject to hur­
ricanes, tornadoes and other 
disasters) won final passage. 
The pool will be effective May 
14. A pool arrangement may 
be ordered later for fire and 
explosion Insurance If that Is 
found difficult to obtain in 
some areas.

Another major bill passed 
by the Senate would create 
a statewide guaranty fund to 
assure payment of claims a- 
galnst Insurance companies 
which go broke.

Hospital-medical Insurance 
policyholders, under a House- 
passed bill, could be reim­
bursed for treatment by any 
licensed, qualified practltion- 
er of the healing arts -  phy­
sicians, osteopaths, dentists, 
chiropractors, optometrists 
and doctors of podiatry. 
COURTS SPEAK -  State Su­
preme Court on May 12 will 
review the case In which an 
oilman sued the petroleum 
corporation which fired him 
after 13 months on the job be­
cause he did not find new sup­
plies of oil to buy.

High Court also will hear on 
May 12 Abilene’s appeal from 
a lower court decision that 
It must pay $$88,000 to an oil 
producer who claimed his oil 
recovery operations were In­
terrupted by Its airport ex­
tension.

Court of Criminal Appeals 
upheld t h e stiff prison sen- 
tences given two black mili­
tants for destroying merchan- 
dlse In a Dallas supermarket.

Court of Criminal Appeals 
also upheld the life sentence 
conviction of a man charged 
with leaving another to die In 
a North Dallas field after 
stripping and tying him.
AG OPINIONS -  Atty. Gen. 
Crawford Martin, has held that 
former Gov. Allan Shivers’ 
commutation In 1953 of the 
death sentence of a San An­
tonio man to life Imprison­
ment with the provision that 
he never be eligible for fur­
ther clemency Is not binding 
on future governors.

HOSPITAL CONSTRUCTION 
RUSHED--A multi-million dol­
lar construction program due 
for completion this spring will 
provide more and better fa­
cilities for Texas Department 
of Mental Health and Men­
tal Retardation.

Other building by MH-MR 
will get under way In the next 
few weeks.

When completed, the current 
program will provide added 
bed space at four state schools 
to accommodate 660 new stu­
dents. Taree state hospitals 
will have modern quarters for 
600 mentally 111 patients, and 
centers for specialized treat- 
ment of adolescents are con 
templated.

Selecting
Sorghum

R e v iv a l  B e in g
H e l d  A t  O ’Oonnell

Hybrids
What grain sorghum hybrid 

will yield the best or be the 
most profitable on my farm?

That’s a question many pro­
ducers ask each year as they 
piepare for the coming crop 
season. And they are fortunate 
to have a large selection of su­
perior hybrids from which to 
chouse.

“ ki selecting a hybrid, the 
key Item to consider is the yield 
potential of the p a r t i c u la r  
farm,”  points out Dr. Bob Met- 
zer of Lubbock, area agrono­
mist with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service. “ By 
> leld potential we mean all the 
available resources -  irriga­
tion water, soil fertility, soil 
type and depth.*’

Where adequate water and 
fertility are available, Metzer 
recommends that the producer 
select a late-maturing or full- 
sea.sun hybrid, ti turn, under 
limited irrigation or dryland 
production, a medium or me­
dium-late maturing hybrid will 
probably be the best choice 
since It requires less water. 
If circumstances necessitate 
late planting, then an early 
maturing hybrid should be sel­
ected, especially In a r e a s  
where the sorghum midge is a 
problem.

bi addition to selecting a hy­
brid on Its maturity charac­
teristic, other traits need to be 
considered. Such fa.'tors as 
standabllity, head exsertion, 
and disease tolerancearehigh­
ly important in profitable grain 
sorghum production,

“On farms where producers 
grow cotton and grain sorghum, 
the competition for irrigation 
water becomes keen as the 
crops develop,”  explains the 
agronomist, “ Many producers 
reduce this competition for wa­
ter by planting a medium or 
medium-late maturing hybrid 
early in the season (late April). 
They then apply one or two 
summer irrigations to the gram 
before the cotton enters its high 
water use period.”

“Of course, the competition

for irrigation water varies 
from year to year depending 
on available soil moisture and 
planting dates of the two crops. 
Quite often lower grain yields 
must be accepted since pro­
ducers are unable to water the 
crop adequately once irrigation 
has .started on cotton.”

Bloom date of a sorghum hy­
brid, or the number of days 
from planting to bloom, is in- 
fluenceu by the planting date, 
maturity of the hybi id and tem­
perature, adds the agonomist. 
Generally, yields increase as 
the time interval from planting 
to bloom IS increased, provided 
adequate water and fertility are 
available. The bloom date Is 
delayed by early planting of 
full-season hybrids. On the 
other hand, late planting of ear­
ly maturing hybrids will result 
in the least number of days from 
planting to bloom,

“ ki addition to adequate wa­
ter and fertility, other produc­
tion practices must be proper­
ly managed for adapted hy­
brids to attain their inher­
ent yield potentials,”  empha­
sizes Metzer. “Of special im­
portance are proper seedbed 
preparation and weed control.”

. “Seed companies on the Tex­
as High Plains are blessed with 
good climatic conditions so that 
they can produce excejAionally 
high quality seed,” he adds. 
"Seed companies have high 
yielding, adapted hybrids avail­
able within each m aturity- 
group. Producers need to sel­
ect the one that will perform 
best with the resources avail­
able on their farms.”

