T is said that in the Spring a young 
man’s fancy turns to— “fly fishing’ ’ 
— up North.

Really there’s good reason for such 
a statement, too, for in many of the 
colder areas fly fishing begins in the 
Spring and lasts through the Fall.

However, in many states, including 
Texas, there’s an increasing craze for 
bass-bugging with fly rods in the 
shallow waters along the shorelines.

But all this enjo>Tnent is not limited 
to the young man— oldsters are fond 
of fly fishing too, whether it be for 
trout, bass or those fiesty little blue- 
gills.

Casting with a fly rod and reel is 
really a sport for all anglers who like 
to play their catch. This type of fish­
ing is especially attractive to ^those 
who hie off by themselves and'work 
the waters under the overhanging 
willows, or whip a fast mountain 
stream.

There is nothing particularly new 
about fly fishing. From time-to-time 
someone comes up with a new adap- 
totion. Then, about every year there 
is some kind of improvement— usually 
in available equipment. But, in the 
main, the principle is the same.

Fly fishing is practiced mostly on 
the cold water trout streams of the 
North, both East and West. Here you 
find the purist who insists that there 
is only one way to catch fish— and 
that is with their favorite tackle, 
their special equipment and certain 
type of water.

But fly fishing is fast becoming a 
Texas sport too— for many anglers—  
about nine months of the year.

In the warm waters of Texas, many 
bass fishermen are using fly rods, 
with shooting taper lines, to haul in 
fighting blacks.

On the other side of the lake are 
Texas anglers using ultra-light spin­
ning equipment. Yes, even the big- 
bass boys (or have you look ^  
lately?).

Then there’s the fellow who g^ts 
out only a few times a year and whips 
the streams, sometimes with bor­
rowed, and more often than not with 
unbalanced equipment.

With trout (both rainbow and 
brown) being stocked in Texas rivers, 
trout fishing is growing rapidly in

popularity— and the flyrodder is 
much in evidence. This is especially 
true in the areas of recent stocking 
of the Brazos and Guadalupe Rivers, 
by Texas Parks and Wildlife, below 
Possum Kingdom and Canyon Lake 
dams.

Selecting the rod and reel for fly 
fishing is just as important as picking 
the proper spinning or casting equip­
ment. Fly rods generally come in 
lengths from 7V2 to 9 feet. Average 
fly fisherman usually selects an 8*2 
foot rod, or 7 '8 "  rod with a light tip 
and plenty of backbone.

There’s also a wide assortment of 
reels. Although the reel on a flyrod 
serves only as a line holder, some 
fishermen prefer a good automatic, 
with an aluminum spool that c(OT- 
bines light weight with adequate line 
capacity, silent wind, free stripping 
and fast takedown. Line with a f ^ t  
taper helps put bass b u ^  out a little 
farther, while the level line is best for 
trout streams.

Although there are many standard 
flies, the purists strike out for per­
fection. Many tie their own flies, with 
multicolored tackle. 'T h a t’s  fine for 
the man who insists on the finer wta. 
But you can also fool trout 
ordinary bug bought over the t a ^  
counter o f your ftivorite sporting 
goods store. Or, for that matter, you 
can’ t beat a red worm for filling the 
creel.

More important, perhaps, than the, 
lure, is the efficiency in using ny 
equipment— mastering the technique 
of casting with a fly rod.

It’s not difficult to do with a litt« 
practice. Every rod and i ^ l  you ®uy 
includes simple instructions. It y® 
will follow these and study other pu 
lished material, or observe otn 
casters, you’ll be surprised at n 
quickly you too can master fly cas 
ing.

Take time off for a g*
sessions with a fly rod and rw 
some casting club, or on a vacan 
— or better still, over water.

You’ll never learn you
about fly casting, any more than JdlJtllJl 11/ QtHilllK» clJi/ ••• nthir
can learn everything about any 
kind of fishing. But you can

Opening 
Daughter s Mail

Eighteen-year-old Phyllis stalled 
so long in paying for a dress that 
the store’s collection department 
decided to get tough. They fired 
off a nasty letter to Phyllis’ home, 
where she lived with her parents.

But instead of paying the bill, 
she filed suit against the store for 
defamation of character.

“ I was so mortified,”  she told 
the court. “ My parents opened 
the letter and read all those awful 
things about me.”

