Its shortcom ings,”  Donald John­
son, Executive V ice  President 
o f Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
Lubbock, told a beltwide meeting 
o f Industry representatives In 
Dallas September 10 that “ no 
avenue to Improving the utlllcy 
o f forward contracting should be 
neglected.”

The subject of advanced cotton 
sa les came In for full discussion 
by m ills , shippers and producers

£ y n n  C o u ttt ii  N ru ta
at a day-long meeting of the 
Producer Steering Comm ittee of 
the National Cotton Council.

Expressing doubt that forward 
contracting alone or In conjunc­
tion with the up coming govern­
ment cotton program can provide 
the stable supplies and prices 
needed In the Industry, Johnson 
said It nevertheless could be a 
useful marketing device In reach­
ing that goal.

But he said the usefulness of 
forw ard contracting “ can be 
grea tly  enhanced”  by a way or 
ways to assure both producers 
and buyers that contract pro­
visions w ill be met regardless 
o f p rice  action after contracts 
are signed.

Johnson also made the point 
that the producer’ s with contract 
j)erform ance on the part of the 
buyer Is significantly more com­
plicated than the problem faced 
by merchants.

He explained that buyers know 
from  the beginning that a produc­
e r  has the ability to meet the 
term s of a contract. “ The pro­
ducer Is responsible only for 
d e liv e ry  of his Individual crop. 
And If  he doesn’ t he has land, 
equipment and other v isib le 
assets that are placed In jeopar­
dy.

“ On the other hand,”  Johnson 
continued, “ a merchant may con­
tract for thousands of bales of 
cotton from  any number of pro­
ducers, and he may or may not 
have the financial ability to per­
form  If the price goes against 
him and he may or may not have 
his commitments to producers 
backed up by corresponding c o m -. 
mltments from  consuming es ­
tablishments. And If  the buyer 
s im p ly doesn’ t have and can’t 
get the financing to meet his 
obligations, the producer In e f­
fect has no recourse.”

With this explanation Johnson 
concluded that “ The merchant’ s 
and the m ill’s {)roblem with per- 
formance can be solved, la rg ly , 
with more Iron-clad contracts. 
But the producer’ s problem Is 
much more complicated, and Is 
the principal problem to which 
this group should address It s e lf .”

THE TENTH YEAR o f Insect­
ic id e  application In the successful 
High Plains Boll W eevil Control 
Program  began “ on a happy note”  
and the first aeria l spraying 
went on “ In fine s ty le ,”  accord­
ing to Ed Dean, F ie ld  Service 
D irector for the coordinator of 
the program, Lubbock - based 
Plains Cotton G row ers, Inc.

The “ happy note”  was supplied 
by the fact that It was only neces­
sa ry  to spray about 41,000 acres 
In the Initial application whereas 
ea r lie r  Indications had been that 
up to 100,000 acres might re ­
quire treatment. O ffic ia ls laid 
the reduction In expected weevil 
Infestation to the hot, dry weather 
during the first three weeks of 
August.

“ W eevil grubs and larvae In 
squares that fe ll from  the cotton 
plant to the ground during this 
period simply died from  heat and 
lack of moisture,”  Dean said, 
“ and while that kind of weather
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It may be our life insurance, 
but it's your life. Who's 
going to make sure one fits 
the other?

Dean went on to say that of- 
flc la ls  w ere highly pleased with 
the perform ance of this year’ s 
a eria l spray contractors and that 
“ this first 41,000 acres wau 
covered  In fine sty le , beginning 
August 27, in a little  over two 
days .”  The contract for spraying 
Unit I In the program , which 
lie s  North o f Highway 82 along 
the Eastern edge o f the Plains, 
was set this year to Palm er Aero  
S erv ices  of H arrisburg, Arkan­
sas. South o f Highway 82, In 
Unit II, the contract is held by 
Slaton Flying S ervice o f Slaton.

The 41,000 acres treated In the 
firs t aeria l pass o f this year’ s 
program  are located p rim arily  
In Dickens and M otley Counties, 
with sm aller acreages In Floyd, 
B riscoe , C rosby, Borden and 
Kent Counties.
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The program , designed to pre­
vent the spread of cotton’ s number 
one pest Into the vast High Plains 
cotton acreages above the Cap- 
rock , was Initiated by PCG In 
1964 and w eevils have been suc­
cess fu lly  knocked back o ff the 
C aprock each year since. The pro­
gram  Is Jointly financed by cot­
ton producers in PCG’ s 25 - 
county te rr ito ry  through a per 
bale contribution each year, and 
by the Plant Protection D ivision 
o f the U. S. Department o f Ag­
ricu ltu re, with some equipment 
and personnel being supplied by 
the Texas Department of A gricu l­
ture.

