ale Count At 154,000

Lynn County farmers have
154,000 bales of cotton ginned or
sitting on gin yards already this
year as of last Friday, and are
expecting to tally in at least
another 60,00 to 70,000 bales be-
fore the season is over.

Old timers in the county con-
tinue to express their amazement
over the outstanding weather
which has graced this crop from
start to finish, despite a small
amount of adverse weather in
some areas and the usual share
of sandstorms. Lynn County’s
cotton crop has turned a fleecy
white from top to bottom. And
then, much to the disbelief of
most farmers, weather continued
to remain fair throughout the
month of November, allowing
stripping activities to hit an all
time peak.

Indications are that the har-
vest will continue at its already
established hectic pace for at
least the next couple of weeks
before the pace slackens much.
FFarmers are continuing to take
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full advantage of the continued
good weather, compressing anes-
timate of at least 20,000 bales
of cotton into ricks. Last week’s
killing frost was credited as be-
ing especially valuable inhelping
to dry out the cotton sufficiently
to rick. Most farmers are re-
ceiving only a minimal number of
trailers now as every gin in
the county is covered up with
cotton, despite the fact that all
are running at full speed and
are turning out a sizeable num-
ber of bales daily.

Indications are that this year’s
cotton crop will fall a little short
in bale count but will make up
the difference easily price-wise.

According to estimates the
Lynn County cotton crop is 70
per cent out with 154,000 bales
on the gin yards and ginned,
20,000 bales in ricks and 40,000
bales of cotton vet to be strip-
ped giving the estimated total of
214,000 bales of cotton raised
in the County this year.

Officer for Lynn County.

Medical and hospital care are
very expensive today, and most
people who are regularly em-
ployed are covered by some type
of health and hospitalization in-
surance. Many veterans fall to
realize that they may be eligible
for care in Veterans Administra-
tion hopsitals even though they
are covered by insurance.

Eligible for admission to any
Veterans Administration hospital
is a veteran who was discharged
or released under other than
dishonorable conditions from
either a peacetime or a wartime
period of service in the Armed
Forces of the United States.
Medical emergencies always
have first priority for admission,
followed by veterans whorequire
hospitalization because of a dis-
ability which was incurred during
service.

On the contrary, testing to date
has shown that low micronaire
cottons, normally in abundant
supply from the High Plains
crop, may well produce yarns on
the open-end system superior to
those made from higher micron-
aire cottons,

““These tests are conclusive
enough to serve as one of the
reasons that an existing mill on

the Plains is switching much of
its production from ring to open-
end spinning, and two other such
mills are on the way,” Riley

notes, adding that ‘““PCG will be
doing additional, more extensive
research on the two machines at
Tech, with the results used to
encourage both the establishment
of other spinning mills on the
Plains and the use of High Plains
cotton in open-end operations a-
round the world.”’

Careful plans are being laid by
PCG, the Textile Research Cen-
ter and others toward these ends.
A meeting at the PCG offices
November 30, for example, drew
research recommendations from
PCG, the Textile Research Cen-
ter, the South Plains Research

and Extension Center, the Fede-
ral Ginning Laboratory at Lub-
bock and from principals in the
existing and planned commercial
operations.

““PCG 1is also looking ahead to
possibilities for other new and
perhaps even more revolutionary
yarn forming methods yet to
be proven commercially.”’ Riley
states, ‘‘as well as considering
research of new weaving and
finishing techniques.

‘““The objective,”” he continued,
‘“is to make sure our cotton’s
ability to perform on these new
systems Is recognized far and
wide.”’

The existing mill to which
Riley referred is Southwest Tex-
tiles, Inc. of Abernathy. The
plant is replacing some of its

-ring spinning with seven open-

end frames (1400 spinning units).
Three of the frames should be
in operation before the end of this
year and the other four in place
by the Spring of 1974.

One of the two mills mentioned
as ‘‘on the way"”’ 1is Feather
Fabrics, Inc., a joint venture
between Lubbock area investors
and Nijverdal- Ten Cate, the
Netherlands’ oldest and largest
integrated textile firm. This
plant will be located in Lubbock,

will begin with 2400 spinning
units, and should be in produc-
tion by the Fall of 1974,

The other mill slated for the
Plains will be known as Daiwa
Spinning Company and the Maru-
bini Corporation. A specific
site for the plant has not been
announced but it has been con-
firmed for the High Plains area.
It is expected to be in opera-
tion by late 1975 with about 4000
spinning units.

Gas Rafes
To Be Adjusted

Pioneer Natural Gas Company
announced today that, effective
January 1, 1974, the rate under
which several classifications of
customers are receiving gas ser-
vice will be adjusted, upward or
downward, each month, based on
the monthly current cost of gas
purchased for the company’s
West Texas system. This adjust-
ment will not change the present
base rate being paid by these
customers. Presently , these
rates are subject to the same ad-
justment on an annual basis.

In making the announcement,
K. Bert (Tex) Watson, company
president, pointed out that
because of the energy crisis
facing the nation, the cost of new
gas supply in the field is changing
at an unprecedented rate.

He went on to say, ‘““The ad-
 justment must be made ona
monthly basis in order for Pio-
neer to remain in a competitive
position for future gas supply.’’
Watson continued, ‘“Pioneer is
fortunate to have pipelines into
two of the most promising areas
for acquiring additional gas sup-
ply. However, there are a num-
ber of gas companies with pipe-
lines in these areas who are ag-
gressively acquiring gas as it
becomes available. Through the
joint efforts of the company and
its customers, the company is
confident its ability to serve its
customers’ needs will continue to
be favorable.”

When this new rate plan
becomes effective, more than 60
percent of the gas delivered from
the West Texas system will be
subject to the monthly cost-of-gas
adjustment. In addition, the com-
