Three Accidents In Lynn Co.

The Texas Highway Patrol in-
vestigated three accidents on
rural highways in Lynn County
during the month of March, 1974,
according to Sergeant H,E, Pir-
tle, Highway Patrol supervisor of
this area.

These crashes resulted in no
persons killed and four persons
injured.

The rural traffic acecident sum.
mary for this county during the
first three months of 1974 shows
1 total of 14 accidents re.
sulting in one person killed and
21 persons injured.

mary for the 60 counties of the
Lubbock Department of Public
Safety Region for March, 1974,

shows a total of 395 accidents
resulting in 23 persons killed and
172 persons injured as compared
to Mar-h, 1973, with 468 aceci-
dents resulting in 12 persons
killed and 263 persons injured.
This was 73 less accidents, four
more killed, and 91 less injured
in 1974 at the same period of
time,

The 23 traffic deaths for the
month of March, 1974, occurred
in the following counties: five
in Lubbock; four in Hale, two in
Parker and Wichita; and one each
in Deaf Smith, Foard, Gray, Hut-
chinson, Randall, Whe2ler, Bai-
ley, Palo Pinto, Terry, and Young
counties.

Toy Gun

Grocer Hawkins put up no re-
sistance as the youthful robber
cleaned out his cash register. To
Hawkins, the young man’s pistol
was all too real.

But in fact, the pistol was a
toy. When the robber was later
caught and brought to trial for
“armed robbery,” he insisted that
the charge would not stand up.

“The simple truth is,” he told
the court, “that I was not armed
at all. That gun I had couldn’t
hurt a flea.”

Nevertheless, the court decided
he was guilty as charged. The
court said what mattered was not
the actual character of the gun but
the way it looked to the victim.

Most courts agree. That is, they
view the holdup weapon “through
the eves of the beholder.” They
reason that the essence of the
crime is putting the victim in fear,
which can be done as effectively
with a gun that only looks deadly
as with one that really is.

There have even been cases of
“armed robbery” in which the rob-
ber had no weapon at all. Thus:
another holdup man terrified his
victim merely by showing a men-
acing bulge in his coat pocket.

Yet, a court decided this was
enough basis for a charge of armed
robbery. The court said the fear
that the robber had a gun, plus
the fear that he might use it, was
all that the law required by way
of intimidation

Still, the fear must be at least
of physical harm—not of a lesser
form of pressure. Suppose A says
to B:

“Unless you hand over $500,
I'll get you in trouble with the In-
ternal Revenue Service.”

If B pays off, A may be guilty
of some offense—but not robbery.
As one court put it:

“There can be no robbery with-
out violence. The menace must be
of a sort to excite reasonable ap-
prehension of danger. Threat of
prosecution for a crime is regarde.d
as insufficient (because) a man in
the hands of the law is not legally

presumed to be in danger of bodily
harm.

Change In
S Applications

People may be asked to prove
their age, identity, and citizen-
ship to get a social security num.
ber when applying for the first
time, according to Clyde W.
James, soclal security district
manager in Lubbock.

The proof is required under an
amendment to the social secu-
rity law. ‘‘The requirement af.
fects native United States citi-
zens, naturalized citizens, and
aliens,”” James said.

People can apply for a social
security number by writing or
visiting any social security of-
fice. Application forms are avail-
able at social security offices
and post offices.

‘“Age can usually be proved
with a birth or baptismal certi.
ficate,”” James saild. ‘‘Identity
can generally be proved with 3
driver’s license, voter’s card, or
similar. evidence-.. preferably
something that carries your sig-

nature,”’

People born inthe United States
can usually establish citizenship
with the same papers they use to
prove their age and identity, he
sald.

People applying for duplicate
social security numbers because
they’ve lost their social security
cards or changed their name
generally aren’t affected by the
proof requirement, according to
James.

The proof requirement is inten.
ded to help prevent people from
obtaining more than one social se-
curity number or obtaining or
using a social security card un-
der a false identity, James said.

A fine of up to $1,000 , impri-
sonment of up to one year, or
both may be imposed for [rau-
dulent use of genuine or fake so-
cial security numbers to hide
true identity or to get benefits
from Federallyfunded programs.

““Your social security number
is yours alone and remains the
same for life,”’ James said. ‘“You

uila retirement, disability,
survivors and Medicare pro-
tection for yourself and your
family by work and earnings
credited to your social security
number. Using more than one
number could mean you’re not
getting full credit, which could
adversely affect your social secu-
rity payments in the future,”

““You should apply for a so-
cial security number several
weeks before youneedit,”’ James
sald. ‘‘Applications are gene-
rally screened against social se-
curity central files in Baltimore,

and screening takes time.
‘“When you get 3 job covered
by social security,” he sald,
“make sure your employer
coples your name and number
correctly from your social se.
curity card to his records.”

