The event will tie at Cotton King 
Gin, 5 miles west of Lamesa on 
Highway 180, according toD istrict 
Extension Agent B illy C. Gunter, 
Dawson County Extension Agent 
LeRoy Colgan, and Gaines County 
Extension Agent Joe Ed Wise.

Starting at 1:30 p.m., the demon­
stration will feature all the major 
developments associated with the 
cotton module method of har­
vesting, field storage, transporta­
tion and movement o f cotton into 
the ginning process.

Producers and agribusiness 
officia ls will get a close look at the 
cotton module building process, its 
transportation by a newly de­
veloped module truck tothe gin, and 
feeding of cotton into the ginning 
process via the new module dis­
perser unit.

Demonstrations w ill run at the 
same time, following a brief ses­
sion by representatives of the spon­
soring groups. These include the 
Extension offices of Dawson and 
Gaines counties; Lamesa Chamber 
of Com m erce; Cotton King Gin, 
Inc., Plains Growers, Inc. and 
Cotton Inc.

Module builder operator instruc­
tion and training will be given 
after the briefings at the same time 
that the demonstrations are being 
carried out. Guests w ill be able 
to choose the demonstration of

most interest to them.
The module builder and dis­

perser unit was developed by Texas 
A&M University’ s Department of 
Agricultural Engineering under the 
leadership of Lamlxert Wilkes, 
associate professor. The work was 
furtded through a research grant 
from Cotton, Inc., of Raleigh, North 
Carolina.

kou may nave wondered why the 
insides of cans of food are differ, 
ent co lors . The insides at cans 
are treated with enamels to pro­
tect food from reacting with the 
metal of the can.

The different colors result from 
20 different types o f enamel used 
In these treatments.

The type used is selected by the 
canner, depending on what food he 
intends to put in the cans. Some 
enanaels are resistant to acid and 
others present changes in the fla­
vor and color of food products.

The color on the Inside of the can 
may change after it is exposed to 
a ir  .. i f  foods are left in the can. 
But those color changes won’t 
affect the safety of the food.

Enamels are also put on the out­
side of cans. They protect the cans 
from  wear and corrosion , from 
machines, and chemicals during 
the filling in canneries. Decora­
tion is another reason for enamels 
on the outside of cans.

Certain foods w ill mar the fin­
ish on stainless stee l flatwear if 
it ’s not washed promptly.

Salt, fruit and fruit juices, t<v 
matoes, vinegar and dairy products 
are the worst offenders. They cor* 
rode the surface by creaking 
through the thin, transparent film 
of chromium and nickel oxides 
on the steel surface.

Oxygen in the air helps heal 
minor scratches in the protective 
film  after the utensil has been 
cleaned and set aside. But if food 
is allowed to remain on flatwear, 
the a ir cannot reach the break to 
heal it.

Corrosion w ill take place each 
time the steel becomes wet. dark 
marks sometimes respond totreat- 
ment with detergent.

I f  you use a dishwasher, load 
flatwear carefu lly so that no two 
pieces rest together. The water

should be approximately ig,.
F. and use only ft, „ 

commended amount of

The nation’ s 55 m.p.h. highway 

speed lim it, a federal law since 
January 2 of this year, is gener­
ally favored by the motoring pub­
lic according to a recent nation­
wide survey conducted by Travel­
ers  Motor Club.

Almost ten months after the 
lower speed limit was put into 
effect to assist in fuel conserva­
tion in the face of a national energy 
cris is , 50.7 percent of Travelers 
Motor Club members still favor 
the reduced speed, wtille 43.3 per­
cent oppose it. Some 6 percent 
of the national survey respondents 
reported they were still undecided 
on the matter.