Simply wash the 
synthetic wigs In cold or tepid 
water, then rinse thoroughly.

hairpieces In 1970, and that 
three-fourths of all women 
own one.

Bee auseofthlssi zeable sum, 
the FTC has proposed guides 
and regulations to help the con- 
sumer get hls money's worth.

The FTC guides require 
that hairpieces should not be 
labeled, advertised or repre- 

I sented In any way which might 
mislead consumers. The lab­
els must spell out exactly what 
the hairpiece Is made of. If 
the hair used comes from a 
foreign country, the country of 
origin must be listed. Also,

* only a wig containing unbleach­
ed, undyed hair maybe labeled 
as containing virgin hair.

Other regulations by the FTC 
deal with quality, durability, 
construction, weight, length, 
size, color, fit, style, requir­
ed care, service guarantee, 
original price and special fea­
tures of the wig or hairpiece.

Wigs and hairpieces may 
be made of human hair, ani­
mal hair or synthetic hair. 
Human hair for wigs comes 
from European countries or 
the Orient. European hair Is 
usually softer and more na­
tural looking; It can be sty­
led more easily than Oriental 
hair.

Synthetic wigs and hair- 
pelces are made from Dynel, 
Kanekalon or Elura. Wigs 
of synthetic fibers are less 
expensive than wigs of real 
hair, plus the curl In the fi­
bers Is permanently baked In. 
But the curl can usually be 
modified and the style lines 
changed somewhat with mini­
mal brushing and combing. A 
synthetic wig Is ready to wear 
as soon as It Is taken from 
the box.

Synthetic wigs can be stretch 
or non-stretch. Stretch wigs 
Conform to all head shapes 
and sizes, requiring no al-

Bills of Interest that was 
brought before legislation last 
week are as follows:

AGRICULTURAL CHE Ml- 
CALS: H.B. 1338 by Nabers,
and S.B. 602 by Watson, com- 
panlon bills amending present 
Insecticide laws to provide for 
closer regulation of the sale 
and use of economic pesti­
cides, were heard before the 
House Agriculture Committee 
on Thursday, April 15, and 
were referred to a very favor, 
able Subcommittee. In Sub­
committee these bills will be 
combined and either the House 
or Senate version will be re­
ported out favorably for debate 
In the House of Representa­
tives. An early favorable re- 
port Is expected from the Sub­
committee.

TRESPASS; S.B .lll by 
Schwartz, a bill providing a 
misdemeaner penalty of up to 
$200 for persons who trepass 
on private property, was heard 
before the Senate Committee 
on Jurisprudence, was report­
ed out favorably for Senate 
debate, and was finally passed 
by the Senate and sent to the 
House of Representatives.

LIVESTOCK: S. B.249 by 
Hightower, a bill to require 
all livestock owners to re­
gister their marks and brands 
with t h e county clerk, was 
heard before the Senate Com­
mittee o n Agriculture and 
Livestock, was reported out 
favorably by the Committee, 
was brought to the Senate floor 

I and was finally passed by the 
■ Senate. S.B. 249 was sent 

to the House of Representa­
tives where It was referred 
to the House Committee on 
Livestock.

REVISED PENAL CODE: 
S.B. 250 by Herring and H.B. 
419 by Nugent, companion bills 
providing for a revised Penal 
Code for Texas, have been 
heard at length before the re­
spective House and Senate Jur­
isprudence Committee a n d  
been referred to Subcommlt- 
t e e s for final compilation. 
Both Subcommittees have a- 
greed on provisions In the fire­
arms section which would 
knock out the proposed “ re­
treat”  clause and all refer­
ences to new restrictions on 
the ownership and use of fire­
arms. TTie Subcommittees 
even went so far as to specify 
that rifles and shotguns may 
be carried in racks In pick­
up trucks. This action by the 
Subcommittees practically as­
sures that firearms provls- 
l(xis of the revised penal code 
will be no more stringent than 
those in the present code and 
may even be more lenient for 
fermers, ranchers and sports­
men.

SEED LAW: S.B.457 by
Watson, a bill requiring label­
ing of treated seed In accor­
dance with niles and regula­

tions established by the Com­
missioner of Agriculture, was 
heard before the Senate Com­
mittee o n Agriculture and 
Livestock, reported out favor­
ably, was sent to the Senate 
floor for debate, and was fin­
ally passed and sent to the 
House o f Representatives 
where it was referred to the 
Committee on Agriculture.

TRANSPORTATION: S.B.
350 by Hightower, a bill pro­
viding for issuance of tempor­
ary permits for hauling agrU 
cultural harvesting machinery 
during harvest season, was 
heard before the Senate Com­
mittee on Transportation, re­
ported out favorably, brought 
to the Senate floor, and was 
finally passed^ by the Senate 
and sent to the House of Repre­
sentatives.

S.B.476 by Hightower, a 
bill providing that producers 
and members of their famlllBS 
may transport their own com- 
modlties to market using a 
valid operator’s license ra­
ther than a commercial dri­
ver’s license was heard be­
fore the Senate Committee on 
State Affairs, reported out 
favorably, brought to the Sen­
ate for debate, was finally 
passed by the Senate and sent 
to the House of Represent- 
atlves.