However, the court said the 
store could not fairly have ex­
pected the letter to be read by 
anyone else. Denying Phyllis’ 
claim, the court said it is simply 
not customary nowadays for par­
ents to open the mail of an 18- 
year-old girl.

When should you assume that 
a letter you send may be read by 
someone other than the ad­
dressee? This question, which is 
sometimes crucial in a defamation 
suit, is usually answered on the 
basis of “ reasonable foreseeabil­
ity” —as in the above case.

Thus, different circumstances 
may bring a different answer, in 
another case a store wrote a let­
ter to a 14-year-old boy, accus­
ing him of theft and threatening 
to send him to prison. He showed 
the letter to his parents, who 
promptly brought a defamation 
suit on their son’s behalf.

In its defense, the store argued 
that the boy had only himself to 
blame for making the contents 
known to others. But the court 
held the store liable anyhow. The 
court said that with a boy so 
young and a letter so menacing, it 
was reasonably foreseeable that 
he would show it to his parents.

One correspondent tried some­
thing tricky. He wrote several 
scurrilous letters to a neighbor, 
but mailed them to the addresses 
of other people on the block. And 
he left the envelopes unsealed.

Each of the recipients peeked at 
the contents before passing the 
letter along. This was grounds, a 
court ruled afterward, for holding 
the letter writer liable for making 
his statements public. The court 
felt he had not only expected but 
actually counted on human curi­
osity to work just as it did.

I It’ s not the most efficient, but 
the legislature says that’ s the law 
and I plan to support It,”  he 
told 250 weekly and dally news* 
paper publishers.

‘ T ’ ll Interpret and en force the 
open records law also. It Is 
libera l In nature toward 
openness,”  he said.

The AG’ s office Is getting Into 
m ore law enforcement areas. 
Hill added. “ We have to be 
vigilant about organized crim e 
problem s In Texas.”

Hill spoke at the 94th Annual 
Convention of the Texas Press 
Association at the new $42 m il­
lion Hyatt Regency Hotel

Experts offer little hope for 
an early  easing of the energy 
c r is is ,  and Railroad Com m ission 
Chairman Jim Langdon warns a 
lot more oil and gas Is being 
used than Is being found.

A House com m itteestudylngthe 
c r is is  heard a nation author­
ity ’ s grim  opinion that “ there 
Is no way out.”

D r. John McKetta, past chair­
man of the National Energy Po­
licy  Committee, said President 
Nixon should declare a national 
em ergency, since It’ s too late 
for problem studies In the area.

Langdon told the same 
committee legislative efforts to 
cope with the problem  will be 
frustrating because solutions 
must be sought at the national 
level.

Although the state regulatory 
agency has been permitting 100 
per cent production for more than 
a year, Langdon said Texas pro­
ducers are still falling short of 
demand for oil by 400,000 barrels 
a day, or roughly 10 per cent.

Atty. Gen. John Hill termed 
the situation “ extrem ely cr it­
ic a l ,”  and said no other matter 
should receive more attention 
today.

As the com m ission set the July 
oil allowable at 100 per cent for 
the 16th straight month (with 
buyers seeking a record  3.8 mil­
lion barrels a day), Langdon Is­
sued a new warning that only 
nine m llllon barrelsofo llam on th  
are being added to Texas supplies 
while 105 million barrels are 
consumed In the sam e period.

“ Unless this trend Is reversed, 
the Texas oil and gas Industry 
Is In the process of Self-llquld- 
atlon”  said Langdon.

Texas crude oil stocks as of 
June 8 were 94.7 million barrels, 
a decline o f 7.2 m illion from  1972.

Langdon asked for reports at 
the July com m ission  meeting on 
the amount of oil companies dis­
covered  hi 1972, and “ somewhere 
along the line,”  he said, he will 
want to know “ what It will take 
to find m ore”  -  and whether the 
Industry will really be “ able to 
stay In business.”

FUTURE HIGHWAY NEEDS- 
Mass transit needs should be fi­
nanced from  Its own funds, not 
from  highway funds, RoyD. Chap­
lin J r ., Board Chairman of Amer­
ican  Motors Corporation, told 
Texas Good Roads Association 
m em bers and the Texas Highway 
U sers Conference here last week.