ON THE BALLOT
IS.J.R.8)

A rtic le  I I I ,  Sections 5 24 
and 49a and A rtic le  V II I , 
Section 6 o f  the Texas Con­
stitution are amended to;

P r o v id e  f o r  regu lar 
annual sessions o f  the Leg­
islature. The regular session 
in each odd-numbered year 
would be for a period not to  
exceed 180 days. The reg­
ular session in each even 
numbered year would be for 
a period not to  exceed 60 
days and would be lim ited 
to consideration o f  Hscal 
matters and any em ergency 
nnatters subm itted by the 
Governor. Th e 60 day ses­
sion could be extended by 
the G overnor fo r a period 
not to exceed 30 days;

Provide an annual salary 
for members o f  the Legisla­
ture not exceeding $15,000 
per year and a per diem not 
exceeding $18 per day for 
each day o f  each regular 
session or special session;

Provide that no appro­
priation o f  m oney shall be 
made fo r a longer term than 
one year ana direct the 
Com ptroller to  make annual 
estimates o f  anticipated rev­
enue rather than biennial 
estimates.

Provides that the district 
court, concurrently with the 
county court, shall have the 
general jurisdiction o f  a pro­
bate court and in a probate 
proceeding shall also have 
the jurisdiction otherwise 
conferred on it by law. It 
also provides that the legis­
lature may increase, dim in­
ish, or elim inate the jurisdic­
tion o f  the district court or 
county court in probate 
matters, may adopt rules 
governing the filing, distri­
bution, or transfer o f  cases 
and proceedings as between 
the courts having jurisdic­
tion o f  probate matters, and 
may provide that all appeals 
in probate matters s Im II be 
to  the courts o f  civil ap­
peals.

The wording o f  the pro­
posed constitutional amend­
ment as it w ill appear on the 
ballot is as fo llow s;

“ T h e  c o n s t itu t io n a l 
amendment stating that 
the district court con­
c u r r e n t ly  w ith  th e  
county court shall have 
the general jurisdiction 
o f  a probate court, and 
providing the jurisdiction 
thereof, and further pro­
viding that in any pro­
bate proceeding the dis­
trict court shall also have 
ju r is d ic t io n  otherwise 
conferred upon it by law, 
and further providing 
that the legislature may 
increase, diminish or 
elim inate the jurisdiction 
o f  the district court or 
county court in probate 
matters, and further pro­
viding that the legislature 
shall have power to 
adopt rules governing the 
filing, distribution and 
transfer o f  all such cases 
and proceedings as be­
tw een  district courts, 
county courts, and other 
courts having jurisdiction 
thereof, and further pro­
viding that the legislature 
may provide that all ap­
peals in such matters 
shall be to  the courts o f  
(c iv il) appeals.”

NUMBER SEVEN 
ON THE BALLOT 

(H.J.R. 6)
Article III, Section 49-b 

of the Texas Constitution is 
amended to:

Provide for an additional 
$100 million in bonds or 
^ligations of the State of 
Texas for the Veterans* 
Land Fund. This amend­
ment increases the present 
$400 million authorization 
to $500 million;

Remove the present pro­
vision which permits buying 
of land only by those vet­
erans who tarved between 
September 16, 1940 and the 
data of formal withdrawal 
of United SUtes troops 
from the armed conflict in 
Viet Nam. This amendment 
would allow all veteraiu 
who aerve after September 
16, 1940 to buy land from 
the Veterans’ Land Fund, 
provided they ere otherwiee 
qualified:

Provide that, in the event 
of the death of an eligible

Texas veteran after the vet­
eran has filed with the 
Board an application and 
contract o f  sale to  purchase 
through t)ie Board the tract 
selected by him or her and 
before the purchase has 
been completed, then the 
surviving spouse may com ­
plete the transaction.

The wording o f  the pro­
posed amendment as it will 
appear on the ballot is as 
follows:

“ T h e  c o n s t itu t io n a l 
amendment to  provide 
for an additional $100 
million in bonds or ob li­
gations o f  the State o f  
Texas for the Veterans' 
Land Fund.”

ON THE BALLOT 

(S.J.R. 29)
Article X I, o f the Texas 

Constitution is amended by 
adding a new Section 5 (a ) 
w hich :

Authorizes and requires 
incorporated cities, towns, 
and villages, regandless 01 
population and notw ith­
standing the constitutioital 
limitations on total tax 
rates, to levy such annual ad 
valorem taxes on the tax­
able property in the city, 
town or village as are neces- 
sarv to pay the principal o f  
and interest on, when due, 
the general obligations here­
inafter issued by the city, 
town, or village. The l^ is - 
lature is empowered to limit 
by general or special law the 
total principal amount o f  
general obligations which 
may be issued, but unless 
and until the legislature acts 
to do so, the limitations 
established by statute with 
respect to the total principal 
amount o f  bonds which 
may be issued by independ­
ent school districts shall 
apply as the rate lim itation 
on cities, towns, and v il­
lages.

“ T h e  c o n s t itu t io n a l 
amendment to authorize 
cities, towns, and villages 
to levy such ad valorem 
taxes as are sufficient to  
pay the principal o f  and 
interest on their general 
o b l ig a t io n s  herea fter 
isBueo subject to the re­
strictions provided by 
law.”