The new minimum wage bill
signed into law April 8 by Presi-
dent Richard Nixon can only be
called ““planned inflation’’ accor-
ding to PCG President Don Mar-
ble of Sout, 2iylns, ““as is any
forced wage increase which is
unrelated to increased producti-
vity.”

The law, enacted over PCG ob-
jections, increases minimum
wages for various groups of wor-
kers from 19 percent to 38 per-
cent beginning May 1 of this year.
By 1978 the percentage increase
over 1973 minimums grows
to from a low of 54 percent to
a high of 77 percent under the
statute.

Farm labor, Marble points out,
will register the biggest in-
creases, going from ga current
$1.30 an hour to $1.60 on May
1, to $1,80 for all of 1975, to
$2.00 in 1976, $2.20 in 1977,
and to $2.30 in 1978. Farm wor-
kers covered, as under previous
law, include those employed on
farms using 500 or more man
days in any calendar quarter of

the previous year.

A ‘“man day’’ is defined in the
law as any day on which an em-
ployee performs as much as one
hour of agricultural labor.

The minimum for all non-ag-
ricultural workers covered by
minimum wage laws priorto 1966
will jump from $1.60 an hour to
$1.90 beginning May 1, go to
$2.10 in 1975 and to $2.30 in
1976.

Cotton ginners, whose workers
were first covered by the mini-
mum wage law of 1966, will be hit
by both an increased minimum
and a reduced overtime exemp-
tion. The minimum wage for gin
workers on May 1 will be raised
from $1.60 to $1.90, then to $2.00,

2.20 and $2.30 in the next three
years.

Last year ginners could choose
14 weeks of the peak ginning
season during which they were
exempt from the law’s overtime
requirements on members of the
active gin crew. Gin employees
not on the active ginning crew
could work up to ten hours a
day and 50 hours a week during

the same 14 week period without
falling under overtime pro-
visions.

Beginning in 1974 those over-
time exemptions will be steadily
whittled away. Ginners in 1974
will have a six week period du-
ring which they can offer employ-
ment of 72 hours per week without
paying overtime, a four week
period with upto 64 hours exempt,
two weeks of a 54-hour exemp-
tion, and a 48-hour exemption
for the remainder of the work
weeks in the year. For 1975
the corresponding figures will be
six weeks and 66 hours, four
weeks and 60 hours, two weeks
and 50 hours, an additional two
weeks and a 46-hour exemption
and a 44-hour exemption the re.
mainder of the year. By 1976
the exemtpion will be cut to six
weeks with 60 hours, four weeks
with 56 hours, two weeks with
48 hours, two weeks with 44
hours, and no exemption at all for
the remaining work weeks of the
year.

Gin employvees who are not 3
part of the active gin crew must
be paid overtime compensation in
1974 for all hours in excess of
10 hours per day and 48 hours
per work week for a period or
periods not to exceed 14 work
weeks in the calendar year.

Traditional overtime exemp-
tions for cottonseed oil mills will
be completely phased out in four
steps, ending December 31, 1976,
Compress and warehouse exemp-
tions willbe ineffect 14 weeks in
which workers can work a maxi.
mum of 48 hours per week, 10
hours per day. In 1973 this was
50 hours per week, 10 hours per
day.

Prellminary calculations of
PCG indicate that the cost of
producing cotton under the new
wage minimum will go up about
$2.00 per bale, and that inflated
ginning and other processing
costs will bring the total increase

' to the neighborhood of $3.00 per

bale.

According to a recent Food
and Drug Administration study,
most people believe that extra
vitamins provide pep and ener-
gy--a false impression.

Instead, vitamins
things happen.”’

They don’t become energy or
structure for the body.

Necessary in only very small
amounts, vitamins work mainly
as enzymes--and sometimes like
enzyme helpers or coenzymes.

Without enzymes, certain
chemical reactions--like breaking
protein into amino acids during
digestion--wouldn’t take place.

Vitamins are usually combined
with other nutrients--especially
protein, carbohydrates and fat-.
in foods that supply calories.
But alone, in pill form, they
don’t furnish calories.

There are two types--fat-solu-
ble vitamins and water-soluble
vitamins.

A person’s body stores fat-solu-
ble ones--such as Vitamins A,
D, E, and K. However, excesses
can present problems. For ex.
ample, excessive vitamin A can
cause increased pressure inside
the skull.