Travelers Motor Club iwesldent, 
Bud Belz, commented on the re ­
sponse and pointed to several other 
significant factors related to the 
continuation of the federally im­
posed speed lim it. “ Although in­

dicating a smaliei percentage of 
drivers favored the reduced limit 
than another recent survey (the 
Gallup poll indicated some 70 per­
cent of the nation’s drivers favored
the lower speed), we feel our sur-

For 
example, it is assumed that lower 
highway speeds are directly re­
lated to a reduction in highway 
trafflt? fatalities, and there are 
many reports that lead you to this 
conclusion. However,’ ’ Bier con­
tinued, “ when you consider the 
circumstances that lead to the re­
duction in comparison with c ir ­
cumstances today, this direct cor­
relation belief may not be the en­
tire  story. In fact, several nUed 
authorities feel that the reduced 
speed limit was and is a minor 
factor in the lower number of 
highway traffic fatalities,’ ’ Belz 
commented. “ It is true that,

throughout the first six months 
of this year, there has been a s iz­
able reduction in the number of 
tra ffic fatalities reported nation­
wide. But, it is also Important to 
note that there was a considerable 
reduction in the total number of 
automobile miles driven during 
that same period of time. And the 
great percentage of this reduction 
in total miles driven was in the 
area oi weekend pleasure trips and 
vacation travel. Also, there was a

reduction in the number of miles 
driven at nighttime, when many 
service stations were closed due to 
the fuel shortage (and, when the 
greatest percentage of fatal tra f­
fic accidents occur),’ ’  Belz em- 
pliaslzed. “ Additionally, there 
seems to have l>een a reduced 
amount of driving in the 16-24 
year old age group which is the 
most accident prone group of d r i­
vers. (This group comprises only 
21.6 percent of the total drivers, 
but accounts for 35 percent of the 
tra fiic  fatalities.) When you 
consider these factors, and others 
adding up to fewer total miles 
of driving in the most critical 
areas of traffic accident and fa­
tality occurance, the lower highway 
speed limit may not have the dra­
matic life - saving effect it 
Initially presents on the surface 
of the question.’ ’

“ I am not, of course,saying that 
the reduced speed has not been 
a factor in the lower number of 
fatal accidents, but simply posing 
the question, ‘ has it been a major 
factor?* ’ ’ , Belz commented.

“ Now that the energy cris is  is 
over,’ ’ Belz contlned, “ the 
lmj)etus for a continuation of 
lowered speeds has shifted its fo­
cus to enviromental and pollution 
control efforts. However, we 
(Travelers Motor Club) feel this 
may also be a misdirected and 
misleading emphasis when en­
forced on a nationwide basis. For 
example, the pollutin control and 
enviromaent problems confronting 
this country in the midwest and 
southwest are not necessarily the 
same as those faced on the east 
or west coasts,’ ’ Belz pointed out. 
“ Therefore it seems that control

efforts In these areas would be 
more effectively  dealt with on an 
individual basis, because not only 
are the problems different in re-

latlon to automobile useage, but
driving habits and needs vary a

great deal depending on the geo­
graphic location. Because of this, 
we feel nationally Imposed 
standards should be returned to 
state or regional control. ’ (The 
national speed law, if  left un­
amended, .vlM return speed limit 
controls to the states on June 30, 
1975.)

In expressing the motor club’ s 
opinion on present pollution control 
standards Imposed on the auto 
manufacturers, Belz stated, “ Car 
owners and buyers have been and 
are being unfairly penalized by 
federal controls which have sub­
stantially Increased the costs of 
purchase and iteration  of an auto­
mobile over the past five years.’

When questioned about this, Belz 
offered an alternative solution to 
the rising cost problem. “ It seems 
that a much more sim ple solu­
tion would have been to reduce 
the horsepower of automobile en­
gines. This would reduce pollu­
tants released in the a ir, pro­
vide greater economy and save the 
auto buyer and taxpayer millions 
of dollars already expended in 
pollution control research studies 
related to auto use.”  Belz em­
phasized that this solution would 
s till be Valid if put into effect to­
day.

Belz also reported that the 
T rave lers  Motor Club survey in­
dicated 18.8 percent o f the re ­
spondents would cancel vacation 
plans en tirely  i f  the recently sug­
gested major federal gasoline tax 
Increase were to become a rea l­
ity , and that 26.6 percent would 
shorten or delay pleasure trips 
if such a tax were Imposed.

*‘ In light of the fact that the 
reduction of vacation and pleasure 
trave l by automobile would have 
a dram atically damaging effect on 
thousands of travel and travel re ­

lated businesses throughout the 
country, we believo this is not 
a realistic and economic solution