Sgtttt <S0ttnt8 Sfntt*
“ Highway construction and 

maintenance needs during the 
next 20 years will be $600,000,- 
000,000 In the United States,”  
he explained. “ Mass transit 
needs will total $50,000,000,000
for rail construction and develop­
ment and $13,000,000,000 for bus 
transportation.

“ Highways are still the basic 
{answers for urban transporta-  ̂
't lon  needs. The Department of 
Transportation says by 1990 that, 
92 per cent of transportation will 
be on roads and streets -  with 
only eight per cent on bus and • 
railroad facilities.”

Chapin, who Is chairman o f the 
boarcf of the National Highway 
U sers Federation, spoke to a par­
tis an audience, but his statistics 
Impressed neutrH observers 
about the need for political unity 
In the current struggle between 
eastern states and the rest o f the 
nation for current highway user 
funds.

“ HUD says that population den­
sity  will continue todrop In urban 
a rea s ,”  Chapin concluded. “ Tra­
vel Patterns will be from  subur­
ban home to suburban jobs. Buses 
and car pools can start lowering 
congestion -  but highways are 
still important to those methods 
o f transportation.”

He spoke against “ c r is is ”  leg­
islation because of the “ current 
misunderstanding and m isinfor­
mation on the so-called energy 
c r is is .  Some restrictive actions 
may be taken in the name of 
c r is is .  Increased tax on gas, 
ex cise  taxes and personal pro­
perty taxes on automobiles, Chap­
in added.

W ells rose  up out o f her seat 
and Said I think the 24th o f June 
would be an Ideal tim e o f year 
to have It as the sandstorm s are 
over and the Cr(H>s planted, and 
besides that Is my birthday.

Well they seem ed to like the 
date and voted to have It on 
that day. So, June the 24th, 1934 
the first reunion was held out 
at the George Small farm on 
the Post Highway where the Tlp- 
plt boy lives.

We started it off by having 
a Parade and a program  and 
barbecue lunch was served .

I know this to be true be­
cause I have a scrap book of 
clippings from the Lynn County 
News from the time the very first 
issue Was printed and I want 
bfils rem em bered for history ’ s 
Sake and I have never missed 
a Reunion since it was organiz­
ed.

Copied from Sept. 17, 1931.

A great crowd of possibly six 
hundred pe<4>le gathered at the. 
C ity  Tabenacle Tuesday night 
to enjoy the watemelon feast pro­
vided by the Business Men’ s 
B ible Class of the Baptist Sun­
day school. It looked like every­
body was there. More than 200 
big watermelons were sliced  Into 
quarters and were consumed by 
the m erry - m akers. Most of 
the big melons had been placed 
in Ice water and throughly cool­
ed and were as delicious as 
melons ever grew to be. Most 
o f them were grown by the West 
brothers ten miles north of Ta- 
hoka.

Preceding the feast a brief 
program  of music and addresses 
was rendered. Some most ex­
cellent quartets arranged by Tay­
lor White were the chief feature 
o f  the musical program , while the 
addresses were by Mr. Carroll, 
the educational d irector, and Dr. 
Cam pbell, the pastor of the First 
Baptist Church of Lubbock. Both 
o f  these addresses were brief 
but pointed and were much en- 

• Joyed. Of course the local pastor. 
R ev . O. J. Hull, had some nice 
things to say too, and then the 
watermelon cutting began he 
“ took care of the situation in 
a great w ay."

It was the biggest watermelon 
cutting anybody present had ever 
seen  and was one of the hap­
piest events that has been stag­
ed In Tahoka a long, long 
tim e.

as the sorghum sudan grass hy- 
brids.

These hybrids are frequently 
ready for grazing within 25-30 
days after planting and often 
produce 25-40 tons of green mat­
ter per acre. A single crop  can 
be utilized in a number of dif­
ferent ways such as grazing, hay 
or silage.

In contrast to these features, 
the sorghum sudan grass hybrids 
are contributing to, if not creat­
ing, some serious weed problens
in many .area, these hvbrids are 
generally planted on cultivated 
land utilized as summer pasture 
or harvested for hay. The fol­
lowing year this land is general­
ly planted to a row crop. If these 
forage type hybrids were not uti­
lized properly -  that is , if they 
w ere allowed to mature a grain 
cro p , the seed produced will 
probably constitute a serious vol­
unteer problem the following 
year.