Excess water-soluble vita.
mins, in contrast are excreted
in urine. These vitamins.-in.
cluding the B.vitamins and vita.
min C--aren’t stored to any large
extent in the body.

Vitamins appear in a wide va-
riety of foods. As a result,
the average healthy person can
get all he needs from foods in
a balanced diet.

Supplemental vitamins should
be taken only under aphysician’s
directions , when there's in-
creased body needs.

Of course, if
soll moisture is adequate at plan-
ting, a drying - out problem is
more likely to develop early in
the season when cooler tempera-
tures prevall than later when
warm temperatures are common,

Typical weather which accom-

panies cool temperatures during
the early season causes slow ger.
mination and soll drying; how-
ever, the soll drying under these
conditions is occurring at a re-
latively faster rate in relation to
the germination process than at
higher temperatures later in the
season.

Planting depth also influences
the percentage of planted seed
which canemerge, he added. Even
if the seed zone environment is
otherwise favorable, a seed
planted three inches deep needs
more energy to emerge than a
seed planted at two inches.
Thus, fewer seedlings emerge as
planting depth increases, and
planting rates become increas-
ingly critical in assuring a de-
sirable stand. Research has
shown that two inches is the op-
timum planting depth for the
South Plains, Wanjura noted.

A guide for adjusting seeding
rates for different planting depths
when conditions are favorable for
cotton emergence was developed
by the sclentist. For producers
who normally plant two inches
deep, the guide indicates that the
ratio of emergence percentage
(E P) divided by germination per-

centage (GP) is .84. If the seed
germination {s 90 percent, mul-
tiplylng 90 by .84 equals 75.6
percent. Thus the expected final
emergence would be estimated at
approximately 76 percent for the
conditions described.

This guide, he said, can be
used to estimate emergence per-
centage for other seed qualities
by multiplying the proper value
of EP-GP in the guide by the
seed germination percentage.

Compiled From Sources

Farmers on Roller Coaster . .. Red Meat Processing
Down . .. Anti-Screwworms Plans Progress. .. Lack of
Rain Reports Heard

THERE’S NO DOUBT that Texas farmers are better
off than they used to be - if you pick the right periods of
time; and there's no doubt that they are worse off than
they used to be—at other times.

The Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting Service says
that the “All Farm Products Index of Prices Received” last
March 15 was 543 per cent of the January, 1910-December,
1914 base. That is 34 points below the previous month of
this year but 100 points (23 per cent) above a year ago.

On the other hand, the livestock products index was
about eight per cent below February 1974 and 10 per cent
below the same period last year, as any cattleman will
testify. Beef cattle were down $3.40 a hundred from
February and $5.60 below a year ago at $40.40 per
hundred. Hogs at $33.20 a hundred were down $5.20 from
February and $4 from a year ago.

PROCESSING OF RED MEAT was down during
February 1974 in Texas. Slaughtering plants produced
160.9 million pounds during that month, which is 20 per
cent lower than the 201.0 million pounds produced in
January 1974 and four per cent below February 1973.
February 1974 slaughter of cattle totaled 252,000 head,
65,000 head fewer than the previous month and 17,000
below February a year ago.

There were 569,000 head of cattle slaughtered during
the first two months of this year; 214,500sheep and lambs
were killed during the same two months. Sheep and lambs
killed totaled 98,500 during February, which is 17,500
fewer than the month earlier and 2,000 more than in
February 1973.

SCREWWORMS are showing up more frequently now
in Mexico, it is reported. Slow help is on the way, however.
Mexican and U.S. officials are reported by USDA to be
negotiating with contractors for construction of the main
facility in southern Mexico in which to produce more than
300 million sterile screwworm flies each week.

The production plant is supposed to be completed in
1975. The plan is to eradicate screwworms north of Tuxtla
Gutierrez, Mexico, then to keep a permanent barrier of
sterile flies across Mexico's narrow Isthmus of Tehuantepec
to keep the pest from moving northward.

LACK OF RAIN is a drawback to farming in many
parts of Texas, but progress is reported in planting in 1974
crops. Oats are reported doing well in the southern and
eastern half of the State where moisture has been adequate.

Wheat is heading out from the Cross Timbers to
South Texas and is in the boot stage on the Low Plains.
Irrigated wheat is making good growth on the High Plains,
and rains a couple of weeks ago helped some dryland
wheat, but most dryland wheat has poor prospects.

Rice seeding is reported more than half completed,
and cotton planting is about seven per cent complete over
the State, all of it in South Texas. Peanut planting is
underway in South Texas.

IF PECAN buds herald true spring weather, then such
weather is here; because pecans are leafing in most South
Texas areas and budding in other areas of the State.