Allowing the forage sorghum 
to reach maturity, the produ­
ce r  actually is losing out in 
two ways. First, the protein le­
vels and total digestible nutrients 
o f  the forage hybrids decline 
rapidly after they reach the bloom 
stage. Second, these hybrids are 
p ro lific  producers of seed which 
can lead to heavy infestation of 
weedy sorghums for several 
years. The plants resulting from 
this unwanted seed crop  may 
be quite variable in appearance, 
but a large percentage of the 
volunteer will be tall, grassy ty­
pes which tiller freely and pro­
duce abundant amounts of seed

on a loose, open head.
The best way to avoid a weedy 

sorghum problem next year, is 
to prevent the sorghum sudan 
grass hvbrids from maturing a 
seed crop.

The capsule is a new  rem - 
t*dy aim ed at k nock ing  out 
the m ultim illnm  d o lla r  head­
ache in the form  o f  c ro p -d e ­
vouring insects that annually  
plague the nation ’s farm ers

A ccord ing  to the N ational 
C o tto n  C o u n c il ,  this new  
m ethod o f  app ly in g  pesti­
cides prom ises to insure the 
safety o f  applicators, p rov id e  
e ffective  insect con tro l fo r  
grow ers, and m in im ize en ­
vironm ental risks.

Standard form s o f  som e 
pesticides are h igh ly  tox ic  
and dangerous to w ork ers 
w h o app ly  them . M any have 
a sh ort-lived  chem ica l e f fe c ­
tiveness w hich  requ ires re ­
peated app lications fo r  ade­
quate con tro l, w h ile  others 
persist too long in the en ­
vironm ent and cause add i­
tional problem s.

The capsule form  p ro v id e , 
a happy m edium  betw een  
these tw o types o f  pesticides.

Following Passage June 28 
o f a “ clean"Agricultural Appro- 
priatlons Bill, the miming wran­
gle over what pavment limita­
tion will he applied to farm 
program s in 1974 and thereafter 
shifted back tothe House, accord- 
ing to Donald Johnson, Fxsecu- 
tive Vice President of Plains 
Cotton G row ers, Inc.

“ Had the Senate tacked a S20 
thou.sand per person payment Ii- 
mit onto the appropriations bill, 
as did the House,”  Johnson said, 
“ the battle as far as this parti­
cu lar issue was concerned would 
have been over.”

The respective Senate and House 
appropriations bills will now go 
to  conference com m ittee where 
farm  leaders have high hopes the 
Senate version, without the pay­
ment limitation, will prevail.

M ethyl parathion, one o f 
the m ore tox ic  chem icals, is 
am ong those cu rren tly  being 
tried in capsule form . It’s b e ­
ing supplied  to g row ers  for  
tests in 30 states on  cotton , 
soybeans, a l fa l fa ,  peaches, 
grapes, artichokes, tom atoes, 
and corn . C ooperatin g  e x ­
perim ent stations also are 
testing the product on other 
crops.

The m icro-capsu le  form  has 
the added advantage o f  a 
slow , con trolled  release and 
longer chem ical action . O nce 
outside the capsule, m ethyl 
p a ra th io n  degrades at its 
usual rapid rate— disappear­
ing from  the environm ent in 
about three to fou r w eeks 
after its original app lication .

The House on its money bill 
not only attached a low - level 
payment limit but also adopted 
amendments that would have p r o  
hlblted sale and lease of acreage 
allotments from farm to farm 
and would have blocked the al­
ready authorized annual transfer 
o f $10 million from Commodity 
Credit Corporation to Cotton In­
corporated for cotton research 
and promotion.

The Senate’s action in voting 
an appropriations bill without 
such amendments, Johnson con- 
tlnued, “ doesn't get us out of 
the woods by an menas,”  but 
does leave the door open for 
further efforts toward a more 
acceptable program .

King Ranch bluestem , released 
In 1941, Is growing on about 
one million acres . Other wide* 
ly planted grasses Include Pen­
saco la  bahlagrass, El Reno side» 
oats grama, and weeping love- 
grass.

T o llllstrate how quickly some 
new grasses becom e popular with 
livestock producers. Thomas told 
o f the success o f Selection 75 
klelngrass.

” We relessed  this grass to 
com m ercia l seed grow ers. In co ­
operation with the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station, In 
1969,”  Thomas said. **In sirtte 
o f the fact that seed are expen­
sive and sca rce , 132,000 acres 
have already been established.”

And even though much o f this 
land has not been grazed as yet. 
Increased beef production from  
this -one grass amounted to 11 
miUlon pounds last year.

In addition to  the Increased 
beef production, the survey re ­
vealed that the new grasses have 
Increased mutton production by 
m ore than 1.1 m illion pounds. 
Sm aller Increases were noted for 
m ilk, mohair, wool, and goats.

Increased beef production is 
only one benefit from  improved 
grasses. Others Include erosion  
control, reduced sediment da­
mage to lakes and stream s, fe­
wer dust storm s, and m ore abun­
dant wildlife.

Thomas said severa l other 
factors also contribute to in­
creased beef production from 
Texas grasslands, such as bet­
ter livestock, im proved grass­
land management, Irrigation, and 
Increased use of fertilizer.

“ Yet it’ s had to grow more

S g t m  C o t m l B  S T n u a
beef without having more blades 
of better grass,”  Thomas said.

The goal of SCS plant mate­
ria ls work Is to find new strains 
o f plants that will solve speci­
fic  conservation problem s. Since 
livestock and wildlife co-exlst 
on the same land, the search ex­
tends to grasses, legum es,forbs,
and shrubs which have va­
lues for both wildlife and Uve- 
stock . Such plants are needed 
for use in range seeding mix­
tures, travel lanes, or wildlife 
border plantings.

Strains of plants thought to 
have value for solving a conser- 
vatlon problem are grown and 
evaluated at the SCS plant mate­
ria ls center near Knox City. After 
Careful selection, promising 
strains are field tested on farms 
o f so il and water conservation 
district cooperators under a wide 
variety of conditions. Selections 
that prove superior to other 
plants available com m ercially 
are then released to seed g r o  
w ers. These producers then grow 
seed and sell It to the public.

Some o f the groups who co- 
sperate with SCS in this work In­
clude Agricultural R eseardi Ser­
v ice , Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station, Texas A&M, Abi­
lene Christian College, U. S. 
A ir F orce, U.S. Corps of En­
g ineers, Texas Parks and Wild­
life Department, and the state’ s 
193 soli and water conservation 
d istr icts .

Next time you go grocery  shop­
ping, think how bare the shelves 
would be without that extra 335 
m illion pounds o f beef.

C A T T L E  P IC T U R E

Just when the weather Is be­
ginning to settle after an un­
predictable winter and early 
spring and the beef picture should 
begin to brighten for the produ­
c e r , It’ s not happening.

“ There are a number of things 
clouding the beef picture at a time 
when production should be In­
creasing to meet the rapidly 
growing demand,”  points out Dr. 
Ed Unacek, livestock marketing 
specia list for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service. “ Un­
certainty for the future is stem ­
ming from  consumer meal boy­
cotts , a slowdown In marketings, 
severe  late winter weather fol­
lowed by spring flooding, a ban 
on the use of DES (dlethylstll- 
bestro l) as a growth stimulant, 
p r ice  ceilings and Increased ex­
porting of pork.

The Texas AAM University 
specia list contends that higher 
feeder cattle prices and feed 
prices are limiting the fed beef 
output. Future production is being 
restrained by concern over feed 
supplies later this year, he points 
out.

Cow -calf producers should look 
for a slackening of feeder prises 
during the summer and fall, ac­
cording to Uvacek. However, 
feeder prices will generally stay 
above the fed cattle market. The 
specialist advises cow-calf pro­
ducers to keep an eye on the fed 
cattle market as changes there 
could be the key to changes In 
the feeder market. Higher finish- 

costs may push downward 
feeder prices since price 

ceilings will not allow a pass­
through to consum ers.

“ All these things will Influ­
ence the red meat supplies that 
w ill be available this year. It 
now looks like those supplies will 
be less than anticipated even 
though fed cattle marketings are 
expected to be five percent grea-^ 
ter this spring than last and sum­
m er marketings should also be 
la rg e .”

N ational and Intarnationai Leader. . .  Poultry 
Declines Noted . . .  Vaccinate Horses Now.

Texas, already recognized as a giant in agricultural 
production in the nation, will become a major factor in 
international agriculture in the years ahead. With exports 
becoming an increasing part of this nation's agriculture, 
Texas will be a key state in supplying farm products as well 
as providing facilitin  from which commodities will be 
shipped.

Texas has excellent port facilities alor>g the Gulf 
Coast. The Port of Houston was utilized in shipping the 
400,000.000 bushels of wheat to Russia. Texas now has 
excellent export livestock pens which will ir>crease the 
state's dominance in the livestock irxJustry.

The pens are already in use in Houston, Del Rio and 
Eagle Pass. Additional pens are to be built soon at 
Brownsville, El Paso, and Laredo.

T h e  pens have specially designed loading ar>d 
inspection chutes, concrete floors throughout, offices ar>d 
laboratory space, a new hydraulic-type multi-vat for 
dipping animals as well as other accessories which exceed 
federal regulations. The pens are also covered.

"Through use of these pens, you can be assured Texas 
will be a leader in the world in international agriculture 
affairs," Texas Agriculture Commissioner John C. White 
said.

The Texas Department of Agriculture is responsible 
for operating the pens. Texas livestock export business this 
year is exp>ected to exceed $40,000,000.

Throughout the nation, Texas continues to be the 
number one livestock state. Texas has more than twice as 
many cattle and calves than the second place state. It has 
almost three times more beef cows than the second ranking 
state.

The cattle and calf production population for Texas 
as of Jan. 1 this year is 15,350,000 head; this is an increase 
of about 2,500,000 head from 1972.

‘ B e e f  c o w s - - t h e  factory  of the l ivestock  
business-numbered 6,320,000 in Texas; this compared with 
second place Oklahoma's 2,283,000 head.

Texas is also first in the nation in cattle on feed and 
first in the nation in numbers of sheep and lambs.

THE M AY hatch of egg-type chickens in Texas is 
down nine per cent from a month ago. The May hatch of 
broiler chicks is down two per cent from a month ago. The  
total turkey poult hatch was up eight per cent from a 
month ago.

Egg production in Texas during May was seven per 
cent below a year ago, but four per cent above a month 
ago.

Nationwide, egg production during May was three per 
cent below a year ago. Layers on hand declined four per 
cent from May a year ago and two per cent below April.

V A C C IN A ft” your horse now for the three types of 
equine encephalitis. The types are Eastern and Western 
equine encephalitis (EE  and WEE) as well as Venezuelan 
(VEE)  which ravaged horses in Texas in 1971.

The three diseases are caused by different viruses that 
are carried by mosquitoes, and can be transmitted to 
humans. Effective vaccines are available for all three. 
However, vaccines for EE  and W EE do not protect against 
V E E ;  likewise, V E E  vaccine does not protect against the 
other two.

Outw ard  signs of the three diseases include 
depression, lack of appetite, and drowsiness. Animals may
frequently grind their teeth and stagger when moving. 
Death is common.

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Swimmers who like sewing 
their own water fashions aren’t 
s o  rare as they used to be. 
Educated In both aquatic and sew- 
ing arts, they know correct ap* 
plication of elastic to swimsuit 
edges has a lot to do with swim­
ming confidence. Not Just any 
e lastic  will do -  regular elas­
tic will stretch out of shape. 
Swim elastic Is treated for ch­
lorine resistance.

T o determine exactly how much 
e lastic  is needed, measure the 
swimsuit edge It’ s to fit. If 
working with three • eights - 
Inch elastic, subtract an inch for 
every  seven Inches of fabric. 
If the elastic Is three - fourths 
- Inch wide, subtract an Inch for 
every  five to six inches of fa­
b r ic .

Test length for com fort by 
holding it around the place It’ s 
to go. Cut and join the elastic 
ends. Mark off eight equal parts 
o f the elastic with pins, then do 
the same with the fabric edge 
to which It’ ll be sewn.

Match up pin markings and 
pin elastic to the wrong side 
of the swimsuit, putting elastic 
edee next to the cut swimsuit 
edge.

Stlch in a wide, long zig­
zag, along Inner edge of elastic. 
As you go, stretch just enough to 
meet the swimsuit.

Fold the elastlclzed edge to 
the Inside of the suit and stlt- 
ch next to the cut edge.

This depressed 
sca r  -- where the melon joined 
the vine -  means It was left 
on the vine until practically ma­
ture.

Softness at the blossom  end does­
n’t necessarily Indicate ripeness 
or sweetness - several other 
custom ers may have tried this 
“ technique”  before you and bru­
ised It.
